Oil pollutes IraqÕs Tigris for
second time in a month

TIKRIT , 31 Jan Ñ  A pipeline rupture sent large pools of oil flowing into Iraq Tigris River on Friday, prompting
a US Army search for the origin of the second oil leak into the regionÕs major water source this month.

A spokeswoman for the 4th Infan-
try Division, based in Tikrit, said sol-
diers scoured the pipeline network and
oil storage facilities in the region for
the cause of the problem and discov-
ered a pipeline leak on Friday.

ÒThere is a leak in the pipeline, un-
fortunately, right where it crosses the
river north of Baiji,Ó Major Josslyn
Aberle said. ÒThey believe it is a faulty
weld.Ó

The North Oil Company, the arm of
the Iraqi oil ministry responsible for oil
assets in the northern half of the coun-
try, is repairing the problem, she said.
Their team has installed floating barri-
ers in the river to try and corral the oil

while the weld is repaired, Aberle
 said.

ÒItÕs not up to our environmental
standards, but they are working on it,Ó
she said.

The 4th Infantry DivisionÕs engi-
neers support the North Oil Company
and are ultimately responsible for the
oil infrastructure in a region stretching
from just south of Tikrit, which sits
about 175 km (110 miles) north of
Baghdad, to the area around Kirkuk,
which has massive oil reserves.

In the months since Washington
declared major combat over in Iraq, the
countryÕs oil infrastructure has been
repeatedly attacked by looters looking

to steal resources or by saboteurs trying
to stop US authorities gaining access to
the oil.

Repeated  sabotage
The main oil export pipeline, which

runs from the Baiji refinery southwest
of Kirkuk to Turkey has been repeat-
edly sabotaged and oil has spilled from
the line. The line runs close to the Tigris
as the river winds south through the
country.

On a bluff overlooking the river at
the divisionÕs headquarters in one of
Saddam HusseinÕs former palaces,
dozens of thick, black pools of oil could
be seen drifting in the flow.

Iraq police defuse
bomb along oil route
BAGHDAD , 31  Jan Ñ A car bomb on a major oil route

in the north was defused, and Iraqi police killed an
attacker after gunmen opened fire Friday at a check-
point south of Kirkuk.

The car was discovered
late Thursday on the al-
Hawija bridge on a highway
used by coalition forces and
oil tankers transporting crude
from the northern oil fields
in Kirkuk to IraqÕs biggest
refinery in Beiji, Kirkuk po-
lice chief Gen. Turhan
Youssef said.

Al-Hawija bridge is just
south of Kirkuk, which is
150 miles north of Baghdad.

Youssef said Iraqi police
found the car and informed
coalition forces, who defused
the bomb.

On Friday, six gunmen
opened fire on a checkpoint
of the Iraqi Civil Defense
Forces in Salman Beg, 55
miles south of Kirkuk. One
attacker was killed and an-
other injured in retaliatory
fire, said Gen. Anwar
Amin, the ICDC chief in
Kirkuk.

Many recent attacks ap-
pear to have been targeting
Iraqis seen as collaborating
with the US-led occupation.
Eleven Iraqis, mostly mem-
bers of the civil defense
corps, were wounded Thurs-
day in a roadside bombing in
Baqouba, northeast of Bagh-
dad.

Shopkeepers in Ramadi,
a pro-Saddam city west of
Baghdad, also reported re-
ceiving leaflets on Thurs-
day warning Iraqis to stop
working for or with Ameri-
cans within 10 days or face
death.

The undated statement
was signed by a previously
unknown group, ÒAnbar
Mujahedeen Brigade, the
Military Unit.Ó Anbar is the
province that includes
Ramadi.

Reporter at centre of Iraq
inquiry quits BBC

LONDON, 31 JanÑ Andrew Gilligan, whose radio re-
port triggered the row between Downing Street and the
BBC that preceded the suicide of Iraq weapons expert
David Kelly, said he has resigned from the public broad-
caster.

In a statement to BritainÕs domestic Press Association
news agency, Gilligan acknowledged that part of his May 29
report Ñ which alleged that Downing Street Òsexed upÓ
intelligence on Iraq Ñ was wrong.

ÒI again apologise for it,Ó he said. ÒMy departure (from
the BBC) is at my own initiative. But the BBC collectively
has been the victim of a grave injustice.Ó

 ÒI accept my part in the crisis which has befallen the
organisation. But a greater part has been played by the
unbalanced judgmentsÓ contained in Lord Brian HuttonÕs
report into KellyÕs death, he said.

Gilligan aired the 29 May report on BBC radio alleging
that Prime Minister Tony BlairÕs inner circle had Òsexed upÓ
a crucial September 2002 dossier on Iraq and its purported
weapons of mass destruction.

He later retracted the claim that Downing Street Òprob-
ably knewÓ that a key part of the dossier Ñ that Iraq could
deploy chemical or biological weapons in just 45 minutes Ñ
was wrong.  But in his statement Friday, the 35-year-old
journalist stood by the general thrust of his report, which
Hutton dismissed as ÒunfoundedÓ, that the intelligence
dossier had been ÒexaggeratedÓ.

Annan agrees to Kidman, Penn film
at United Nations

 UNITED  NATIONS, 31 Jan Ñ The United Nations said on Thursday that a movie
starring Nicole Kidman and Sean Penn would be made at UN headquarters in
New York, where Hollywood has failed for decades to get permission to film.

 The movie, to be di-
rected by Sydney Pollack,
is called ÒThe Interpreter.Ó
Kidman would play a Ken-
yan-born UN translator
who overhears an assassi-
nation plot, becomes a tar-
get herself and helps stop
the killing of an African
leader addressing the UN
General Assembly.

 Shashi Tharoor, the UN
undersecretary-general for

public affairs, said it was
the first time in recent
memory the world body,
including Secretary-General
Kofi Annan and the presi-
dents of the Security Coun-
cil and the General Assem-
bly, had allowed a feature
film to be made in the build-
ing.

 The United Nations re-
jected Alfred HitchcockÕs
overtures to shoot part of

the 1959 film ÒNorth by
Northwest,Ó which opened
with scenes of UN lounges.

 Chilean Ambassador
Herald Munoz, this monthÕs
Security Council president,
told Reuters earlier in the
week the only query he re-
ceived was from his Span-
ish colleague, Inocencio
Arias, who wondered how
one became an extra.

Two Hollywood studios sue Academy
member for screener leaks

 LOS ANGELES, 31 JanÑ
Two major Hollywood
movie studios sued Wednes-
day a longtime member of
the Academy of Motion Pic-
ture Arts and Sciences for
leaking ÒscreenerÓ copies of

movies that were later ille-
gally posted on the Internet.

 Columbia Pictures Indus-
tries and Warner Bros. filed
the lawsuits in a federal court
against Carmine Caridi, a 20-
year academy member who

has appeared in ÒThe Godfa-
ther: Part IIÓ and Ò NYPD
Blue.Ó

 Caridi, 70, has admitted
sending VHS copies of about
60 movies he received each
year to his friend Russell
Sprague in Illinois, who was
found using a software pro-
gramme to convert the VHS
tape into DVD format and
posted them on the Internet
for illegal downloading. He
then sent the original tapes
back to Caridi.

 Sprague was arrested and
charged with criminal copy-
right infringement last week.

 A search of CaridiÕs Hol-
lywood apartment turned up
36 original academy screener
tapes, as well as large quan-
tities of FedEx shipping la-
bels bearing SpragueÕs ad-
dress.  Caridi said he received
no money for the films, add-
ing that he just believed that
Sprague was a film buff and
merely wished to watch

Arkansas lawyer guilty of
mailing deadly snake

 L ITTLE ROCK  (Arkansas), 31 JanÑ An Arkansas lawyer
and his son will soon be heading to prison after pleading
guilty to mailing a threatening communication Ñ a poison-
ous snake.

 Bob Sam Castleman, an attorney and former city judge
in Pocahontas, Arkansas, and his son, Jerrod, were charged
with mailing a cardboard box containing a venomous
copperhead snake to a neighbour with whom they had
feuded. The two pleaded guilty in federal court on Wednes-
day.

 The wife of the man to whom the poisonous package was
addressed opened the box and saw the snake, about 28 inches
long, slither out. Police soon arrived on the scene in
Pocahontas, about 140 miles northeast of Little Rock, and
shot the snake dead.  The elder Castleman faces between 27
months and 33 months in prison, while his son faces a
longer term of between 31 months to 44 months on the same
charge because he had a previous conviction. A sentencing
date has not been set.ÑMNA/Reuters
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 Independent Iraq commission
could pose serious threat to Bush

WASHINGTON , 31 JanÑ An independent commission to investigate intelligence failures before last yearÕs invasion
of Iraq being demanded by Democrats could pose a serious political threat to President George W Bush.

 But analysts said with BushÕs Re-
publicans in control of both houses of
Congress he stood a good chance of
avoiding such an investigation, which
would keep the issue alive in the run-up
to NovemberÕs presidential election.

 ÒThe Administration wants as little
attention as possible paid to the process
by which they concluded that war with
Iraq was a good idea,Ó said Steven
Walt, dean of the Kennedy School of
Government at Harvard University.

 ÒA commission would keep the is-
sue in the news for another year. ThatÕs
the last thing they want,Ó he said.

 Following Senate testimony on
Wednesday from former US weapons
hunter David Kay that US intelligence
about Saddam HusseinÕs suspected
weapons of mass destruction had been

fundamentally flawed, Democrats re-
doubled their calls for an independent
inquiry. Kay himself backed the idea.

 In a worrying sign for the White
House, Arizona Republican Senator
John McCain, known for his independ-
ent streak, broke party ranks to support
the call.

 ÒWe need an independent commis-
sion to continue to investigate this be-
cause these questions need to be an-
swered, including... why it is that we
have so badly missed the mark on this
and other cases,Ó McCain said.

 The Administration sent National
Security Adviser Condoleezza Rice to
appear on Thursday morning news
shows on ABC, NBC and CBS to de-
flect the calls. ÒWe simply believe that
there is work still to be done. The Iraq

Survey Group is trying to complete its
work,Ó she told NBCÕs Today Show.

 University of Chicago political sci-
entist Robert Pape said the fact Rice
was on three shows suggested the White
House was worried. The issue is certain
to remain front and centre in the ongo-
ing presidential campaign.

 Massachusetts Senator Edward
Kennedy had a starkly different view.
ÒWhat has happened was more than a
failure of intelligence Ñ it was the
result of manipulation of the intelli-
gence to justify a decision to go to war,Ó
he said. .If the situation on the ground in
Iraq were to deteriorate or more offi-
cials came forward with information,
whether by name or anonymously, pres-
sure for an independent commission
could mount.ÑMNA/Reuters

Dutch Embassy in
Baghdad hit by rocket

BAGHDAD, 31 Jan ÑThe Dutch Embassy in the Iraqi
capital was hit by a rocket late Friday, but there were no
injuries because the mission had closed for the day.

Security guards and US soldiers said one rocket deto-
nated on the embassy roof, triggering a small fire which later
appeared under control. Two other projectiles fell in the
garden but did not explode.

Guards said they fired at the attackersÕ vehicle but they
escaped. A rocket launcher was found nearby.

Shortly after 11 pm, another series of blasts rocked the
center of Baghdad. A US military spokesman confirmed the
explosions but said he did not know the source.

Dutch Foreign Ministry spokeswoman Martine de Haan
confirmed the attack on the embassy and said there were no
injuries.  A US quick reaction force from the 1st Armored
Division was sent to the embassy, the US command said.

The Netherlands maintains about 1,100 troops in Iraq.

 Turkish PM warns of ethnic-based
Iraq government

 WASHINGTON , 31 JanÑ Turkish Prime Minister Tayyip Erdogan said on Thursday
that establishing an ethnically based political structure in Iraq would be unhealthy for
the country and a cause of regional concern for years to come.

 While he insisted an eth-
nically based federation that
would allow Iraqi Kurds to
govern an autonomous re-
gion was a Òweak possibil-
ity,Ó Erdogan said questions
about IraqÕs future course
remained, even after Presi-
dent George W. Bush re-
newed his commitment to
the countryÕs territorial in-
tegrity.

 Erdogan, on his first of-
ficial trip to Washington,
promoted his vision of
NATO ally Turkey as a
model for Middle East de-
mocracy and outlined views
on Iraq and other topics in a
speech to the American En-
terprise Institute (AEI), a
leading conservative think

tank with close ties to the
White House.

 With the United States
planning to hand over
poltical power in Iraq to Ira-
qis on 30 June, Ankara has
been deeply concerned that
Iraqi Kurds might press for
an independent state, which
could boost independence
claims by TurkeyÕs own res-
tive Kurdish minority.

 The Kurds, who fought
with the United States to top-
ple Saddam Hussein, are one
of IraqÕs best-organized eth-
nic groups after enjoying
US-protected autonomy fol-
lowing the Gulf War in 1991.
The Kurds have presented a
plan to the US-appointed
Iraqi Governing Council that

Russia sends supply spacecraft to ÒISSÓ
MOSCOW, 31 JanÑRussia on Thursday launched a cargo  spacecraft bringing supply

to the International Space Station (ISS), the Mission Control outside Moscow said.
 The Progress supply ship

successfully blasted off from
the Baikonur Cosmodrome
in Kazakhstan at 2.58 pm
Moscow Time (1158 GMT)
and is scheduled to dock with
the orbiting space station
Saturday, ITAR-TASS news
agency reported.

 Besides about 2.5 tons of
food, water, fuel and equip-

ment, the craft will also de-
liver to the ISS two new
Orlan-M spacesuits and two
mannequins filled with ra-
diation sensors to collect data
neÔcessary for preparing a
manned mission to Mars.

 Vladislav Petrov, a senior
researcher of Moscow Insti-
tute of   Biomedical Prob-
lems, noted that the data

would help determine  radia-
tion doses that human vital
organs receive during a long
stay  in space.

 The Russian-made man-
nequin Matreshka-R will be
placed in the   cabin of cos-
monaut Alexander Kaleri,
who is working at the space
station with American astro-
naut Michael Foale. They
will install the European
mannequin Mister Rando on
the stationÕs exterior   during
a space walk next month.

 The Progress will also
bring to the ISS an Ameri-
can-made draining tube for a
porthole. A crack in such
tube caused an air leakage
and a decrease of pressure
that lasted for two weeks in
the ISS.

The treacherous writing of Myanma history
by colonialist historians

Hailing the 57th Anniversary Union Day:

Tagaung Era is a
historical era that really
existed in the hearts of
Myanmar people as well
as on the pages of
Myanma history. From
the point of view of the
great historians of Glass
Palace Chronicle,
Tagaung is said to be the
dawn of Myanma history.

The colonialist his-
torians who wrote
Myanma history however
set it dating from the time
of King Anawrahta.
Sadly, that is the reason
why Tagaung, which was
in the hearts of Myanmar
people, was like a legend.

The colonialist his-
torians concluded that the
Glass Palace Chronicle
was compiled in AD
1829 because Tagaung
was recorded only in
Glass Palace History and
was found nowhere in
Ashin Maha SilavamsaÕs
Great History written in
AD 1520 and U KalaÕs

make Myanmar people
think highly of them, the
Europeans, and to make
themselves feel small. No
matter whatever is men-
tioned in Myanmar his-
tory and literature, they
left out what they wanted
to.

It was usual prac-
tice of writing history
and national races should
not be misled by their
invention.

Although Harvey,
who was one of the
members of Indian Civil
Service (ICS), was said
to have compiled a
Myanmar historical paper
by making references to
a great deal of data col-
lected by the Myanmar
Research Bureau for
many years, the purpose
of his work was merely
to make Myanmar peo-
ple think highly of the
Europeans. In compiling
the history, the colonialist
historians were prone to
refuse what was said in
Myanmar history,
Myanmar records and
Myanmar stone inscrip-
tions provided it was not
in conformity with the

sword; that although they
claimed so, they them-
selves had not read those
great histories thor-
oughly; that and they did
not understand the ad-
ministrative patterns and
legislations of Myanmar;
and that in fact, they
merely conjectured based
on the wrong views the
colonialists invented.

Those who wrote
Myanma history with the
sole aim of disparaging
the national characteris-
tics of Myanmar people
are in fact the white-
faced colonialist histori-
ans decrying the national
pride of Myanmar people
not only on the pages of
history but also at every
opportunity.

The place at which
the cast  Buddha image
was built in the heart of
Bago was the victory
ground of King Alaung-
phaya. As the majority of
Myanmar people visited
the place even in the time
of British rule, the Brit-

Great History written in
AD 1711. At that time,
Myanmar lost the first
Anglo-Myanmar war.

They said the loss
of war led to the down-
fall of the pride of
Myanmar. Defeated in
the first Anglo-Myanmar
war, Myanmar had to
sign the peace treaty in
1826.

only three years after the
war.

The objects of
writing Myanmar history
by English people was to

Myanmar Kingdom com-
piled Myanmar histories,
they did not do anything
in favour of righteous or
wicked kings in such a
way of a saying goes ÔTo
side with the king is to
win the kingÕs heartÕ; that
they told in praise of the
king should he behave
well. Otherwise, they
condemned the king; and
that the Myanmar pundits
wrote the history with the
intention of providing
laws or lessons for the

Chinese, Indian, Thai and
European records. In
their writing Myanmar
history, they were in the
habit of jumping to con-
clusion without any con-
sideration as soon as they
overheard what other
peoples, save Myanmars,
said, and found their
records.

They also fabri-
cated news about
Tagaung history as if the
creators of Glass Palace
History doctored the his-
tory. Moreover, they had
such concepts lectured at
colleges and high
schools. Only after the
colonialists fled from
Myanma soil did such
kind of teaching pro-
gramme come to an end.

In that regard,
Sayagyi Zeya wrote in
his article on the Glass
Palace in Myawady
magazine, Vol-1, No-2,
December 1952 issue,
that as a matter of fact,
although high-
ranking court officials of

later generations.
He also stated that

as Great histories like
Glass Palace were writ-
ten by order of the kings,
they were no doubt writ-
ten in their favour; that
there are some who
claimed that histories
were not ones based on
facts as the compilers
were in fear of the kingÕs

Myanmar.

ish colonialists heinously
made arrangements to
build a hospital and de-
cided to build a mortu-
ary there.

At that time, the
people of Bago, in a bid
to halt the wicked scheme
of the colonialists, started
collecting bronze as
much as they could, cast
them into a Buddha
Statue, and built the pa-
goda on the victory
ground of King Alaung-
phaya. Only then did the
British colonialists give
up their plan and choose
the plot in the moat
for construction of a
hospital.

In another similar
incident, the British
colonialists built a prison
in the compound of the
Palace Court of King
Alaungphaya in Shwebo.
Later, they constructed a
womenÕs prison there,
with the aim of tarnish-
ing the once grandeur of
the palace.

Palace Court was a place
which always had vital-
ized the national charac-
teristics of Myanmar
people. Bearing malice,
the British colonialists
constructed a railroad at
great costs crossing the
wall with the intention of
defacing the splendour
of the palace. It was the
deliberate act of the Brit-
ish colonialists to do so
because it was still pos-
sible to construct a rail-
road at a low cost in
other place.

The British in-
vented such treacherous
plots flagrantly in writ-
ing Myanmar history. As
regards the matter,
Sayagyi Zeya also wrote
in his article ÒThose who
attempted to make
Myanmar people misun-
derstand the history of
Myanmar were none
other than the
colonialists who occu-
pied and governed the
country. When the coun-

try was under the Brit-
ish occupation, the
colonialists fooled the
people of Myanmar into
thinking highly of the
British and disrespecting
themselves. Therefore, it
turned out to be the re-
sponsibility of the
colonialists to mislead
Myanmar people into
looking down their own
kings and histories.

The one who ini-
tiated the scheme was
High Commissioner Sir
A Phayre. After studying
Myanmar histories, he
wrote a history of
Myanmar in English and
published it in 1883. He
had been to Upper
Myanmar on frequent
visits. As he had seen
with his very eyes
Myanmars as masters, he
could not write ill of
Myanmar people much
critically.

The second person
who assaulted Myanmar
history was James Grey,
who had worked as Pali
professor at the science

school of Yangon Col-
lege. He wrote the his-
tory of King Alaung-
phaya Dynasty. He
wrote il l of King
Alaungphaya down to all
kings of the whole
Konbaung Dynasty. If
read, his history will
make the reader think as
if the entire Konbaung
Dynasty which lasted for
over 150 years was filled
with such events as
power struggles, massa-
cre, torture and blood-
shed.

Again, British
education director Cocks
compiled a history on
Myanmar. GreyÕs history
on Myanmar covered
Konbaung Dynasty
alone. But, CockÕs his-
tory covered the entire
Myanmar history. At-
tempts were also made
to translate it into
Myanmar and teach it to
the young students of
Myanmar.

Later, a history
book named ÔBurma
through the centuriesÕ

written by Stuart, who
was Yangon Gazette
Press owner, was out.
The book was meant for
the Europeans visiting
Myanmar and those
wanting to have a slight
knowledge of Myanmar,
not for Myanmar people.
Though care was taken
in writing the book, it
was not much different
from GreyÕs and CockÕs.
Though published twice
in England, it did not
gain popularity in
Myanmar. Despite the
colonialist historians
wrongly stated Myanmar
history, Dr Lao, promi-
nent historian in the Eu-
rope who studied thor-
oughly the history of the
East, concluded that the
history books on
Myanmar written by
Myanmar people were
correct and that there

was no use exaggerating
the good and bad things
of Myanmar.

German history
professor Leccine, who
had made an especial
study of Myanmar his-
tory, once wrote that
there were history books
containing the histories
of Bago, Chiangmai and
nearby areas; that the
compilers expressed not
only the good things but
also the bad things in
their history books; that
the books were therefore

has lived in accord with
their own style on their
own soil. Myanmar peo-
ple have own thought,
own literature and own
civilization. Therefore,
the era of Myanmar
homo sapiens in
Myanmar should be
termed Myanma
Myanmar era. Myanmar
era has had historical
evidences from the be-
ginning.

As the relics of
homo sapiens outnumber
the fossil primates found
in Pondaung region in
Myanmar, they can be
regarded as primitive
homo sapiens and
termed ÔBahiniaÕ.

These primates are
the fossils which have
existed since 40 million
years ago. Such findings
are in fact the historical
resources capable of
tracing the history of the
primitive people of the
world in Myanmar.

Myanmar has a
long history. With this,
the partiotic spirit and
Union Spirit of the na-
tional brethren has been
firm and consolidated.
No matter how the
colonialists attempted to
falsify Myanma history,
it is incumbent upon all
of us to be on alert every
time by keeping our eyes
wide open to their ag-
gressive acts of destroy-
ing our Union.

WHO warns Philippines of possible bird flu
virus importation

MANILA , 31 JanÑ The World Health Organization (WHO) Thursday warned the
Philippines that there is a threat of importation of the bird flu virus into the country
as it has spread in large portions of AsiaÕs poultry stock.

 Even without a complete
understanding of the impact
of H5N1 in the infected coun-
tries, it is clear that, with the
virus so widespread within
poultry, it will have many
opportunities to alter its form
and become transmissible
between humans, which
presents the danger of an es-
calating public health risk,
and is cause for great con-
cern, said Dr Jean-Marc
Olive, WHO representative
in the Philippines.

 Olive said the immediate
focus in the Philippines must
be on prevention of possible
importation, containment
and control of the H5N1
virus within poultry.

 He added the WHO rec-

ommends some issues be
considered as priorities, such
as strengthening surveillance
to detect H5N1 in poultry
and humans with effective
and coordinated laboratory
response.

 Other measures include
containment of outbreaks in
poultry by identifying af-
fected areas and implement-
ing appropriate control meas-
ure and protecting those who
are at risk of acquiring H5N1
infection Ñ those in contact
with infected animals and
health care workers.

 Likewise, a contingency
plan should be prepared in
case human-to-human trans-
mission is established.

 Olive lauded the Philip-

pine Department of Health
for addressing adequately
these four priorities in an
executive order and assured
that with the successful ex-
perience in dealing with the
severe acute respiratory syn-
drome (SARS) in the Philip-
pines, a major H5N1 epi-
demic in the country can be
avoided if effective collabo-
ration between all govern-
ment sectors at all levels is
secured and a ÒNational Stra-
tegic Plan for Avian Influ-
enza Outbreak Preparedness
and ResponseÓ is prepared,
implemented and properly
funded.

 Meanwhile, the Philip-
pine Government said Thurs-
day farmers are trimming
their poultry stock and con-
sumers are shifting to other
meat as bird flu sweeps
through neighbouring Asian
countries.

 However, Philippine
Economic Planning Secre-
tary Romulo Neri
downplayed the economic
impact of the outbreak,
which has now killed 10 peo-
ple, saying it is really very
insignificant to the Philip-
pines, maybe more on the
psychological side.

 The Philippines, which
has remained free of the vi-
rus, has banned all Asian
poultry imports and strength-
ened quarantine procedures
at its ports.

Singapore port achieved record
shipping tonnage in 2003

SINGAPORE, 31 JanÑ SingaporeÕs Maritime and Port
Authority (MPA) said here Thursday that Singapore
achieved a new record shipping tonnage of 986.4 million
gross tons (GT) in 2003, increasing by 1.5 per cent over
a year ago.

 This was despite a 5.2-
per-cent year-on-year fall in
vessel calls to 135,386 calls
in 2003, said the MPA in a
Press release.

 The authority said that
the figures set Singapore to
remain the  worldÕs busiest
port in terms of shipping ton-
nage, although it did  not
have comparative data from
rivals such as Hong Kong to
confirm  the claim.

 The MPA release also
said the Singapore port han-
dled a record container
throughput of 18.41 TEUs
(twenty-foot equivalent
units) in 2003, up 8.7 per
cent from the 16.94 TEUs
handled in 2002.

 Total cargo handled for
2003 was 347.69 million
tons, up 3.8 per cent from
the 335.12 million tons in
2002, it said.

 Bunker sales for Singa-
pore saw an increase of 3.5
per cent from a total of 20.1

million tons of bunkers sold
in 2002 to 20.8 million tons
sold last year, which erased
the previous record of 20.35
million tons achieved in 2001
and set Singapore to remain
the top bunkering port in the
world for 2003, said the
MPA.

 The authority stressed
that it introduced a series of
initiatives last year to help
keep the Singapore port at-
tractive, which include the
20-50 per cent port dues con-
cession for ships calling at
Singapore.

 As of end 2003, the Sin-
gapore Registry of Ships
(SRS) achieved a new record
of 25.57 million GT with
3,063 vessels, marking an
increase of 8.6 per cent from
the 23.55 million GT regis-
tered in 2002, it said, adding
that the SRS remains the 7th
largest merchant fleet in the
world, and the largest in Asia.

Wild Siberian tiger attacks
former in Liaoning Province

SHENYANG , 31 JanÑ  A Siberian tiger that attacked a farmer in northeast ChinaÕs
Liaoning Province on 16 January  is being  probably the first Siberian tiger seen in the
wild in the province in the past 300 years, the local wildlife protection station
announced Thursday.

 The 42-year-old farmer,
surnamed Cao, in Xinbin
Manchu Autonomous County
of Fushun City, was attacked
and badly mauled by a tiger
as he was going down a hill
with three other people.

 His wife said a yellow
beast jumped onto the path
and bit his arm. The others
shouted loudly as the beast
dragged him for several me-
tres aside and then fled. The
attack lasted less than two
minutes.

 The beast nearly severed
the muscles from his left arm,
said doctors.

 Villagers said they had

found unfamiliar large ani-
mal tracks in the hills before
the attack.

 The clear claw trace and
yellow, white and black fur
left at the scene indicated the
beast was probably a Sibe-
rian tiger, said the man in
charge of the station.

 The State Forestry Bu-
reau confirmed his words with
a DNA test of its blood on
20 January, adding that the
beast might have a slight
injury.

 However, the station also
warned the public that the
tiger might have escaped from
a zoo and they were checking

the zoos in the vicinity.
 Siberian tigers, the larg-

est of all tigers, live mainly in
Siberia of Russia and north-
east China. It is believed there
are some 300 Siberian tigers
left in the wild, including less
than 10  in China.

 Most Siberian tigers in
China live in the Lesser
Hinggan Mountains in
Heilongjiang Province and
Changbai Mountain in Jilin
Province. The World Wide
Fund for Nature has included
Siberian tigers in its list of the
worldÕs 10 most endangered
animals.

YANGON, 31 JanÑ The 96-mile 3-furlong long Thagara-
Koebin Yoma Road linking Thagara Village in Yedashe

    Lt-Gen Khin Maung Than delivered an address. He
said the State Peace and Development Council is making
endeavours for development of all sectors such as eco-
nomic, education, health and transport sectors with greater
momentum  for emergence of a peaceful, modern devel-
oped nation, a national goal. The government has laid
down development projects and is implementing them day
and night for development of the Union made up of 14
states and divisions in order to narrow the gap between
one region after another, he said. Transport is an impor-
tant basic requirement for development of a region. In
accord with  the guidance of the Head of State, new motor
and rail roads were constructed after laying down strate-
gies for  linking  eastern, western, northern and southern
parts of the country. There were 13,635 miles of motor
roads in 1988-89 and now there are 18,111 miles of motor
roads.
