OHubbleO shows newimages
of OBlack EyeO galaxy

WasHiNGToN, 6 Feb N TheHubblespace telescope has
snapped a new image of the OBlack EyeO galaxy, so named
because an ancient cosmic smashup produced a dark ring
and a roiling, conflicted interior.

What looks like a black eye in tiubble picture is
actually a dark band of dust that stands out vividly in front
of the galaxyOs bright nucletfbble scientists said in a
statement on Thursday.

The galaxy is officially known as M64, but astronomers
have nicknamed it the OBlack EyeO or OEvil EyeO galaxy.
The new image shows an area where hot blue stars have just
formed, along with pink clouds of hydrogen gas that glow
when exposed to ultraviolet light from the infant stars.

Astronomers believe M640s internal conflict arose when
the OBlack EyeO absorbed a satellite galaxy that collided
