US soldier killed in
northern Iraq

BAGHDAD , 18 FebÑ  A roadside bomb killed a US
soldier in northern Iraq, the US military said Tuesday,
the third such killing in less than 24 hours.

The US soldier who died Monday evening near the city
of Tall Afar, 400 km (250 miles) northwest of Baghdad, was
the third killed in separate roadside explosions across Iraq
throughout the day.  The bomb exploded as the soldierÕs
convoy passed by. He died while being airlifted to a nearby
hospital, the military said. Another soldier was wounded.

The death brought to around 376 the number of US
soldiers killed in action in Iraq since the US-led invasion last
March which deposed Saddam. Two earlier attacks on US
convoys, one in Baghdad and the other in Baquba, 40 miles
to the north, each killed one soldier. Five troops were also
wounded. ÑInternet

BAGHDAD , 18 FebÑAs of Tuesday, on 17 February, 540 US service members have died since the beginning of
military operations in Iraq , according to the Department of Defence . Of those, 374 died as a result of hostile action
and 166 died of non-hostile causes, the department said.

540 US service members killed since
beginning of war in Iraq

The British military has reported 58
deaths; Italy, 17; Spain, eight; Bulgaria,
five; Thailand, two; Denmark, Ukraine
and Poland have reported one each.

Since May 1, when President Bush
declared that major combat operations
in Iraq had ended, 402 US soldiers have
died Ñ 259 as a result of hostile action
and 143 of non-hostile causes, accord-
ing to the military.

Since the start of military opera-
tions, 2,666 US service members have
been injured as a result of hostile ac-
tion, according to the Defence Depart-
mentÕs figures. Non-hostile injured
numbered 412.

Christian Barros on Monday voiced the governmentÕs
satisfaction with the South Korean parliamentary ap-
proval of the Free Trade Agreement (FTA) signed by the
two nations.

ÒWe deeply value the support and commitment assumed
by the authorities and the private sectors of South Korea in
the ratification of this accord, the first FTA between Latin
America and Asia,Ó Barros said.

 ÒThe fact that we are the first to have a free trade
agreement with South Korea grants us an important advan-
tage regarding those countries that have a production and
trade structure similar to ours,Ó he added.

 The remarks were made shortly after South Korean
Foreign Minister Ban Ki-moon called Barros to inform the
ratification.

Earlier on Monday, the South Korean unicameral Parlia-
ment ratified the FTA bill by a vote of 162 to 71. The
approval ended the history that South Korea has had no such
an agreement with a foreign country.

Chilean Government spokesman Francisco Vidal said
the ratification of the FTA with South Korea Òcloses a cycle
pendent since last year and is a further step in the strategy of
the countryÕs international integration.Ó

Vidal said the ratification of the accord Òopens an
important marketÓ that would be reflected in Òmore jobs and
more progress.Ó

Chile signed the document in February 2003. The coun-
tryÕs Lower  House approved the bill last August and its
Senate ratified it last month.

The South Korean Parliament has delayed in approving
the agreement for three times due to severe criticism from
the countryÕs agricultural sector with concerns that the FTA
would affect their trade.

UNITED  NATIONS , 18 FebÑ Secretary-General Kofi Annan hopes to make a recommendation by Friday on when
elections could be held in IraqiÑ before or after the June 30 target date for the US transfer of power to Iraqis.

Annan hopes to make Iraq recommendation

Annan said Tuesday he
is waiting for a UN team led
by his special adviser,
Lakhdar Brahimi, to report
on its weeklong trip to Iraq
to assess the prospects for
elections before making pro-
posals to the US-led coali-
tion and the Iraqi Governing
Council.

The coalition and the
council asked the United
Nations on 19 January to
send a team to Iraq to help
resolve an argument be-
tween the Bush administra-
tion and IraqÕs most promi-
nent Shiite leader, Ayatollah
Ali al-Husseini al-Sistani, on
the transfer of power.

The coalition wants to
keep to a handover plan it
reached with the Governing
Council in November; the

plan calls for caucuses to
choose a provisional assem-
bly. The United States ar-
gues that security concerns
and lack of preparations
make quick elections impos-
sible.

But Al-Sistani wants di-
rect elections, arguing that a
government based on the
caucuses would be Òillegiti-
mate.Ó

If the United Nations
recommends against elec-
tions before June 30, the
council asked the world
body to consider other op-
tions.

Brahimi, who is due back
in New York on Wednes-
day, told a news conference
before leaving Baghdad on
Friday that the coalition
agrees major changes would

be needed to the formula for
caucuses. But he also said
organizing elections by June
30 in the current security
climate would be difficult.

ÒThe United Nations will
propose, as a result of study-
ing the needs for elections,
what is the timing that the
elections can be held,Ó
Brahimi told the news con-
ference, according to a re-
vised transcript released at
U.N. headquarters. He said
he agreed with al-Sistani that
elections are the best way to
form a government, and al-
Sistani agreed with him on
the need for Òa reasonably
credible electionÓ that would
be widely accepted. He said
they also agreed Òthat it is
the government that comes
out of the ballot box that is

going to take the important
decisions for the future of
Iraq.Ó

Brahimi said he was op-
timistic that the Iraqis will
reach agreement soon Òon
one opinion regarding elec-
tionsÓ Ñ and that the U.N.
proposals on elections will
be Òacceptable to all.Ó

Annan echoed this view
Tuesday, telling reporters he
hopes his conclusion Òis go-
ing to be helpful.Ó
ÒI hope we will be able to
help break the impasse and
steer things in the right di-
rection,Ó the secretary-gen-
eral said.

Annan told reporters he
hopes to make his recom-
mendations before he
travels to Japan on Friday

In the biggest attack, one
soldier from Task Force Iron
Horse was killed and four
were wounded in a roadside
bombing in Baqouba, 35
miles northeast of Baghdad.
One of the wounded was
critically injured and the
other three were in guarded
condition, the military said.

The first soldier from the
Stryker Brigade to be killed
by hostile fire died Monday

evening in a roadside bomb-
ing in Tall Afar in northern
Iraq .

Strykers are high-tech
fighting vehicles and the bri-
gade by that name was re-
cently deployed from Fort
Lewis, Wash.

Another soldier from the
brigade was wounded in the
blast. A soldier from the 1st
Armored Division died and
another was wounded in a
bombing Monday in central
Baghdad.

The latest deaths brought
to 541 the number of Ameri-
cans who have died since
President Bush launched the
Iraq war March 20. Most of
the casualties have occurred
since Bush declared an end
to active combat May 1.

Witnesses said two road-
side bombs exploded Tues-
day outside the Anbar Medi-
cal College and hospital in
Ramadi in the Sunni Trian-
gle, damaging a US Army
Humvee.

 On Sunday, she had met
with Chinese Minister of Con-
struction Wang Guangtao,
discussing urbanization and
sustainable development and
signing an memorandum on

strengthening exchanges on
housing.

  She had met on Monday
with Chinese Deputy Direc-
tor of State Environmental
Protection Administration
Pan Yue and Vice-Minister
of Commerce Zhang
Zhigang.

 She said both sides were
Òvery optimisticÓ on bilateral
relations and Òto promote
trade with China is the prior-
ity of the  Dutch Govern-
ment.Ó

 Holland is ChinaÕs sec-
ond largest trade partner in
the EU nations. According to
statistics of Chinese General
Administration of Customs,
in 2003 bilateral trade vol-
ume hit 15.4 billion US dol-
lars, among which the export
of China is 13.5 billion US
dollars.

 Dekker said Holland did
not take the trade deficit as a
ÒproblemÓ, but a ÒchallengeÓ,
believing it can be solved by
certain means, but not trade
barriers.

 Sales of motor vehicles, food and bever-
ages, medical goods and toiletries and
watches and jewellery rose substantially over

December 2002, while sales of telecommu-
nications apparatus and computers dropped
considerably, said the release.

For the Year 2003 as a whole, total retail
sales increased by 8.2 per cent, due largely to
the strong growth in motor vehicle sales,
especially from April 2003 onwards, it said.

The Singapore economy expanded by an
estimated 0.8 per cent in 2003, chalking up
the 3.7 per cent growth in the last quarter.

Halliburton halts $140m more in US billings
 WASHINGTON , 18 FebÑ Halliburton Co said on Monday it would defer billing for an additional 140 million US

dollars in meals for US forces in Iraq and Kuwait until a discrepancy is reconciled between the number of meals
ordered and those actually served.

 The Houston, Texas-
based oil services company
said it was holding off bill-
ing until an agreement was
reached on subcontractor
services for meal planning,
food purchase and meal
preparation for troops.

 Halliburton is the biggest
contractor for the US mili-
tary in Iraq with more than 8
billion US dollars in deals

covering everything from
doing laundry, building bases
and providing meals to help-
ing rebuild the oil industry.

 Its contracts have drawn
intense scrutiny from Demo-
crats because of its ties with
Vice-President Dick
Cheney, who ran the com-
pany from 1995 until 2000.

 Last week, Halliburton
said in a Securities and Ex-

change Commission filing it
had agreed to delay billing
for 34.5 million US dollars
while Defence Department
auditors weigh whether its
subcontractors overcharged
for meals in Iraq and Ku-
wait.

The additional 140 mil-
lion US dollars in suspended
billing was for food services
already provided to US

forces in Iraq and Kuwait,
the company said.

 ÒIt is important to under-
stand that this is not any sort
of ÔadmissionÕ,Ó said Randy
Harl, president and chief ex-
ecutive of Halliburton sub-
sidiary Kellogg, Brown and
Root. ÒAs a responsible gov-
ernment contractor it is the
right thing to do.Ó

antiques in many Iraqi citiesÕ ruins are being
robbed and smuggled everyday, especially
in  the two provinces of Wasit and Diyala in
southern Baghdad.

 Large specialized groups excavated the
ruins that are fenced by the former institu-
tion on protecting Iraqi antiques and smug-
gled the antiques to neighbouring countries
such as Saudi Arabia, Kuwait and Iran, said
the newspaper.

 It said the ruins, including Tal Al Khan,
Tal Abo Rassin, Tal Abo Tarchia and oth-
ers, were protected in the past, but are being

robbed now as a result of the absence of
security.

Foreign elements were involved in exca-
vating the ruins in Al Kifil area, one of
NajafÕs districts 180 kilometres south of
Baghdad, without obtaining any official per-
mit, said the newspaper.

 There are more than 10,000 ruins in Iraq
that have not been excavated yet. A large
number of antiques in Iraqi Museum were
robbed after Iraq was occupied by the US-led
coalition forces and the security situation
deteriorated.

gered leatherback turtles by creating a marine protected area for a Papua nesting
beach that attracts a quarter of the remaining population in the Pacific.

 Jamursba-Medi, on PapuaÕs northern
coast, is one of 10 sites identified by the
World Wide Fund for Nature in the Pacific
as key to the 3,000 or so female leatherbacks
that remain in that ocean from an estimated
90,000 in the 1980s.

 Matheus Halim, an Indonesian official
with the Ministry of Forestry, called for
immediate regional coordination and assist-
ance to protect Western Pacific leatherbacks
in Papua, 1,900 miles east of IndonesiaÕs
capital, Jakarta.

He said Indonesian turtle conservation
measures to date included halting Bali Is-
landÕs commercial trade in turtle products

in 2000 and the seizure of more than 15 turtle
boats in recent years.

 WWFÕs Susan Lieberman welcomed In-
donesiaÕs move but called on others to take
up the leatherbackÕs plight, particularly on
the issue of fishing boats catching turtles as
bycatch along with target prey species.

 ÒWe must mobilize all countries and
communities to protect leatherback habi-
tats and use new fishing technologies to
deal directly with the bycatch threat from
fishing,Ó she said at a  launch on the margins
of international talks intended to slow  glo-
bal species loss.

Ah Saung Kaung mud crab
nursery cage was situated on Daung-ku-maw island,
Kyunsu Township. Major Zaw Win (Retd) explained us
on the topic of soft shell mud crab culture system.
MOSCOT or Ah Saung Kaung Industries
Company Limited was under the strong management of
Director U Maung Sitt who was very outstanding in the
economic sector. I think he is one of the heroes for
sustainable fisheries development of Taninthayi. The cold
storage factory runs very well and earns lots of income
for our country. Factories were situated in Inn lay
Myaing in industrial zone Myeik Taung, Taninthayi
Division.  Products of these companies include sea water
prawns, shrimps, mud crabs, soft shell mud crabs, cuttle
fish black pomfret mackeral, hair tail. Furthermore the
company decided to promote its products.

Next, we studied works in Pyi Phyo Tun interna-
tional Company Limited. Their products are tested by
quality control programme that exceeds all industry stand-
ard and factories also are under HACCP system.

Pyi Phyo Tun (PPT) produces frozen prawn 6
metric tons per day and fish  100 metric tons per day.
In return, the company imported medicine, engine spare
parts, battery tyre with tubes from India, Singapore,

2004.
On our first day trip, we saw silvery sandy beach

and sea. The scene was very beautiful and amazing. We
left the ocean behind us out on the sea. The boat
seemed small and slightly weak but there on  the way,
the noise of  its engine was loud and birds (Zinyaw)
flew out of  the surface far and  near. It was our first
sight of  one  of  Myeik archipelago. Myeik archipelago
just a name was formed in over 1000 islands of muddy
path, Mangrove forest and sand beach.

We all saying! Amazing and swooning over

comed all of us.
All of sixty two members of scholars and stu-

dents of Centre for the Human Resources Development,
Diploma course of prawns and shrimp culture training,
studied this region especially Myeik and Dawei Town-
ship. The journey was made from 3rd to 12th February,

Malaysia and others. Export items are frozen prawn,
variety of fishes and other quality marine products and
are exported to Europe and Asia.  Both inshore and
deep-sea species are caught all year round, resulting in
an annual catch in excess of 820,000 tons.

Manufactures from miracle species are  mainly
mackerels, black pomfet and jerm snapper. Brown fish
meal is available all year round for poultry farming,
agriculture, pig and ruminant feeds.

Next day, at 10 am we took a rest in Kywe-ku-
Kyaukphya bridge. Chief Engineer explained to us about
construction projects of Taninthayi. And then, we pro-
ceeded to Vantage Company. Vantage Company was
established on 13th November 1996. The company is

making efforts to set the rubber wood processing factory
in Palaw Township. On 20th May 2002 in Myeik, the
test run of 400 tons cold storage factory has been
successfully made. Now it is running its business in the
border area. The Myeik-Taninthayi-Mawtaung road con-
struction project is carried out by the company. In order
to promote business of the company harmoniously to
meet the international level, Vantage shrimp farm has
been established since 2003. I pointed out that weather
condition is fine and very conducive to aquaculture.
Diploma students of CHRD (Dagon University) dis-

cussed with Mr Wuna Chan (a Thai technician) and
assumed that Education and Training are the mainstay in
the creation of qualified and skilled workers. We have
arranged training programme for new Myanmar techni-
cians to enhance their technical know-how and excursion
to the industries.

Vantage fish meal factory is located in Myeik.
The factory produces about thirty tons of fish meal per
day. I thought Vantage fish meal can be categorised into
two main varieties according to quality and use. Protein
is 60% in Min, fat is 12% in Max, Moisture is 105 in
Mix, Ash is 22% in Max and Silica is 2% in Max, Salt
is 5% in Max and FFA is not necessary in their feed.
On 9th Feb, we started Dawei field trip. Good Bye!
Myeik and responsible persons of Peace and Develop-
ment Councils, waving our hands.

Our dreams came true in few days. We arrived in
Maungmakan beach on 10th February for specimen col-
lection. We have museum in our university. We studied
ÔTaninthayiÕ shrimp processing cold storage. It was owned
by U Kya Maung.

They warmly welcomed us with delicious Lunch
for our students. And, on the next day, we not only paid
homage to the ancient padogas (Shin-koe-Shin) but also
visited environmental studies.

This work would have been impossible without
the management of Pro-Rector U Kyaw Kyaw
Htay (Dawei University) and valuable encouragements
of Divisional Fisheries Office U Aung Paing (DOF)
staff.

On return from this journey we stated that
Taninthayi is an interesting area to work on its ecologi-
cal aspects. Fishery management and conservational man-
agement of natural resources are two of the toughest
environmental fields to enter considering some of the
unique jobs available with utility companies, NGO, game
preserves and universities as a starting point for career
in this region.

Today, under the guidance of the Ministry of
Education we carry on work to train and produce  new
blood to enable them to take part in building of new
modern developed nation in order to uplift health, wealth
and education standard of the entire nation.

pumping stations and ben-
efited areas in Magway Di-

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Funds target fresh water clean-up
programmes in China

 BEIJING, 18 Feb Ñ More
than 31.5 billion yuan (3.8
billion US dollars) has been
ploughed into initiatives since
2001 aimed at controlling
water pollution in some of
the countryÕs major rivers and
lakes. Under the investment,
which will continue through
the end of next year, the cen-
tral government and local
agencies have completed
nearly 500 projects, and can
now treat more than 7.9 mil-
lion tons of waste water each
day, according to TuesdayÕs
China  Daily.

 However, officials said
on Monday such a massive
achievement is not nearly
enough progress, and they
urged local governments to
continue giving more support
to related projects.

 Regions along and
around the three rivers and
three lakes Ñ  Huaihe, Haihe
and Liaohe rivers and Taihu,
Chaohu and Dianchi lakes Ñ
which include 11 provinces
and Beijing, Tianjin and
Shanghai municipalities Ñ
suffer from serious pollution.

 For example, half of the
Huaihe RiverÕs tributaries are

seriously polluted and in a
few monitoring sections
along the river, the pollution
index is worsening.

 A pollution control plan
was developed for the Taihu
lake region in 2001 and simi-
lar plans for the other five
lakes came out  last year, ac-
cording to Pan Yue, Vice-
Minister of State Environ-
mental Protection Adminis-
tration (SEPA).

 The plans involve 1,534
pollution treatment projects,
including  waste water treat-
ment plants, and require an
investment of more than 100
billion yuan (12 billion US
dollars). All the projects are
scheduled to be completed
by 2005. In addition to the
already completed efforts,
389 are under construction.

 Despite the achieved re-
sults, Pan said many factors
are hindering the complete
fulfilment of the pollution
plans. He said  local govern-
mentsÕ enforcement of envi-
ronment related laws and
regulations and implementa-
tions of relevant policies are
not perfect enough.

LOSANGELES, 18 FebÑ Scientists said Sunday that they have detected a tiny galaxy
that they believe is the farthest known object from Earth, according to local media
reports Monday.

 The galaxy, just 2,000
light-years across or 50 times
smaller than our Milky Way,
lies about 13 billion light-
years from Earth and appears
to form stars at the rate of
nearly three Suns per year.

 An international team of
astronomers, led by Jean-
Paul Kneib of the
Observatoire Midi-Pyr-
enees, said they uncovered
the faint galaxy using two of
the most powerful telescopes
Ñ one in space, the other in
Hawaii Ñ aided by the natu-
ral magnification provided
by a massive cluster of gal-
axies.

 Scientists believe what
they see is a picture of what

it was just 750 million years
after the Big Bang, as the
Universe was emerging from
the cosmic Dark Ages.

 Dark Ages is a murky
period before the UniverseÕs
neutral hydrogen atoms were
broken apart into the ions
that made space transparent.
No one knows how long the
Dark Ages lasted in the wake
of the Big Bang 13.7 billion
years ago.

 ÒYouÕre seeing the Uni-
verse as it was in its infancy,Ó
reports quoted Andrew Bun-
ker, an astronomer at Cam-
bridge University of Britain,
who studies distant galax-
ies, as saying. ÒItÕs a signifi-
cant discovery because itÕs

pushing into the epoch
where the Universe is mostly
neutral.Ó

 The Hubble space tel-
escope revealed the first
glimpse of the galaxy,
backed up by observations
made with the Keck Ob-
servatoryÕs 10-metre tel-
escopes atop Mauna Kea.

 Word of the discovery
came during the annual
meeting of the American
Association for the Ad-
vancement of Science in
Seattle. Kneib said he and
his colleagues will report
their observation in an
upcoming issue of the
Astrophysical Journal.

L ISBON, 18 Feb Ñ Portugal and Britain signed a pact on Monday aimed at combating soccer hooliganism at this

summer's European soccer championship, with measures including barring about 2,500 England fans from travelling.

Beckham confident player
rows with FA are now over

L ONDON ,  18 FebÑ England captain David
Beckham believes his team have put behind them
last year's selection rows between the players and
the Football Association and are fully focused on
Euro 2004.

 The signing comes two
days ahead of Wednesday's
international friendly be-
tween England and Portu-
gal. The match is seen as a
trial run for fan-friendly se-
curity procedures at the tour-
nament in Portugal.

 "It's a test match for how
things might turn out in the
main tournament," Hazel
Blears, a British Home Of-
fice Minister, told a news
conference after signing the
document.

 "We're testing out some
of our ways of working...to
be sure we get it right."

 Under the accord, Brit-
ish police officers will work
with Portuguese security

forces during the tournament.
British police will also moni-
tor fans leaving for Portugal
and check whether they have
a history of violence.

 Among other measures,
about 2,500 hooligans will
be barred from leaving Brit-
ain by having their passports
seized. The accord is cus-
tomary ahead of big interna-
tional matches.

Europe's soccer govern-
ing body UEFA has warned
a repeat of past violence at
matches could result in Eng-
land's expulsion from the
tournament.

 Nuno Magalhaes, an In-
terior Ministry secretary at
the signing, told reporters

Portugal and Germany also
were discussing possible
moves to bar about 4,000
German hooligans.

 Organizers expect the 16-
team tournament to attract
about 500,000 fans. About
60,000 police, firefighters
and other emergency person-
nel are being mobilized for
the three-week event.

 Wednesday's friendly be-
tween Portugal and England
in Faro, about 150 miles south
of Lisbon in the Algarve re-
sort region, is expected to
attract about 2,500 English
fans. That number is far be-

low the 50,000 foreseen for
when the event starts in June.

 Policing at the match is
aimed at winning over Eng-
land fans and preventing the
unruly behaviour for which
they are notorious. Officers
will mingle with fans from
early on and there are plenty
of welcoming events.

 "The police are making
all the right noises at this
stage," Kevin Miles, inter-
national coordinator of Eng-
land's Football Supporters'
Federation, said in a phone
interview from Faro.

 "We are on the right road
now to getting things sorted,"
Beckham told Sky Sports
News on Monday before
England travel to Faro for a
friendly against Portugal on
Wednesday.

 "We've got to be on the
same side, we can't have
these situations. It doesn't
help for the preparation of
the game or for the players.
We've got to put it behind
us."

 Last October, players
threatened to go on strike
before England's deciding
Euro 2004 qual i f ier
against Turkey when de-
fender Rio Ferdinand was
suspended from interna-
tional duty after missing a
drugs test.

 The following month,
Leeds United striker Alan
Smith was dropped for a
friendly against Denmark
after being arrested for

throwing a plastic bottle into
the crowd in a club game,
causing further unrest in the
squad.

 However the two sides
have since taken steps to
improve their relationship
and talks last month between
senior players and the FA
aimed at clarifying interna-
tional selection policy were
hailed as a success.

 "I'd like to think it couldn't
happen again because it's not
fair for fans and players,"
said Real Madrid midfielder
Beckham, who said there was
now a more relaxed atmos-
phere in the England train-
ing camp.

 "We were all looking for-
ward to the Turkey game and
the game after that and we
were concentrating on some-
thing else instead of the
game.

 "We're a few months on
and a few changes have been
made...so hopefully we are
on the right road now."

 Beckham was scheduled
to meet FA chief executive
Mark Palios, executive di-
rector David Davies and
Trevor Brooking, recently
appointed director of foot-
ball development, later on
Monday.

 The England captain also
said he was looking forward
to his team's clash with Eu-
ropean champions France on
June 13 in Lisbon, the open-
ing match of the tournament
in Portugal. England are also
drawn with Switzerland and
Croatia in Group B.

 "It's a tough group we're
in and the match everyone
looks forward to is the French
game, that's going to be a
tough game," he said.

YANGON, 18 Feb Ñ The Salone Traditional Festival
was opened at the beach of Ma Kyone Galet Village, Bo
Cho Island, Kawthoung Township, on 16 February, un-
der the co-sponsorship of the Ministry of Hotels and
Tourism and Taninthayi Division Peace and Development
Council.

Member of the State Peace and Development Coun-
cil Lt-Gen Maung Bo attended the opening ceremony.

They are
nomads, moving from place to place in the sea, staying at
the places on islands that are safe from strong gust of
monsoon winds and waves from the sea, and where they
have access to fresh water. They venture into the seas as
soon as the monsoon retreats.  Most worship traditional
spirits, while those living on Ma Kyone Galet, Zadetgyi
and Nyaungwi islands are of the Buddhist faith.

The Myeik archipelago, where the festival is being held
to enable the world witness the objective conditions of
Myanmar, is a pleasant place in the sea.  Efforts are  being
