Staff Sgt. Maurice Craft remembers waking up in a
hospital bed in Iraq after a roadside bomb attack. He said he
asked why he could not feel his left leg, then pulled back the
blanket to find that his leg was gone.

Two months later, the wiry, 26-year-old 82nd Airborne
paratrooper is recovering at Walter Reed Army Medical
Centre in Washington, DC. Like thousands of other US
troops wounded in Iraq, he is coping with the physical and
psychological trauma left after being forced off the battle-
field. Walter Reed said it has treated 2,775 patients from the
Iraq war. Officials said 476 are classified as battle casualties,
meaning their injuries were caused by Oenemy action.O
