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MADRID , 29 AprilÑ The last group of Spanish soldiers who took part in the US-led
occupation of Iraq returned home Wednesday from Kuwait, the Defence Ministry said.

UNITED  NATIONS , 29 AprilÑ Secretary-General Kofi Annan on Wednesday warned that military action in Iraq
is feeding the ranks of the resistance and urged US authorities to do everything possible to seek a peaceful solution
in Fallujah and Najaf.

 Annan says violence feeds
resistance in Iraq

As explosions and gunfire rocked Fallujah and US
troops began expanding operations out of their base in the
holy city of Najaf, Annan called for negotiations on the
ground and a concerted international effort to stabilize Iraq.

ÒViolent military action by an occupying power against
inhabitants of an occupied country will only make matters
worse,Ó he said. ÒItÕs definitely time, time now for those who
prefer restraint and dialogue to make their voices heard.Ó

Annan held a news conference a day after his top envoy
for Iraq, Lakhdar Brahimi, told the Security Council that
many obstacles remain but he was confident power could be
handed over to an Iraqi caretaker government by 30 June as
planned despite escalating violence.

The secretary-general said he wanted to add his voice to
BrahimiÕs Òin appealing to all parties in Iraq to refrain from
violence, to respect international humanitarian law, and to
give this process of political transition a chance.Ó

The assault against Fallujah, 35 miles west of Baghdad,

began Tuesday after American troops killed 64 gunmen near
the southern city of Najaf.

Annan said he had relayed an appeal from the commu-
nity in Fallujah for the United Nations  to intervene Ñ which
he said was impossible because of the lack of security Ñ and
had spoken to US authorities about Òthe need for caution, the
need to do all that is possible to avoid a violent confronta-
tion.Ó

ÒThe reason why I asked for caution is the more the
occupation is seen as taking steps that harm the civilians and
the population, the greater the ranks of the resistance grows,Ó
Annan said.

ÒI think everybody has said the struggle really should
have been to win the hearts and minds of the people, and so
it has to be an effort in that direction as well,Ó he said. ÒItÕs
a difficult situation. IÕm not pretending itÕs very easy to do
it, but I think one has to be very careful not to get it much
worse.Ó Ñ Internet

WASHINGTON  , 29 aprilÑ More US troops have been
killed in action in Iraq  in April than during the six weeks
of Òmajor combatÓ after US-led invasion, casualty figures
showed.

When President George W Bush  declared the end of major
combat operations in Iraq on 1 May, 2003, the US death toll
stood at 109. Combat deaths reported by military spokesmen in
Baghdad during April climbed to at least 114 on Wednesday.

The PentagonÕs official tally has not caught up yet be-
cause at least 13 deaths of servicemembers reported in April
have not been officially categorized as either Òkilled in
actionÓ or Ònon hostile.Ó Pentagon figures, however, show
that at least 124 service members have died so far this month,
all but a handful of them in combat.

At least 105 have been classified as killed in action and six
as unrelated to combat, a defense official said.  Ñ Internet

Last group of Spanish soldiers go home

The 260 soldiers were part of the Span-
ish-led contingent stationed in the south-
central cities of Najaf and Diwaniya.

Prime Minister Jose Luis Rodriguez
Zapatero announced Tuesday in Parliament
that the entire 1,300-member contingent
had left Iraq, leaving another group of 700-
800 troops working on logistics related to
the withdrawal Ñ not trying to maintain
peace in postwar Iraq.

Eleven Spaniards have died in Iraq since
August.

On Thursday, Zapatero and Defence
Minister Jose Bono will attend a ceremony
marking the end of the Spanish mission. It
will be held at Botoa air base in Talavera la
Real in southwest Spain, ZapateroÕs office
said.

The pullout was completed so quickly
because the troop rotations in recent weeks

brought in logistics specialists rather than
new troops for the coalition effort. Thus, the
1,300-member brigade was depleted gradu-
ally until the final 260 were left.

ÒThe plan is that by 27 May there will be
no Spanish personnel on Iraqi territory,Ó
Zapatero told Spanish lawmakers during a
debate on his decision to withdraw the troops.

Relatives of the soldiers and the com-
mander of the Spanish forces, Gen Fulgencio
Coll, attended the homecoming ceremony at
the military base in Talavera la Real outside
Badajoz in southwest Spain, said Defence
Ministry spokesman Gonzalo De Cea.

Zapatero announced the pullout April 18,
a day after being sworn in as prime minister.
His Socialist party won general elections
March 14, defeating the conservative Popu-
lar Party of then-Prime Minister Jose Maria
Aznar. Ñ Internet

CANBERRA , 29 April  Ñ Australia and China will accelerate a study into a possible
free trade deal so it can be completed before the original deadline of October 2005,
Trade Minister Mark Vaile said on Wednesday.

Australia and China to fast track free trade study

But Vaile and his Chinese counter-
part, Bo Xilai, did not put a new timeframe
on when the study, which was agreed
when Chinese President Hu Jintao vis-
ited Australia last October, would be
finished.

 ÒChina has also asked that Australia
move to recognize its market economy sta-
tus, and we have agreed to further discus-

sions on this issue,Ó Vaile said in a statement
following a meeting with Bo in Beijing on
Tuesday.

The Trade and Economic Framework
signed in October agreed that negotiations
on a free trade agreement could only begin
once Australia recognized China as a full
market economy.

MANILA , 29 April  Ñ The
Philippine police rounded up
50 suspected members of a
drug syndicate in a pre-dawn
raid Wednesday in Quezon,
Metro Manila.

Operatives of the Anti-
Illegal Drugs Operation Task
Force of the Central Police
District said the suspects, in-
cluding three women and a
rogue policeman, were mem-
bers of a notorious drug gang.

 They said three of the
suspects were arrested on the
strength of warrants issued
by a Quezon regional trial
court, while the 47 others
were taken in for question-
ing.

Illegal drugs, ammonium
nitrate and explosives report-
edly were seized from the
suspects.

Officials said they had
received information that the
syndicate also has links with
the Abu Sayyaf kidnap-for-
ransom group, reportedly
providing the Abu members
with a hideout, food and fire-
arms.

BEIJING, 29 April Ñ India Tuesday signed an  interna-
tional agreement for completing a 140,000 kilometre-long
Asian Highway Network which will significantly promote
regional integration and cooperation.

Apart from India, countries like Pakistan, China, Iran,
Indonesia, Japan, Mongolia, Kazakhstan, South Korea,
Turkey and Vietnam signed the inter-governmental agree-
ment at the ministerial segment of the 60th session of the
United Nations Economic and Social Commission for Asia
and the Pacific (ESCAP), which is currently meeting in
Shanghai.

The highway will connect capitals, major ports, commer-
cial centres and tourist sites of Asian nations. After its comple-
tion by 2010, vehicles from Tokyo can travel directly to
Istanbul.

Even island countries like Japan, the Philippines and Sri
Lanka, will be linked through ferries to mainland countries.

 ÒThe signing of agreement on Asian highways is a
landmark event,Ó IndiaÕs Commerce Secretary Dipak
Chatterjee, who is leading the Indian delegation to the
ESCAP session, said.

The highway will further facilitate border-crossing for
people, vehicles and goods, and benefit to landlocked coun-
tries.  The Bangkok-based UNESCAP has been negotiating
routes and road specifications for the network since 1992.
The new accord is the ESCAPÕs first inter-governmental
agreement since its inception 57 years ago.

The highway network is a significant step in promoting
regional integration and cooperation, officials said.

 ÒIt means that many landlocked countries like Mongo-
lia and Kazakhstan can have access to the sea by joining the
Asian Highway Network and more sub-regions can be
connected together,Ó chief of the Transport and Tourism
Division of the ESCAP, Barry Cable said. Ñ MNA/PTI

722 US soldiers killed since the
beginning of war in Iraq

BAGHDAD , 29 AprilÑ 722 US service members have died since the beginning of
military operations in Iraq  last year, according to the Department of Defence. Of
those, 521 died as a result of hostile action and 201 died of non-hostile causes.

BAGHDAD, 29 AprilÑ
Three soldiers from the US-
led coalition force in Iraq
died on Wednesday, one
killed in action and two of
wounds sustained in attacks,
US military spokesman
Brigadier General Mark
Kimmitt said.

He told a news confer-
ence one soldier was killed
near Swairah, south of Bagh-
dad, and another died of his
wounds.

A third died in northern
Iraq of wounds sustained
earlier, Kimmitt said, with-
out specifying the nationali-
ties of any of the soldiers.

He said medics were op-
erating on a third soldier hit
in the Swairah attack, but did
not say how badly he was
wounded.

The Ukraine Defence
Ministry reported one
Ukrainian soldier was killed
and two wounded when
ÒbanditsÓ attacked a patrol
near the town of Kut on
Wednesday. Ñ Internet

Assad defends anti-US attacks
in Iraq

BEIRUT , 29 AprilÑ Syrian President Bashar Assad
described armed attacks against US-led troops in neigh-
bouring Iraq as legitimate ÒresistanceÓ against foreign
occupation.

His remarks, aired Wednesday on the Qatar-based pan-
Arab al-Jazeera satellite station, are likely to strain already
tense US-Syrian relations.

Assad, whose country strongly opposed the US-led war on
Iraq, said anti-American resistance was widespread in Iraq,
where most people opposed the US occupation.

ÒThe public reaction (in Iraq to the US occupation) ... gives
legitimacy to the resistance,Ó Assad said, adding that Iraqi
opposition stems from the killing of Iraqi civilians by Ameri-
can-led soldiers.

Al-Jazeera did not say when the interview was conducted,
but it was apparently before TuesdayÕs terrorist attack in
Damascus, Syria, since Assad was not asked about it. Four
gunmen detonated a bomb placed under a car before firing
bullets and grenades at Syrian security forces, an Interior
Ministry official told the state-controlled SANA news agency.

The government said two attackers, a policeman and a
civilian were killed.  Assad also compared militant Palestinian
factions fighting Israeli occupation of Palestinian lands to the
Iraqi guerillas seeking to end the US-led occupation of Iraq.

ÒIs it logical that all these hundreds of thousands and
millions (of people) who are resisting occupations in different
forms ... are all al-Qaida ... or all supporters of the Saddam
Hussein regime, as they (US forces) say?Ó Assad asked in the
interview, monitored by The Associated Press in Lebanon.

CPPCC chairman holds
talks with Namibian guests

BEIJING , 29 April Ñ Jia Qinglin, chairman of the
National Committee of the Chinese PeopleÕs Political
Consultative Conference (CPPCC), met here Tuesday
with a delegation from the National Council of Namibia.

In meeting with  M Mensah-Williams, Vice-Chair-
woman of the National Council of Namibia and delegation
head, Jia said China and Namibia scored smooth growth in
bilateral ties during the past 14 years after the establishment
of diplomatic ties between the two countries.

China attaches importance to its ties with Namibia and
is willing to explore new ways and means for expanding
bilateral cooperation so as to bring bilateral relations up to
a new high, he said.

CPPCC National Committee also hoped to enhance
exchanges and cooperation with Namibian National Coun-
cil and made its contribution to state-to-state cooperative
relations, he said.

Mensah-Williams thanked ChinaÕs support to Namibia
during the countryÕs struggle for independence and after it
gained independence. She spoke highly the relations be-
tween CPPCC and Namibian National Council and wished
to further such ties through the visit.

The delegation is in China for a one-week visit at the
invitation of the CPPCC National Committee.

BEIJING , 29 April  Ñ Chinese rural peopleÕs average
cash income in the first quarter reached 834 yuan (100.5
US dollars), up 9.2 per cent year on year, according to
statistics released by the National Statistics Bureau on
Tuesday.

In the first three months, thanks to the sharp decrease in
agricultural taxes, farmers paid 4.5 yuan per capita in taxes
and fees, down 36.3 per cent year on year, the statistics
showed.

The Chinese Government this year has taken various
measures to increase farmersÕ income and spur rice produc-
tion. Besides lowering agricultural taxes, it liberalized pur-
chasing prices for grain, and set minimum purchasing prices
for some varieties of rice.

The Chinese Government also allocated 10 billion yuan
(1.21 billion US dollars) in subsidies earlier this year from
its grain risk fund to the countryÕs grain farmers in 13 major
grain-producing provinces and regions. Ñ MNA/Xinhua

and economic cooperation
and enhance coordination
and cooperation in interna-
tional affairs as well as in all
other aspects.

Under such circum-
stances, the Chinese side
thinks it is not appropriate
and out of time to retain such
an embargo, Kong said.

ÒFor the sake of further
promoting China-EU com-
prehensive strategic partner-
ship, we think itÕs better to
abolish the embargo at an
early date,Ó he said .

Blair faces tough questions on
support for US tactics in Iraq

 L ONDON, 29 April Ñ British Prime Minister Tony Blair was put on the spot
Wednesday in Parliament by opposition parties questioning his support for US tactics
in Iraq.

 Hours before, the US
military launched new
airstrikes on some positions
in the Iraqi city of Fallujah, a
stronghold of Iraqi guerillas.

 The US attack amounted
to the "murder or mutilation
of hundreds of women and
children", the opposition
Conservative Party member
of Parliament Peter Tapsell
asserted during a Prime
Minister question and
answer session at the House
of Commons.

 "Does the Prime Minister
support the murder or
mutilation of hundreds of
women and children in
Fallujah as an appropriate
response to the savage
murder of four American
contractors?" Tapsell
questioned.  Blair, defended
the US tactics saying US
troops had every right to take
action against former regime
loyalists and terrorists in the
city.

 "There is a situation in
Fallujah where we have a
large number of very well-
armed former regime
elements, and probably some
outside terrorists as
well...and it is right that the
American forces try to make
sure that order is restored to
that city," Blair told the
lawmakers.

 Charles Kennedy, leader
of the opposition Liberal
Democrats, also pressed
Blair on the issue, asking

why the Prime Minister
failed to use his influence on
the US to find alternatives to
the policy of
"overwhelming" use of force
to deal with violence in Iraq.

 Earlier, Blair received
criticism from 52 former
diplomats over his support
for US Mideast policy. In a
letter jointly signed by the
diplomats, including
ambassadors, high
commissioners and
governors, Blair was urged
on Monday to start
influencing America's

"doomed" policy in the
Middle East or stop backing
it.

 The diplomats  expressed
their concern over the loss of
lives during the US-led war
against Iraq.

 They also attacked US
President George W. Bush for
endorsing Israel's plan to retain
some settlements in the West
Bank and criticized Blair's
public support for the policy
which they believe is "one-
sided and illegal" and will "cost
yet more Israeli and Palestinian

Two Ukrainian soldiers
killed in Iraq

K IEV , 29 AprilÑTwo Ukrainian soldiers were killed
Wednesday in an attack in Iraq as opposition parties
continued to urge the former Soviet republic to consider
pulling back its troops from Iraq.

The Defence Ministry said one soldier died at the scene and
the other in hospital after their armoured convoy came under
rocket-propelled grenade and machine-gun fire during a
routine patrol about 60 km west of the city of Kut.

A third soldier wounded in the attack was not in life-
threatening danger after operation, said the ministry.

ÊSix Ukrainian soldiers have died and 16 wounded since
Ukraine sent 1,650 troops to Iraq last August, a move de-
signed to improve ties with the United States which accused
it of selling illegal arms to the former Saddam Hussein
regime. The Communist Party demanded a special parliament
session be held to consider withdrawing troops from Iraq,
saying those in support of sending troops must be responsible
for the deaths.

Poll finds public doubts
on Iraq rising

WASHINGTON  , 29 AprilÑ Public doubts are growing
about Iraq  and President BushÕs handling of the war
nearly a year after he declared an end to major combat,
according to a poll released Wednesday.

Americans are evenly split
on whether taking military
action in Iraq was the right
thing to do, the CBS News-
New York Times poll found.

Less than half, 47 percent,
said taking military action in
Iraq was the right thing to do,

and about the same number,
46 percent, said the United
States should have stayed out
of the country.  Only a month
ago, 58 percent said the mili-
tary action was right, and 37
percent said it was not. The
increase in doubts comes as
US troops have been involved
in deadly fighting against in-
surgents in two Iraqi cities.

Four in 10 in the poll, 41
percent, say they approve of
BushÕs handling of the war,
and about the same number,
40 percent approve of his han-
dling of foreign policy. The
president still gets relatively
strong support for his han-
dling of the campaign against
terrorism, 60 percent.

Only a third, 32 percent,
say Iraq was a threat that re-
quired immediate military
action, down from 42 percent
who said that a month ago.

Most Republicans say
military action in Iraq was the
right thing to do, while most
Democrats say it was not.
Independents are evenly split
on the question. Ñ Internet

 Minister of Energy and
Mineral Resources Purnomo
Yusgiantoro, who will attend
the seminar, is scheduled to
meet with Russian energy
officials as well as business-
men in the sector.

 The seminar is part of a
series of events organized
by IndonesiaÕs Russian mis-
sion to celebrate its 50th an-
niversary, The Jakarta Post
newspaper reported.

 Energy experts and offi-
cials are to discuss the future
of the two countriesÕ oil and
gas industry at the seminar.

 Indonesian Ambassador
to Russia Susanto

Pudjomartono said the Rus-
sian Government welcomed
PurnomoÕs planned visit,
both in his capacity as Presi-
dent of the Organization of
Petroleum Exporting Coun-
tries (OPEC) and as Indone-
siaÕs energy minister.

 PurnomoÕs agenda in-
cludes visits to a number of
oil and gas projects in the
country, including an oil re-
finery project in Siberia.

 The minister said that, as
one of the largest oil and gas
producers, Russia played an
important role in the worldÕs
energy market. With huge
oil and gas reserves, Russia

could easily increase produc-
tion and cause a surplus in
the market and lower oil and
gas prices.

 He added that the Rus-
sian oil and gas industry
would make the energy mar-
ket more competitive, which
the government must antici-
pate, as Indonesia relied
heavily on its revenue from
oil and gas export.

 In 2003, Russian oil re-
serves stood at 60 billion
barrels, second only to Saudi
Arabia. Daily production
averages between 8.7 to 8.8
billion barrels per day.

Shandong to use water more
efficiently with recycling tech

 JINAN ,  29 April Ñ East ChinaÕs Shandong Province, which is suffering from an
insufficient supply of water, will try to make use of water recycling technology to raise
the efficiency of water consumption.

 A power plant under the
Qilu Petrochemical Company
based in Zibo City, Shandong,
plans to start as of May 1 a
water recycling project on a
trial basis, which is expected
to reclaim 40 million cubic
metres of industrial and do-
mestic sewage a year, com-
pany sources say.

 In most Chinese cities,
sewage is now discharged
without reclamation. The sew-
age recycling technology is
able to prevent limited water
resources from being wasted
and ease the water dearth in
urban areas, industry experts
say. The Shandong Hengli En-
vironmental Protection Tech-

nology Co, Ltd. will support
the water reclamation project
with a 40,000-ton water treat-
ment agent facility.  Mean-
while, Zibo City will invite
specialists from Qinghua Uni-
versity in Beijing to appraise
the water recycling technol-
ogy to be used in the city.

More Bulgarian troops
requesting to leave Iraq

 SOFIA , 29 April Ñ Some 20 to 25 Bulgarian troops serving in Iraq have asked to
go home after repeated attacks on their 450-strong light infantry battalion in the
southern holy city of Kerbala, the Defence Ministry said on Wednesday.

 Ten to 15 more soldiers have requested
to be relieved from the unit, which is based
in the centre of the tense city, than at the
beginning of April, said ministry spokes-
woman Rumiana Strugarova.

 She would not give exact figures, say-
ing some of the requests were not yet offi-
cial. But she added the estimates did not
include eight soldiers suffering from combat
stress who returned to Sofia on Monday.

 ÒEight have already returned. Now we
have more requests. There are around 20 or

25 in total,Ó she said.
 The battalion has sustained repeated

machine-gun, rocket-propelled grenade and
mortar attacks from Shiite militants since
radical cleric Moqtada al-Sadr launched a
revolt against the US-led occupation in Iraq
earlier this month.

 The unitÕs death toll rose to six last week
when a soldier was shot and killed in an
ambush, adding fuel to an already intense
debate in the Balkan state over the battal-

Iranian court orders US
to pay $600m

 TEHERAN, 29 April Ñ An Iranian court has ruled the United States should pay 600
million US dollars in compensation for supplying ousted Iraqi leader Saddam Hussein
with chemical weapons, the official IRNA news agency said on Wednesday.

 IRNA said the money
in the case, brought by Ira-
nian war veterans and disa-
bled, should be paid to sur-
vivors of attacks on the
town of Sardasht which
borders Iraq.

 Iraqi gas attacks killed
thousands of Iranians and
Iraqi Kurds in the 1980-
1988 Iran-Iraq War. Hun-
dreds of thousands died on
both sides and Iran has thou-

sands disabled by chemi-
cal arms.

 No further details were
available and Iranian offi-
cials were unavailable for
any immediate comment.

 ÒThe court has ordered
the American Government
to pay the money for fur-
nishing Saddam with
chemical weapons to attack
Iran,Ó IRNA reported.

 The United States and

Iran have been at odds since
1979 when more than 50
Americans were held hos-
tage by Iranian student mili-
tants at the US Embassy in
Teheran for 444 days after
the Islamic Revolution.

 The verdict was submit-
ted to the Swiss Embassy
which has covered US in-
terests in Iran since Wash-
ington cut ties with Teheran

 International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) Head for
Dosimetry and Medical Radiation Physics Section Ren Shortt
said in an interview here that the six-million-US-dollar loan
was meant for the construction and equipment purchase of the
centre.  Shortt disclosed that the IAEA has provided extra fund
to train Zambian doctors and other staff in specific fields of
cancer treatment.

 Four medical doctors from Zambia are already training in
South Africa.

 And UTH Managing Director, Tackson Lambart said the
construction of the cancer treatment clinic would save the
Zambian Government from spending huge sums of money to
send cancer patients to South Africa and Zimbabwe for special-

Study finds HIV loses
proteins during
transmission

 NEW DELHI , 29 AprilÑIn a finding that may help in
developing an effective vaccine against the killer virus, a
study has said the dreaded HIV appears to lose proteins
during transmission from one person to another, becom-
ing more vulnerable to attack of antibodies.

 Scientists analysed HIV after it was transmitted from
one partner to the other in eight couples and found that in six
cases, transmitted viruses had distinctive surface proteins as
compared to others, a report in the journal Science said.

 The study was conducted by a team of scientists from
the University of Alabama, Birmingham, among over 100
couples in Zambia.

 Each person infected with HIV harbours a swarm of
slightly different versions of the virus. But when HIV passes
from a mother to child or between sexual partners, only one
of those strains in transmitted, the report said.Ñ MNA/PTI

WHO calls for updated
regulations to fight disease

 Most of the powers at
WHO's disposal have
become increasingly
outdated, he said, leaving
the global community at
threat from pandemics and
other health crises. Shigeru
Omi, WHO's Regional
Director for the Western
Pacific, said in a statement.

 "The International Health
Regulations (IHR) comprise
the only  internationally
binding legislation on the
reporting of epidemic
diseases, but the need for
updated regulations has been

recognized for many years,"
Omi said, addressing a
consultation at WHO's
regional headquarters in
Manila on proposed
amendments to the IHR.   The
IHR are the legal framework
that governs WHO's work
on the  international spread
of disease.

 Omi stressed the need to
empower WHO to face the
health challenges of the 21st
Century, noting that the
present regulations are more
than 30 years old.

 "These regulations relate
to an era when infectious

diseases were on the
decline," he said. Since then,
the level of risk has risen
significantly, driven by the
"trinity" of organism, host
and environmental factors.
SARS and avian influenza
are the most recent results of
this process.

 Representatives from
ministries of health and other
sectors in the Western Pacific
Region are meeting here on
April 28-30 in the  first of a
series of regional
consultations designed to
redraft the IHR.

UNITED NATIONS, 29 April Ñ A UN peacekeeping
mission is likely to remain in Cyprus despite the defeat of
a UN plan to reunify the island before its May 1 entry
into the European Union, Secretary-General Kofi Annan
said on Wednesday.

While a final decision on keeping the force alive
was up to the UN Security Council, ÒI do expect the UN
presence to continue in some form,Ó Annan told a news
conference.

 In twin referendums held last Saturday, the
Mediterranean islandÕs Turkish Cypriot north voted in
favour of the UN plan, but the Greek Cypriot south rejected
it, killing the initiative.

That means only the internationally recognized
Cyprus Government in the south will enter the European
Union on May 1, leaving behind the north, which is
recognized only by Turkey.

A UN force has been in Cyprus since 1964 and
monitors a ceasefire between the two sectors. It currently
numbers 1,348 soldiers, 47 civilian police and about 150
staff, and has had few incidents of violence to cope with
in recent years. Greece and Cyprus together pay for nearly
half the cost of the mission, which this year is about 46
million US dollars. But the ÒnoÓ vote in the south has
prompted some diplomats to question why the mission
should continue.

Annan said he remained convinced the unification
plan he helped draft was Òthe only realistic basis for
reunifying the islandÓ and he hoped the Greek Cypriots
would have another chance to Òjudge it on its true merits.Ó

ÒI salute the Turkish Cypriots for their courageous
vote in favour of the proposals. We must all do our best
to see that they are not penalized for the way the vote
went in the other part of the island,Ó he added.

 ABU DHABI , 29 April Ñ The United Arab Emirates (UAE) and the United States
will soon enter a crucial round of negotiations to finalize a landmark free trade deal,
the English daily Gulf News reported Wednesday.

 UAE, US to enter crucial
round of free trade talks

 The two sides reached agreement to
resume talks on the deal at a  meeting in
Washington on Tuesday between a high-
level UAE delegation and US commerce
officials as part of the first meeting of the
newly-created UAE-US Business Council.

 ÒThe talks we have just held with the
US officials were very encouraging, this
will prompt us to head for negotiations on
the planned free trade zone,Ó said
Mohammed Khalfan bin Kharbash, Minister
of State for Financial and Industrial Affairs,
who is heading the UAE team.

 A statement by the Ministry of Finance
and Industry quoted US officials as saying
the talks were fruitful and the outcome
would accelerate the free trade negotiations.

 It gave no date for those negotiations
but ministry sources said  they expected
them to begin in 2004 at senior official
levels before they enter ministerial levels.

 The statement said such a free trade
agreement became possible after the two
sides signed the Trade and Investment
Framework Agreement (TIFA) on March
15 to promote trade and investment, and
create a business council to work for its
implementation.

 Experts said signing a free trade zone
agreement would benefit both countries as it
means removal of Customs barriers for UAE
exports to the United States and an influx of
investment, including industrial technology
needed for the countryÕs economic
diversification drive.

 For the United States, it means opening
up of the UAE economic and services sectors
to American companies and greater access
to regional markets, they said.

 Figures showed that the UAE has
remained the second largest US trade partner
in the region, with their two-way trade
standing at around 4.63 billion US dollars in
2003. The balance has remained largely in
favour of the United States, with the UAE
imports of US products and services
exceeding 3.5 billion dollars in 2003.

 The UAE exports to the United States,
mostly crude oil, stood at  around 1.1 billion
dollars, leaving a trade gap of nearly 2.4
billion dollars in 2003.

 Nearly 500 US companies are operating
in the UAE, controlling about 45 per cent of
the oil and gas equipment market while they
also control a 28-per-cent share of the medical
equipment market. Ñ MNA/Xinhua

 M ANILA , 29 April Ñ The gross domestic product (GDP) growth of the Philippines
would improve slightly from last yearÕs 4.5 per cent to 5 per cent in 2004 and 2005 due
mainly to continued strong consumer spending, the Asian Development Bank (ADB)
said here Wednesday.

Philippine GDP growth foreseen
at 5% in next two years

 Brisk growth in the rest
of Asia, particularly China,
and an improved global
demand for electronics,
which account for about 70
per cent of the PhilippinesÕ
total exports, will also
contribute to  the expected
GDP growth in the next two
years, the Manila-based

ADB said in its flagship
annual report, Asian
Development Outlook 2004.

 However, the key
variable to monitor during
2004-2005 is the fiscal
situation in the country,
where the budget deficit has
increased fourfold since
1998 while the deficit-to-

GDP ratio has risen from 1.9
per cent to 4.6 per cent, the
report warned.

 It remains Òvery
difficultÓ for the government
to keep the budget deficit
equivalent to 4.2 per cent of
GDP this year, given election
spending and a low tax
revenue target for the year, it
said. Last yearÕs economic
growth was primarily driven
by private consumption,
which rose by 5.1 per cent,
the fastest rate since 1990,
and contributed four
percentage points to overall
GDP growth,  the report said.

 Spurring the private
consumption growth is the
continued rapid expansion in
remittances from the
countryÕs seven million
overseas workers. Remit-
tances increased by 6.3 per
cent to 7.6 billion US dollars
in 2003, accounting for 7.5
per cent of GDP.

 The report forecast a 5.5-
per-cent expansion in private
consumption for 2004.

 For the economy to
move to a more rapid growth,
it said, the government will
have to address problems of
poor investment climate, lack
of capacity of the economy
to generate jobs, and a high
rate of population growth, as
well as the chronic budget
deficit and consequent debt
burden. The countryÕs
unemployment stood at 11.4
per cent in 2003 while the
population growth rate, at 2.3
per cent per year, is among
the highest in Asia.

 Detailed studies need to
be mounted for defining
future thematic mission
satellites that would serve
specific application areas
such as water, agriculture,
forest fire and disaster
management, he said.

 Kasturirangan said two
specific theme-missions
could be conceptualized in
near future Ñ a satellite
system for health related
application and a satellite
system for disaster related
applications.

 For Healthsat, the
system would include ability
of a remote hospital to access

multiple-specialists in
different locations for
medical advisory services
and search and lock to a
specialist anywhere in the
country, thus improving the
probability of accessing a
doctor at any time, he said.

 Scientists say glaciers
feeding Indian rivers

may be wiped out
 NEW DELHI, 29 April Ñ

Glaciers feeding the Ganga,
Yamuna, Indus and the
Brahmaputra rivers may be
wiped out in 40 years,
impacting the economic,
cultural and spiritual life of
India, scientists have warned.

 The warning bells were
sounded in the first report on
melting glaciers and their
impact by Sagarmatha Ñ the
Snow and Glacier Aspects
of Water Resources
Management in the
Himalaya Ñ presented in
New Delhi on late Tuesday,
according to an Indo-Asian
News Service report on
Wednesday.

Sagarmatha, com-
missioned by BritainÕs
Department for International
Development (DFID), gives
a decade-by-decade analysis
for Indian rivers over the next
100 years.

 The study warns that
global warming will result
in increased glacial waters
in the next 40 years and then
the shortfall of the precious

resource will begin.
 It urges timely water

management activities.
 According to the study,

the upper Indus over the first
few decades will have plus
14-per-cent to plus 90-per-
cent increase, after which
there will be a drastic fall to
as low as 30-90 per cent
below the baseline level by a
decade.

 The Kaligandaki Basin
in the east, however,
contrasts in behaviour. The
decadal mean flow shows an
increase throughout the next
100 years; the most extreme
temperature scenario
attaining a peak mean flow
of between plus 30 per cent
and plus 90 per cent.

 For the Ganga, near its
headwaters in Uttarkashi, the
flow is predicted to peak at
plus 25 to plus 33 per cent of
baseline level within the first
two decades and then recede
to as low as minus 50 per
cent of the baseline by the
sixth decade.

For three days, the
experts attending the 9th
Meeting of the Tripartite
Permanent Commission, will
assess the pace of the tri-
national project about the
studies on the Okavango
Basin and the extent of
implementation of the
guidelines which came out
of the previous meeting.

Okavango Basin.

Angola, in charge of the
Coordination Unit for the
studies on the basin, has the
pleasure to host the first
meeting in times of peace,

stressing that everything is
ready for the setting up of the
unit which will be
headquartered in Menongue
in southern Kuando Kubango
Province, according to the
spokesman of the meeting,
Gomes da Silva.

He explained that for
many years, Angola did not
do much about matters
connected with international
basins due to the war which
swept the country, and their
geographical location
difficult to get to, which is
why Angola would only give
technical and juridical
support to the tripartite
agreement.

EU urges MERCOSUR to improve proposal
on free trade accord

 BRASILIA, 29 April Ñ
The Agriculture Commis-
sioner of the European Union
(EU) Franz Fischler on

Tuesday branded the offers
of     the Common Market of
the South (MERCOSUR) for
the free trade negotiations

between the two blocs as
Òvery poorÓ and urged this
South American association
to improve its proposal.

 ÒIt was really a very
poor proposal, with no new
element in the areas of higher
interest to us, like services
and governmental
purchases,Ó Fischler told
Brazilian Press.

 Representatives of the
EU and MERCOSUR met
last week in Argentine capital
Buenos Aires to evaluate the
offers that will be presented
in the next round of free trade
negotiations, scheduled for
May 3 to 7 in Brussels.

 Fischler also denied
that the EU tabled during the
Buenos Aires meeting a
ÒgenericÓ proposal, as
MERCOSUR claimed, and
added the European offer was
Òthe most ambitious in its
historyÓ.

 ÒWe must show our

society that we will win
something in return. We
cannot make a great offer
and return home with empty
hands,Ó Fischler added.

 For his part, the
Brazilian negotiatorÕs
coordinator, Regis Arslanian,
voiced surprise over
FischlerÕs remarks and said
better offers were presented
during the Buenos Aires
meeting, on which European
envoys requested
explanations and made
suggestions.

 Arslanian warned
MERCOSUR Òwill not
change its decision to
negotiate transparency
criteria in the rules for public
purchases,Ó a field of great
consequence to the European
bloc. MERCOSUR groups
Argentina, Brazil, Uruguay
and Paraguay, with Chile and
Bolivia as associated nations.

US announces
$350m for

hydrogen fuel
technology

WASHINGTON, 29 April Ñ
The Energy Department of
the United States announced
Tuesday 350 million US dol-
lars in grants to over 130
research institutions and
companies to develop hydro-
gen-fuelled cars.

The Big Three
automakers Ñ General Mo-
tors, Ford and
DaimlerChrysler Ñ and
Shell Oil Products and for-
eign automakers are chosen
for the research projects, ac-
cording to Energy Secretary
Spencer Abraham.

The projects, which are
worth 575 million US dol-
lars with private funding, are
aimed at removing some of
the obstacles to bringing the
cleaner-burning technology
from the laboratory to the
road.

Abraham said that the
projects will address prob-
lems such as how to store
hydrogen and how to make
hydrogen fuel cells that are
durable and affordable.

Hydrogen does not cre-
ate any pollution or green-
house gases. But  unlike oil
or coal, hydrogen must be
produced, as there are no
natural stores of it waiting to
be pumped or dug out of the
ground.

The grants represent
nearly one-third of the 1.2
billion US dollars that Presi-
dent George W. Bush has
pledged for hydrogen re-
search. Most of the money
will be distributed over five
years. ÑMNA/Xinhua

SMBs in N
America to see
largest growth

Ñ Small and medium-sized
businesses (SMBs) in North
America plan to increase their
IT spending for 2004 by 6.6
per cent over 2003, compared
with a 1.7-per-cent increase
among larger companies,
according to a study released
Tuesday.

 Total lunar eclipse over
Asia on 4 May

 NEW DELHI, 29 AprilÑ  A total lunar eclipse lasting for
76 minutes will occur shortly after midnight of Tuesday, 4
May, according to astronomers.

 This will be a sky show reserved primarily for those
living in the Eastern Hemisphere. North America will miss
out on the entire show, as the moon will be below the horizon
during midday and afternoon hours.

 This will be the third such event within a span of less than
a year, the two previous lunar eclipses having occurred
during 2003 on 15-16 May  and 8 November.

 The eclipse will begin at 23:21 hours (Indian Time)
Tuesday and end at 04:40 hours Wednesday. The total
eclipse, during which the moon will be totally invisible, will
last for 76 minutes beginning 01:22 hours, Wednesday.

 The very best region for viewing this eclipse will fall over
across western Asia, much of the Indian Ocean and the
eastern two-thirds of Africa. The entire eclipse will be
visible from this region, astronomers say.

 The opening stages of this eclipse will be visible at, or just
before moonset, from much of central and eastern Asia
(except northeast Siberia), most of Indonesia and Australia.
Across the eastern third of Australia (where the calendar will
read 5 May) the moon will set while still in total eclipse.

 The next total lunar eclipse will occur on the night of
28-29 October and will favour most of the Americas, as well
as western portions of Europe and Africa Ñ MNA/PTI

Russia says ÒSoyuzÓ gas leak no danger for landing
 MOSCOW,  29 April Ñ A minor gas leak detected on the Russian Soyuz craft, which is

docked on the International Space Station, does not endanger the return to Earth on Friday
of three astronauts, Russian space officials said on Wednesday.

 A mission control spokesman said the leak of helium, used to pump pressurized fuel into
the engine of the rocket, had been discovered several months ago.

 "This is not an unusual thing to happen, and has not affected successful landings in the
past," Valery Lyndin said.

 The Soyuz, which has been in orbit for six months acting as an emergency escape vessel,
is to carry US astronaut Michael Foale, Russian cosmonaut Alexander Kaleri, and
Dutchman Andre Kuipers back to Earth.

 "There is no danger. This will not affect preparations for their return. We will not need
to make any repairs," Lyndin, said.

 The three-seat Soyuz crafts remain the only means of delivering crews to and from the
ISS after US shuttle Columbia broke up on re-entry in February 2003. Ñ  MNA/Reuters

Mars rovers complete missions,
head for extra credit

 LOS ANGELES, 29 April Ñ Two robot-geologists have
successfully completed the assignment they were sent to
do on Mars and have been sent exploring for extra credit,
scientists at NASA's Jet Propulsion Laboratory said on
Wednesday.

 The twin rovers, Spirit and
Opportunity, are in good con-
dition after enduring more
than three months of extreme
temperature swings and dust
storms on the Red Planet,
mission manager Matt
Wallace said.

 Scientists at the Pasadena,
California, laboratory were
surprised to find that the ve-
hicles' solar-powered batter-
ies were degrading faster
than expected due to use and
dust accumulation, he said.

 The six-wheeled vehicles
were designed for 90-day mis-
sions but the JPL team expects
them to operate twice as long.
The golf cart-sized rovers cap-
tured the world's attention with
their dramatic landings in
January on opposite sides of
Mars, and with their discov-
ery of geologic evidence that
salt water once covered parts
of the barren planet.

 Opportunity completed its
90th martian day, or sol, on

Monday Ñ a landmark
achieved by Spirit on 5 April.
NASA has approved fund-
ing to extend the missions
through September.

 During the primary mis-
sion, Opportunity drove
more than a half-mile,
snapped nearly 12,500 im-
ages with its onboard cam-
eras and used its instrument
arm to drill into five rocks.

 The rover, now roaming
on a flat gray expanse near
Mars' equator known as
Meridiani Planum, spent most
of its primary mission study-
ing a rocky outcrop in the
small crater where it landed.

 Opportunity has since
climbed out of the crater and is
headed for another small cra-
ter nicknamed Endurance
about 246 feet away where
scientists have spotted some
"tantalizing" rocks, science
team member Scott
McClennan said.

 Organized gangs around
the world are honing their
hacking, spamming and vi-
rus-writing skills while
thinly stretched police re-
sources are struggling to
cope.

 The legal update will be
closely watched by other
countries, many of whose
own laws against cybercrime
are considered insufficient
to fight what has become
one of the fastest growing
global crime waves.

 A group of parliamentar-
ians will hold a public de-
bate on Thursday to explore
ways to bring the Computer
Misuse Act, or CMA, into
the Internet era.

 Working with the Brit-
ain's Home Office, the aim
is to have a new cybercrime
bill introduced in the next
six months, MP Brian White
told Reuters.

 "Organized crime is get-
ting into this area of
criminality in a really big
way, and they are way ahead
of government," White said.
"We need to address this in
Internet time."

 Police say cybercrime
costs Britain industry hun-

dreds of millions, and per-
haps billions, of pounds an-
nually. Globally, the figure
is staggering, law enforce-
ment officials say.

 "Serious and organized
crime groups, and potentially
terrorists, are moving into
cyberspace simply because
it's easier to hide there," said
Simon Moores, a computer
crime expert who works with
the British Government.

 The need for an updated
law is most evident to pros-
ecutors and police. The
Home Office said there were
just 14 convictions under the
CMA in 2002, the last year
statistics were tallied.

 White added that police
resources is the primary cul-
prit behind the low number
of convictions. He said just
240 British police officers
are trained in basic computer
forensics and yet the number
of cyber-investigations,
ranging from child pornog-
raphy rings to hacking
crimes, is on the rise.

 Even so, Britain is con-
sidered one of the tougher
legal regimes for prosecut-
ing cybercrimes in Western
Europe. Ñ MNA/Reuters

 "We think he could have
died from overuse of sleep-
ing pills," Prak Nhat, an au-
topsy police official, told
Reuters. "No one killed him."

 Shand Kydd had been
complaining about head-
aches for days and had told
his maid he was having prob-
lems sleeping, police said.

 His body was handed over
to the British Embassy in
Phnom Penh on Tuesday.

"But (the decision) won't be on
the basis of the media because if I listened to
the media there would be 30 players in the
squad and 10 million different formations."

 Baggio, who has scored 27 goals in 55
Italy appearances, said he was proud to
return to the Italy side at such a late stage in
his career and he was clearly pleased at
Trapattoni's words. "I am very happy and I
want to thank the boss and the Federation
for giving me this chance," he said. "It is a
great moment. If there is something else,
well... but I want to enjoy this moment.

 "Never say never means a lot to me even

 The 43-year-old, who can tolerate liquids
and some foods, is now breathing without
the aid of an artificial respirator and contin-
ues to be stable, the Suizo-Argentina clinic
in Buenos Aires said in a statement.

 La Nacion newspaper reported that
Maradona managed to crack some jokes,
telling his youngest daughter he planned to
eat out at night.

 However, he remains in intensive care
and still requires another drip for a lung
infection.

 Maradona, who has put on so much weight
he is scarcely recognizable from his playing
days, was taken to hospital on April 18 with
a swollen heart and breathing difficulties.
Doctors later said he also had pneumonia.

 Hundreds of fans have kept a vigil outside
the hospital, some carrying pictures of their
hero with get well messages and others pray-
ing.

Summary of observations recorded at 09:30 hours
MST: During the past 24 hours, weather has been partly
cloudy in Chin, Rakhine, Kayin and Mon States and rain
or thundershowers have been scattered in Shan, Kayah
States, Mandalay and Taninthayi divisions, isolated in the
remaining areas. Day temperatures were (3ûC) below
normal  in Kayah State, upper Sagaing division, (3¡C) to
(4¡C) above normal in Kachin, Chin, Kayin and Mon
States, Mandalay, Magway, Yangon and Taninthayi Divi-
sions, (5¡C) above normal in eastern Shan State and
Ayeyawady Division and about normal in the remaining
areas. Significant day temperature was  (41¡C) in Magway.
The noteworthy amount of rainfall recorded was (2.64)
inches in Hinzada.

Maximum temperature on 28-4-2004 was 38.0¡C
(100¡F). Minimum temperature on 29-4-2004 was 22.0¡C
(72¡F). Relative humidity at 9:30 hrs MST on 29-4-2004
was 69%. Total sunshine hours on 28-4-2004 was (7.0)
hours approx. Rainfall on 29-4-2004 was nil at Yangon
Airport, Kaba-Aye and central Yangon. Total rainfall  since
1-1-2004 was  5 mm (0.20 inch) at Yangon Airport and
12 mm (0.47 inch) at Kaba-Aye and 3 mm (0.12 inch)
at central Yangon. Maximum wind speed at Yangon
(Kaba-Aye) was 32 mph from East at (13:50) hours
MST on 28-4-2004.

Bay inference: According to the observation at (06:30)
hours MST today, a low pressure area has formed in the
Southeast Bay and adjoing south Andaman Sea. Weather
is partly cloudy in the Bay of Bengal.

Lt-Gen Ye Myint inspects development measures in Kachin State

YANGON, 29 April Ñ
Member of the State Peace
and Development Council
Lt-Gen Ye Myint of the
Ministry of Defence met
with local authorities, de-
partmental personnel and
members of social organi-
zations in Myitkyina,
Kachin State, on 26 April.

Chairman of Kachin
State Peace and Develop-
ment Council Commander
of Northern Command Maj-

Secretary of Kachin
State Peace and Develop-
ment Council Lt-Col
Maung Myoh and officials
presented requirements.
