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Blair under fire on Iraq abuse
LONDON, 13 MayÑ British Prime Minister Tony Blair has come under fire in parliament over a report from the

International Red Cross about abuses against detainees in Iraq.
He denied being slow to act on the

report by the International Committee
for the Red Cross (ICRC). But he ad-
mitted that the past few days had been
Òimmensely damaging.Ó

Blair admitted Wednesday he had
not seen the ICRC report Ñ drawn up
in February Ñ until Monday and did
not know of the allegations contained
in it before then.

The report was not passed to minis-
ters in February because all of the
allegations relating to British troops
were already being dealt with, Blair
said at the weekly Prime MinisterÕs
Questions.

Opposition Conservative leader
Michael Howard said the reportÕs alle-

gations had led to the Ògreatest crisis in
Iraq since the war ended and added
immeasurably to the dangers and dif-
ficultiesÓ faced by coalition forces.

To shouts of ÒshameÓ from Labour
backbenchers, he asked how people in
the country could have confidence in
Blair and his government when they
had failed to give any explanation for
not having seen or acted on the ICRC
report.

Blair insisted that despite the report
there was Òno evidence of systematic
abuseÓ of Iraqi detainees by British
troops.

Blair did not comment on allega-
tions of abuse by US forces, though
said: ÒI agree that the events of the past

few days have been immensely damag-
ing.Ó As fallout from the treatment of
Iraqi detainees by coalition forces domi-
nated the 30-minute session, Blair said
any abuse by British or American forces
was Òcompletely unacceptable.Ó

Accusing Howard of trying to ex-
tract Òmaximum political mischiefÓ
from the situation, he added: ÒWhat is
not true is that allegations were made
and nothing happened in respect of
them.Ó

The Prime Minister said the deaths
of 33 civilians had been investigated,
and that there was no case to answer
in 15 of them. The military police would
shortly announce action on six
others. Ñ Internet

Four Filipinos killed in
Iraq attack

M ANILA , 13 MayÑ A mortar attack on a US air base
in northern Iraq has killed four Filipino civilian con-
tractors, a spokesman for Philippine President Gloria
Macapagal Arroyo said.

The attack took place
Tuesday night at the Balad
air base north of Baghdad,
spokesman Ignacio Bunye
said.

He said Arroyo has ex-
tended her condolences to
the families of those killed.

Manila would review the

safety of 3,000 Filipino ci-
vilians currently working in
Iraq in the wake of the deaths,
Arroyo said in a statement.

ÒIf they cannot be ad-
equately secured, they must
be transferred or evacuated
to other areas,Ó Arroyo said.

ÒWe cannot allow Filipino
lives to be placed at wanton
risk in a situation where un-
predictable attacks are rife.Ó

The Philippines Ñ a
strong ally of the United
States Ñ also has around
100 police, soldiers and
medical personnel in Iraq.

A truck driver became the
first Filipino casualty in Iraq
when he was killed by at-
tackers as he travelled with
other foreigners last month.

About a tenth of the Phil-
ippinesÕ population Ñ ap-
proximately eight million Ñ
work overseas, many as
nurses, domestic helpers and
construction workers.

Fears for reconstruction as
contractors flee Baghdad

BAGHDAD , 13 MayÑThe beheading of an American by
militants on videotape has sent a wave of fear through
Western contractors working on the reconstruction of
Iraq .

Just hours before the grue-
some videotape of Mr BergÕs
death emerged on Tuesday,
two Russian engineers were
taken hostage on their way
back to Baghdad, and a third
Russian engineer was killed
in the same incident. Since
the end of March, as many as
50 civilians have been kid-
napped in Iraq.

In the wake of the killing
of Nick Berg, 26, who was
working on restoring com-
munications towers, there are
fears that Western staff and
companies may flee Iraq, and
the already slow reconstruc-
tion effort may grind to a
complete halt.

It is a far cry from the
bonanza of lucrative recon-
struction contracts envisaged
before the war, that were
supposed to make the inva-
sion and occupation of Iraq a
self-financing affair.

Today the American
group Bechtel employs two
security staff for every one
of its Western employees in
Baghdad. The biggest
American contractor,
Halliburton, has seen 34
of its employees killed in
Iraq.

There is little sign of
reconstruction. Electricity
is still only available for
12 hours of the day in
Baghdad, a city of 5 mil-
lion people. There is no
sign of road building, and
BaghdadÕs sewer system is
collapsing.

China condemns abuse of
Iraqi prisoners

 BEIJING, 13 May Ñ China condemned on Tuesday the
abuse of Iraqi prisoners by US and British soldiers and
called for a thorough investigation.

 The abuse, depicted in graphic photographs of soldiers
apparently humiliating Iraqi detainees, violated the Geneva
Convention and other international conventions, Foreign
Ministry spokesman Liu Jianchao said.

 ÒWe think a thorough investigation should be carried out
and those who are held responsible should be prosecuted
according to law,Ó he told a news conference.

 ÒWe also demand that the United States and Britain
adhere to the Geneva Convention and other international
conventions, and protect the basic human rights of Iraqi
prisoners and prisoners of war.Ó

 China, a permanent member of the United Nations
Security Council, opposed the US-led invasion and occupa-
tion of Iraq.

Two more GIs facing trial over
abuse of Iraqis

ÊWASHINGTON  , 13 MayÑAs news of an AmericanÕs beheading in Iraq rattled the
public and politicians here, the US-led coalition said Wednesday in Baghdad that two
more American military police guards would face courts-martial over abuses at Abu
Ghraib prison, raising the number to nine.

But Defense Secretary Donald Rumsfeld,
who had apologized Friday for the maltreat-
ment at Abu Ghraib, insisted Wednesday
that it was proper for the US military to use
interrogation techniques in Iraq that include
depriving prisoners of sleep and forcing them
to assume stressful positions.

Rumsfeld rejected complaints that inter-
national rules were being violated and that
Americans taken prisoner might be endan-
gered as a result.

The Pentagon made available for view-
ing by members of Congress about 1,000
new photos from the prison, of which an
estimated 300 to 400 showed abusive situ-
ations.

ÔÔWhat we saw was appalling,ÕÕ said Sen-
ate Majority Leader Bill Frist, a Tennessee
Republican. Other members spoke of ÔÔsa-

distic torture,ÕÕ and ÔÔdisgustingÕÕ and ÔÔstom-
ach-turning scenesÕÕ that they said were
worse than the earlier photos. Some said
they now believed strongly that those in-
flicting the abuse must have been acting on
orders.

ÔÔI expected that these pictures would be
very hard on the stomach lining and it was
significantly worse than anything that I had
anticipated,ÕÕ said Senator Ron Wyden,
Democrat of Oregon. ÔÔTake the worse case
and multiply it several times over.ÕÕ

While some lawmakers urged that the
photos be kept from the public to avoid
further inflaming Arab opinion, others said
withholding them was essential to, as Sena-
tor John Warner of Virginia put it, ÔÔprotect
the integrity of the legal processÕÕ as courts

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Assad says US policy in Iraq encourages terrorism
MADRID , 13 MayÑ Syrian President Bashar al-Assad said US policy was encouraging terrorism in Iraq and

instability in the region.
He also said in an inter-

view published on Wednes-
day that some in Washing-
ton might want war with
Syria. The comments to
Spanish newspaper El Pais
and ItalyÕs La Republica
were published a day after
President Bush imposed eco-
nomic sanctions on Syria and
accused Damascus of sup-
porting terrorism.

ÒFor the first time the
United States has turned into
a source of instability instead
of stability... The war in Iraq
has unleashed a hatred that is
finding an echo in terrorism,Ó
Assad said.

Assad said the United
States should instead help
combat terrorism in its neigh-
bour Iraq and in the Palestin-
ian territories by adopting a
ÒfairÓ political position, fos-
tering economic develop-
ment and cultural under-
standing.

Assad said in the inter-
view, conducted before Bush
imposed the sanctions, that
Syrian-US relations were
complicated by conflicting
messages from Washington.

ÒThere is one current that
wants to cooperate with Syria
through dialogue and reci-
procity, and another that does

not want this contact and is
looking for pressure and per-
haps war,Ó Assad said.

ÒOn the other hand, there
is dialogue between Syrian
and US institutions, above
all in the question of the fight
against terrorism.Ó

Syria has suffered from
the US occupation of Iraq,
Assad said, citing a fall in
foreign investment in the re-
gion and heightened tensions
between SyriaÕs own tribes
and families.

ÒNow we are going to
see the effects on security.
Iraq is chaotic and uncon-
trolled, there are arms being

smuggled out toward Syria,
also a rise in extremism and
a feeling of hatred toward
the United States which did
not exist before.Ó

In ordering sanctions on
Tuesday, Bush accused Da-
mascus of supporting terror-
ism, pursuing weapons of
mass destruction and failing
to prevent anti-US guerrillas
entering Iraq.

The sanctions ban US
exports to Syria except for
food and medicine, freeze
assets of Syrians the United
States suspects of terrorism
and prohibit Syrian flights to
and from the United States,
among other measures.

Assad said Syria sup-
ported dismantling all weap-
ons of mass destruction in
the Middle East region Ñ
including Israeli nuclear
warheads Ñ a plan it pre-
sented to the UN Security
Council.

ÒThe conclusion we draw
is that the US is not sincere.
Otherwise it would have
backed our proposal,Ó he
said. Ñ Internet

Syria defiant ahead possible US sanctions
 DAMA SCUS,  13 MayÑ Syria was defiant on Tuesday, saying it would not cave in to foreign

pressure before possible fresh US sanctions, chiefly for supporting anti-Israel groups.

 The nation was Òsolid and
cohesive in the face of all
challenges and foreign pres-
sure practiced against Syria
to affect its principle
stances,Ó a statement quoted
Prime Minister Mohammad
Naji al-Otari as telling a
weekly Cabinet meeting.

 Syria was Òcapable of
facing those challenges and
overcoming their ramifica-
tionsÓ, he was quoted as say-
ing.

 On Monday, sources in

 Congressional sources
said Bush was expected to
curb future investments by
US energy firms in Syria and
prohibit Syrian aircraft from
flying into the United States.

 SyriaÕs only carrier, Syr-
ian Arab Airlines, does not
operate flights to the Ameri-
cas.  Bush was also expected
either to block transactions
involving the Syrian Gov-
ernment or to ban exports to
Syria of US products other
than food and medicine, the
sources said.

 The White House has de-
clined to comment on the tim-
ing of the possible sanctions.
Syria has said the sanctions
would harm US interests more
than those of the Arab state
especially in view of the mod-
est trade level of about 300
million US dollars per year.

Washington said US Presi-
dent George W Bush would
impose economic sanctions
on Syria on Tuesday for al-
legedly supporting terrorism
and failing to stop guerillas
from entering Iraq.

 Syria, on a US list of states
accused of sponsoring ter-
rorism, denies giving more
than political support to mili-
tants, who, it says, are fight-
ing Israeli occupation in the
West Bank, Gaza Strip and

Act signed by Bush in De-
cember offers him a menu of
sanctions to punish Syria for
backing anti-Israel Òterror-
ismÓ, failing to stop anti-US
fighters from crossing into
Iraq from Syrian soil, devel-
oping chemical and perhaps
biological weapons, and
keeping troops in Lebanon.

Turkish President says Iraq
experiencing difficult times

 ANKARA , 13 May Ñ Iraq
is experiencing difficult days
as the increasing violence not
only obstructs efforts to re-
construct Iraq but also cre-
ates an atmosphere of cen-
trifugal tendencies, Turkish
President Ahmet Necdet
Sezer said on Tuesday.

 He made the remarks in a
letter sent to the 20th meet-
ing of the Organization of
the Islamic Conference

Standing Committee for Eco-
nomic and Commercial Co-
operation (COMCEC).

 ÒWe hope in COMCEC,
all countries, including the
member state Iraq, can make
their voice be heard, and Iraqi
people are harmonious with
each other, their neighbours
and international commu-
nity.Ó Sezer said.

 The President noted that
the Islam world has deep

concerns over the ongoing
insolubility in Palestinian-
Israeli dispute and the wors-
ening situation in the region.

British Airways announces to
raise in fares

LONDON, 13 May Ñ Brit-
ish Airways (BA) announced
on Tuesday to raise its fares
in the face of soaring oil
prices. The European largest
airline said that it would add
a 5 pound or 8.8 US dollars
surcharge to return trip tick-
ets and 2.5 pounds or 4.5 US
dollars to one-way tickets.

 BAÕs move follows a
similar announcement from
AustraliaÕs Qantas, which
said it was slapping sur-
charges to tickets to cope
with rising costs.

 Continuing tensions in the
Middle East and increasing
oil demand from the United
States are behind the recent
jump in oil prices. Crude oil
prices hit 13-year highs of
more than 40 US dollars a
barrel earlier this month.

 BA said the announced
fuel surcharge would apply
to tickets bought in Britain
for international flights while
in markets outside Britain, a
surcharge of 4 US dollars

will be added to BA tickets.
 The airline also said it

will review this surcharge
on a regular basis with a view
to adjusting it when appro-
priate.

First Dutch soldier killed in

Iraq, one wounded
  AMSTERDAM,13 May Ñ A Dutch soldier was killed and

one was wounded in a grenade attack in the town of Samawa
in southern Iraq, the Defence Ministry said on Tuesday.

  A ministry spokesman confirmed this was the first
Dutch soldier to die in Iraq since some 1,200 troops were
stationed there in July.

  The ministry said in a statement that a number of hand
grenades were thrown at Dutch soldiers on a bridge in the
southern Iraqi town where they are based at 1750 GMT on
Monday.

  Two soldiers were wounded. One later died after being
taken to a field hospital. The spokesman said he did not
believe there was an exchange of fire with the attackers.

  Prime Minister Jan Peter Balkenende and Defence Min-
ister Henk Kamp will cut short visits abroad and return home
after the attack, Dutch news agency ANP reported.

  Some 550 Japanese ground troops on a non-combat
mission focused on reconstruction and humanitarian work
are also based in the mainly Shiite town of Samawa, where
foreign soldiers had not been the targets of any major attacks
until now.

Loud explosions heard
in Najaf

NAJAF, 13 MayÑ Large explosions were heard late
Wednesday in the centre of Najaf, and residents said US
forces appeared to be making an armed incursion into the
Shiite holy city.

At least one civilian was killed and another was wounded,
Iraqi authorities said.

Militant cleric Muqtada al-Sadr has been holed up in
Najaf since early April, when he launched his rebellion
against the US-led coalition with his armed militia.

American forces have been pressuring al-Sadr but have
avoided a major assault for fear of damaging the Imam Ali
shrine, which would inflame passions in the majority Shiite
community. Skirmishes continued through the night, wit-
nesses said, and a comprehensive casualty toll could not be

CHESAPEAKE,  13 MayÑ A soldier from Chesapeake was
killed by hostile fire while on guard duty in Iraq, the Defence
Department said today.

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Malaysia calls for continued accusation
against abuse of Iraqis

  KUALA  LUMPUR,  13  MayÑ  Malaysia has called on the international community to continue to express
disgust and abhorrence at the United States over the abuse of Iraqi prisoners by its forces in Baghdad.

 ÒWe must express our
disgust and abhorrence to
what has happened, other
than that, the countries re-
sponsible for the abuses have
to take action,Ó Foreign Min-
ister Syed Hamid Albar told
reporters after meeting Arab
ambassadors in Putrajaya,
the Federal Administrative
Centre, on Tuesday.

 ÒIt is not enough just for
them to express their sorrow
or feel sorry about it, there

must be action taken against
those who are responsible at
various levels of the US
Armed Forces,Ó he said.

 Otherwise, he said peo-
ple would think that the
United States would look
lowly upon people who did
not share the same religion,
ethnic and culture with them.

 Photographs of stripped
and hooded Iraqi prison in-
mates being abused by their
captors have caused outrage

throughout the world and
prompted apologies over the
past week from US Presi-
dent George W Bush and
Defence Secretary Donald
Rumsfeld.

 ÒI think we should be very
satisfied that there are posi-
tive reactions to it on the part
of the Muslim countries and
the international community
because it is not a Muslim
issue, it is an issue of treat-
ment of prisoners which is

inhuman and against the In-
ternational Law and Geneva
Convention,Ó he said.

 Meanwhile, he hoped that
the United States would meet
the deadline of June 30 to
hand over power to Iraq so
that the Iraqis would be given
the opportunity to determine
their own future.

 ÒWhen the United Na-
tions passes the new resolu-
tion, we hope that the resolu-
tion will make it clear that
Iraqis should decide their
own fate and destiny,Ó he

One Russian expert killed, two
others kidnapped near Baghdad

NZ army chief says abuse photos
of Iraqi prisoners abhorrent

 WELLINGTON , 13 MayÑ Images of Iraqi prisoners being tortured and humiliated
were abhorrent and an affront to military  discipline, says New Zealand Army chief
Major General Jerry  Mateparae.

  ÒEveryone who has seen
those images would say they
are  abhorrent and an affront
to proper military disci-
pline,Ó General Mateparae
was quoted Wednesday by
The Dominion Post as
saying.

  He was reluctant to com-
ment on how damaging it
was to the coalition military
effort in Iraq but ÒitÕs a huge
issue for the AmericansÓ
with President Bush apolo-
gizing and senior command-
ers having to deal with the
matter.

  He said the New Zea-
land military over the last
five years had put a lot of
emphasis on the laws of
armed conflict. Soldiers,
sailors and airmen had been
reminded of their obliga-
tions before every deploy-
ment.

  ÒThereÕs the common
sense thing that you would
treat people as you would
want to be treated. Then
there are the rules of en-
gagement and so on and the
handling of prisoners Ñ we
donÕt interrogate them,Ó
General Mateparae said.

  All personnel were
trained on how to treat
prisoners humanely and Òour

people know if they conduct
an illegal act they will be
held accountable.Ó

  This included the elite
Special Air Service (SAS),
which is often involved in
high-risk operations Ñ
ÒthereÕs nothing dirty in the
tasks they go aboutÓ, he said.

  General Mateparae, who
visited the 61-strong New
Zealand engineering contin-
gent in Basra last month,
emphasized that while the
New Zealand contingent
were working and based with
British forces, they were not
part of the occupation force.

  However, this did not
eliminate the threat. Over the

weekend they were again
confined to base in Basra
because of local unrest and a
confrontation with British
forces.

 Overall General
Mateparae said the troops
were enjoying their work and
making a positive contribu-
tion.

  They had a good work-
ing relationships with those
around them Ñ both the Ira-
qis and the British Ñ but
contingency plans were in
place if they had to be with-
drawn before they were due
to return home in Septem-
ber, he said.

British court allows Iraqis to challenge death cases

 The Ministry of Defence
has refused to accept respon-
sibility for the deaths, but
the familiesÕ lawyers are de-
manding a judicial review to
examine whether the killings
were a violation of the vic-
timsÕ right to life under Eu-
ropean law.

 The High Court case
came as both British and
American soldiers stand ac-

cused of abusing Iraqi pris-
oners after media organiza-
tions published photographs
of alleged torture.

 The government was also
hit by another report on Tues-
day by human rights group
Amnesty International which
accused British soldiers in
Iraq of killing several civil-
ians Ñ including an eight-
year-old girl Ñ when they

posed no apparent threat.
 It was not immediately

clear if the cases cited by
Amnesty overlapped with
those before the High Court.
In court, Judge Justice
Andrew Collins ruled the 12
families should be given per-
mission to argue that the
European Convention on
Human Rights applied to
their cases. ÒPermission
means merely that the point
is arguable,Ó he said.

 The familiesÕ lawyer, Phil
Shiner, argued that because
the Iraq war was officially
over when the victims died,
and Britain was an occupy-
ing power, the European
Convention should apply.

 He said many of the
deaths occurred when the
victims were at home or go-
ing about their normal daily
lives. One man was working
on a farm, another was fish-
ing on a river and another
was returning home in his
car.

 Shiner alleged British
soldiers shot and killed them,
and the British Army refused
to properly investigate the
killings. Ñ MNA/Reuters

France renews attack on EU
farm trade offer

PARIS, 13 May Ñ French farmers joined their govern-
ment on Tuesday in condemning the European UnionÕs
offer to scrap farm export subsidies to help world trade
talks, but EU diplomats said it was unclear Paris could
block the move.

 France is the largest bene-
ficiary of the 43 billion euros
in EU farm aid paid each year
and it has voiced the loudest
condemnation of EU Trade
and Agriculture Commis-
sioners Pascal Lamy and
Franz Fischler for the offer.

 ÒWe refuse to allow agri-
culture to be the bargaining
chip in international nego-
tiations,Ó said Jean-Michel
Lemetayer, the head of
FranceÕs largest farm union
FNSEA.

 ÒThey have no right to
sell off agriculture,Ó he told
a news conference.

 Farm Minister Herve
Gaymard, speaking in Ire-
land, renewed his assault,
again criticizing the Euro-
pean Commission for a tac-
tical error in the talks by giv-
ing away to much too soon.

 EU diplomats said France
had been joined by Ireland
as the most outspoken at a
meeting of trade envoys last
Friday in opposing the Com-
missionÕs offer, which is con-
ditional on other World

Trade Organization (WTO)
members taking similar
steps.

 But it was unclear France
could gather a blocking mi-
nority of votes in the 25-
nation EU to stop any deal.
ÒThe cat is out of the bag
now,Ó said one northern Eu-
ropean diplomat, adding that
it would be hard for the bloc
to go back on its words.

 Another EU envoy said
others had voiced concern
over the CommissionÕs plan,
naming Belgium, Spain, Italy
and new members Poland and
Slovakia, although they were
more muted than France.

 ÒThe elimination of ex-
port subsidies has to be
agreed and it will be difficult
to agree,Ó the envoy added.

 The farm talks are key to
the success of the world trade
negotiations, stalled after
their collapse in Cancun last
year. The EU had been under
pressure to make concessions
on farming in order to get the
rest of the discussions going

Calls grow for Italian
troops to quit Iraq

 ROME , 13 May  Ñ Opposition leaders pressed Prime Minister Silvio Berlusconi on
Tuesday to withdraw Italian troops from Iraq following a prisoner abuse scandal that
has rocked the US and British governments.

 Berlusconi is due to meet
US President George W
Bush in Washington next
week and centre-left oppo-
nents said he should use the
visit to demand publicly the
resignation of US Defence
Secretary Donald Rumsfeld.

 ÒOur troops shouldnÕt
stay a week more if the Prime
Minister does not get Bush

to sack Rumsfeld,Ó said
Francesco Rutelli, a close
ally of BerlusconiÕs long-
standing rival, European
Commission President
Romano Prodi.

 ÒIf our country wants to
have a crumb of international
credibility and dignity it has to
make an official request for
the dismissal of (Rumsfeld),Ó
the centre-left leader said in an
interview with la Repubblica
newspaper.

 Bush gave his Defence
Secretary resounding sup-
port on Monday and
Rumsfeld himself has made
clear he will not quit despite
evidence of abuse of Iraqi
detainees by US soldiers that
has enraged the Arab world
and embarrassed Washing-
tonÕs allies.

 Bush is due to visit Italy
on June 4 to mark the 60th
anniversary of the Allied lib-
eration of Rome in World
War Two and left-wing
groups are already preparing

 Despite the uproar over
the abuse of Iraqi prisoners,
Kerry stayed focused on his
week-long message of a
Òbadly brokenÓ national
health system and the rising
cost of care and drugs since
Bush came to office.

 Kerry said health insur-
ance premiums for small
businesses have risen 47 per
cent in just three years,
putting jobs at risk in what
he called Òthe most ineffi-
cient, ineffective delivery of
service you can possibly
have.Ó

 ÒFor four years, Presi-
dent Bush has been in of-
fice, and for four years the

situation has gotten worse,Ó
Kerry told small business
owners at a local pottery fac-
tory.

 He also seized on BushÕs
campaign contributions from
companies chosen to offer
the new Medicare-endorsed
drug discount cards, include
pharmacy benefit managers
Medco Health Solutions Inc.
and health insurer Aetna Inc.
    ÒWhat weÕre going to do
is break this cycle and start
putting the worker, the indi-
vidual citizen, the people, in
front of the campaign contri-
butions,Ó Kerry said.

 The Kerry campaign said
Medco gave 5,750 US dol-

lars to BushÕs campaigns in
2000 and 2004; Aetna gave
25,925 US dollars, with an-
other 510,000 US dollars for
the Republican National
Committee between 1999
and 2002. Medco and Aetna
executives also rank among
BushÕs top fund-raisers.

 The Massachusetts
senator wants to offer tax
credits of up to 50 per cent to
help small businesses pro-
vide coverage for their low-
and moderate-income em-
ployees. This credit would
cover up to 50 per cent of
the cost of employeesÕ
premiums.

 ÒWe canÕt just stand back
and pretend that they arenÕt
struggling,Ó he said.

 Bush is backing the so-
called Association Health
Plans, a concept that would
let small businesses or other
groups join together to pur-
chase insurance.

 Kerry said those plans
would only make matters
worse by increasing costs and
removing consumer protec-
tions.

 Kerry has called on Bush
to take full responsibility for
the Iraqi prison abuse scan-
dal and for the resignation of
Defence Secretary Donald
Rumsfeld.

 Berlusconi said he felt
Ògreat painÓ over the reports
detailing Òacts which offend
the dignity of the prisoners
and represent an obstacle
to the pacification of the

in Kirkuk
 KIRKUK  (Iraq), 13 May Ñ A bomb exploded in a crowded

market in a Kurdish neighbourhood of the northern Iraq oil
city Kirkuk on Tuesday, killing three people and wounding
around 22, Iraqi police said.

 Colonel Ahmed Slamrz said the attack occurred at around
9:30 am (0530 GMT) when the market was packed with
shoppers. Kirkuk, a city claimed by three ethnic groups Ñ
Kurds, Turkmen and Arabs Ñ has suffered persistent unrest
in recent months.

 Shirko Shakir, the commander of KirkukÕs police, said
five of those hurt in the blast were seriously wounded,
suggesting the death toll could rise.

 Another police official said the bomb had been made of
gas canisters and hidden near a road leading through the
market.

smiled in the photographs
with a cigarette dangling
from her mouth.

 "I was instructed by

... and they took a picture
and that's all I know,"
England, who is four
months pregnant, told
Denver television station
KCNC, a CBS affiliate.

 Some of the attorneys
representing the soldiers
charged with abusing the
Iraqis are from Colorado.

 The interview was
done at Fort Bragg, where
England is now in custody.

 She said she thought
at the time the pictures were
taken last October that the
activity was strange. "I was
thinking it was kind of
weird," she said, when
asked what she felt about
standing next to the naked
men. She said officers told
her and her fellow soldiers
that the abuse and
humiliation of the Iraqis
was paying off.

JOHANNESBURG,  13 May Ñ In Southern Africa every year, there are always a number of children sold by
their parents with hopes that they could have a better life after being taken to big cities like Johannesburg. But
contrary to the parentsÕ good wish, these children end up being forced into sex trade.

 IntÕl child trafficking runs rampant
in South Africa

 And that is just one misery story disclosed at a
conference on human trafficking Tuesday in Pretoria,
which named South Africa a major destination and source
for international child trafficking.

 ÒSome parents thought they were doing their children
a favour by handing them over to people promising them
better education and work opportunities. These children
often end up on the opposite side of the world being
sexually exploited,Ó said Susan Kreston of the Council of
the National Centre for Justice and the Rule of Law in the
United States.

 As many children were sent to South Africa from
Angola, Botswana, the Democratic Republic of Congo
and Lesotho, and as far as from Russia, many South
African children were sent to Europe and Asia to work as
sex slaves, labour slaves or both, showed a 2003 study on
migration.

 Kreston explained that human trafficking was the
fastest growing source of profit for organized criminal
enterprises worldwide, forming a 7-billion-US-dollar
industry with up to 30,000 dollars paid for a child. An
estimated 900,000 people are trafficked internationally
every year.

 ÒIt is currently second only to guns and drugs. But
the advantage of human cargo is they can be reused unlike
drugs,Ó she said.

 In a three tier grading system Ñ where a country
doing its utmost to stop trafficking is graded to tier one
Ñ South Africa is listed in tier two with 52 other countries,
including Canada, India, Kenya, Thailand, Russia and
Brazil. ÒSouth Africa has laws but needs to do more,Ó
said Kreston, adding that legislation combined with a
working criminal justice system would jump South Africa
into the first tier. Ñ MNA/Xinhua

ABU DHABI , 13 May Ñ OmanÕs multi-million-dollar
polypropylene plant being built in Sohar as a joint
venture between the government and a top South
Korean firm is to boost the national economy, UAEÕs
English daily Khaleej Times reported on Wednesday.
 The 320-million-dollar Oman Polypropylene project
signed in Muscat on Monday, is set to play a pivotal role
in OmanÕs Vision 2020 economic strategy and its ambitious
industrialization drive, top Omani officials were quoted
as saying. Using local raw materials, the project will result
in the emergence of several ancillary units and generate
employment opportunities for a significant number of
nationals, the officials said.

With an initial capacity of 340,000 tons per year of
different grades of polypropylene, the project, which is
expected to go on stream by September 2006, will receive
its feedstock from the 1.2-billion-dollar Sohar Refinery
under construction nearby.

Most of the output will be exported, with the
remaining quantity used locally by small industries.

The project will be financed by international banks.
A number of agreements were due to be signed by the end
of May. The Omani Government was considering setting
up a plastics park to encourage manufacture of polypro

OmanÕs mega polypropylene
project to boost economy

 Zimbabwean Mazda car
maker explores regional

ÒWe believe that there could be opportunities for
the export of  some of our products,Ó he added.

The plans were part of WMMIÕs efforts to boast
production at its factory in Harare, which was currently
operating at just 20-per-cent capacity.

It produces an average of 140 cars a month, all to
supply local  market, where Kumalo said demand was
good.ÒThe local market demand is currently good, but is
at a lower level than in the past due to the macro-economic
challenges the country is facing,Ó he said.Ñ MNA/Xinhua

 UgandaÕs  horticulture  exports  up by 25 per
cent annually

 KAMPALA , 13 May ÑThe Uganda Revenue Authority said in a report on Tuesday
that the countryÕs annual horticulture exports increased by over 25 per cent in the past
five years.

1999 when it earned the country only seven million US dollars.

Uruguayan port and judicial
authorities on Tuesday
began investigation into an
explosion at a South Korean
ship anchored at
Montevideo port.

Twenty seven people
were hurt in the blast,
mainly due to exposure to
toxic fumes leaked from an
ammoniac tank aboard the
ship, Sung Kyung 201.
Seven of the 19 victims
hospitalized, all foreigners,
remained in intensive care.

It was hard to know
who were on the ship at the
time of the blast, because
people could move freely in
or out of the ship,
Fernandez Franzini, the
ArmyÕs public relations
chief, said. There were
reports that about 80 people
were affected by the blast.

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Health officials warn India faces
ÒAIDSÓ tidal wave

 GENEVA, 13 May Ñ India, where an estimated 4.5 million people carry the
HIV virus, faces an AIDS Òtidal waveÓ and may have already overtaken South
Africa as the worldÕs most infected country, health experts warned on Tuesday.

BRUSSELS, 13 May  Ñ The headquarters of the European Union(EU) has been
accused of using Indonesian timber from illegal  logging in its buildings.

 China, where officials said at the
weekend that AIDS was spreading rapidly,
is also a major concern with 840,000 esti-
mated HIV infections amid unreliable data
in some areas, they added.

 Senior officials from the World Health
Organization (WHO), UNAIDS agency and
Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis
and Malaria were speaking at a news con-
ference to launch WHOÕs annual World
Health Report.

 The WHOÕs report warned the world
was not ready for the full social and eco-
nomic impact of AIDS, which has killed
more than 20 million people in the last
quarter century.

 The United Nations agency said that
unless nations pulled together to defeat it,
AIDS would destroy any hope of a better
life for tens of millions, including non-suf-
ferers, worldwide.

 South Africa has an estimated five
million HIV sufferers Ñ the highest
number worldwide Ñ against an official
4.5 million reported in India, according to
Richard Feachem, executive director of the
Geneva-based Global Fund.

 ÒI believe the Indian statistics are un-
derestimated and that already India has con-
siderably more infected people than South
Africa,Ó Feachem said.

 ÒWhat is much more alarming is look-
ing at the future. With an epidemic grow-
ing so fast and a large population, it will
become far, far larger than any epidemic in
any other country,Ó he added.

 India is the worldÕs second-most
populous nation, after China, with more
than one billion people.

 Despite the threat, India had not put
in place the necessary policies for prevent-
ing, testing and treating sufferers which
were needed Òif India is going to turn
around the tidal wave of HIV/AIDS which
is breaking over it,Ó Feachem said.

 ChinaÕs State Council, or Cabinet, on
Sunday ordered urgent measures including
school education and public awareness cam-
paigns to help keep the deadly virus in
check.

 Lee Jong-Wook, WHO director-gen-
eral who recently held talks with senior of-
ficials in Beijing, said China appeared de-
termined to confront AIDS. ÑMNA/Reuters

EU accused of fuelling trade in illegal timber

Greenpeace Interna-
tional Tuesday described the
EU economic and social
committee (ECOSOC) and
the European Commission
(EC)Õs Berlaymont building
in Brussels as Òforest crime
scenesÓ.  The environmental
organization claimed under-
cover investigations show
that wood used in renova-
tions of the two buildings
originates from companies
known for illegal and de-
structive logging in Indone-
siaÕs last rainforests.

Around 50 Greenpeace
activists Tuesday demon-
strated at the entrance of the

EC headquarters, holding
banners and posters like
Òstop illegal timber tradeÓ.

ÒNot only does the EU
allow the import of illegal
wood into Europe, it is fuel-
ling the trade in illegal and
destructive timber through
its own building projects,Ó
said a handout released by
the  activists.  They also
showed to the Press photos
which indicate that plywood
imported from Indonesia was
used in the EU building
projects. The EC, the EUÕs
executive, has denied the al-
legations. A spokesperson
said that as far as the EC is

aware, Òall the timber used
in the renovations comes
from renewable sources,Ó
and added that the matter
will be looked into when the
EC takes over the building.

The Berlaymont build-
ing, which is currently under
construction,  has already
been under criticism in the
past after it had to be evacu-
ated in 1991 when it was
found to be riddled with as-
bestos. For its part, ECOSOC
denied GreenpeaceÕs allega-
tion, saying that the wood
used originated from zones
in Indonesia where logging
is legal. Ñ MNA/Xinhua

 US oil hits new 13-year high, waits for
OPEC barrels

SINGAPORE , 13 May Ñ US oil prices struck new 13-year highs above 40 US
dollars a barrel on Wednesday as the market remained concerned over tight sup-
plies, despite a call by the worldÕs biggest exporter for OPEC to raise output next
month.

HANOI, 13 May Ñ Viet-
namese Ministry of Finance
has just slashed the tariff on
clinker imported from non-
ASEAN countries to 25 per
cent from 40 per cent.

Besides, the tariff on the
product coming from the
Association of the South-
East Asian Nations
(ASEAN) members is ex-
pected to be reduced to 10
per cent from the current 20
per cent by the end of this
year, according to Vietnam
Investment Review on
Wednesday.

The import tariff reduc-
tion taking place when prices
of raw materials for cement
production increase will help
the domestic cement indus-
try slash production cost.

The local demand for
cement is predicted to in-
crease to 25.7 million tons
this year, compared to 22.6
million tons last year.

Vietnam  lowers
import  tariffs

on  clinker

US light crude climbed
to a peak at 40.38 US
dollars a barrel, less than
one US dollars off the all-
time high for New York
crude futures at 41.15 US
dollars, reached in October
1990 after Iraq invaded
Kuwait.

At 0524 GMT, US
crude was up 28 cents
at 40.34 US dollars a
barrel.

Oil has ridden a
rollercoaster this week,
dropping one US dollar on
Monday when Saudi Ara-
bia proposed that the OPEC
producersÕ cartel raise
output limits by 1.5 million
barrels a day (BPD) to cool
down red-hot prices, which
have surged 20 per cent this
year.

The kingdom proposed
the increase be adopted at
the scheduled June 3 OPEC
ministersÕ meeting in Bei-
rut. But the market bounced

back to highs not seen since
just before the first Gulf
War on doubts that the
OPEC increase would tip
the supply-demand balance
in an already constricted
market.

The Organization of the
Petroleum-Exporting Coun-
tries has been pumping 1.5
million to 2.0 million BPD
above its official production
ceiling of 23.5 million BPD
since it agreed to cut sup-
ply by one million BPD
from April 1.

But David Thurtell,
commodities strategist at
Commonwealth Bank of
Australia in Sydney, said
Saudi Arabia was likely to
ensure that more barrels hit
the market after June.

ÒOPEC members will
overproduce on the new
quota. There will be a simi-
lar level of overproduction,
say 1.5 million BPD, on top
of the higher production

ceiling, which will be at 25
million,Ó Thurtell said.

ÒOPEC knows that all
high oil prices do is dam-
age economies and asset
markets, and with them the
demand for oil, while en-
couraging development of
competing oil resources.
The market should come to
its senses soon and will
come down in the next cou-
ple of months,Ó he said.

OPEC President
Purnomo Yusgiantoro said
on Tuesday he was consult-
ing other OPEC members
about the Saudi proposal,
which is likely to find
backing from Kuwait and
the United Arab Emirates,
which both opposed the
April cut to output limits.

Iran at the weekend
said it would not go
against any proposal to raise
production at the June
meeting.

The report said
although Africa is home to
two-thirds of all people
living with the disease, it
accounts for only 11 per
cent of the worldÕs total
population of some six
billion.

 The company already
has successfully comm-
ercialized Roundup Ready
corn and soybean feed
grains and had hoped to
spread its herbicide-
resistant  technology into
the vast wheat-growing
industry, starting in the
United States and Canadian
markets.

She received an extension
on the April 15 filing dead-
line, and the statement said
she paid about 750,000 US
dollars toward her federal, state
and local income tax liabili-
ties when she filed for the ex-
tension.

ÒWhile I am not a candi-
date for any public office, a

great deal of my financial in-
formation has been disclosed
for many years,Ó Heinz Kerry,
a favourite target of Republi-
can critics, said in the state-
ment.

no doubt take pride. This is a
defining piece of architec-
ture for Hong Kong and a
reflection of the confidence
of this world city to rise up to
the  challenges of the new
millennium.Ó Liao said the
bridge which had a main span
of 1,018 metres caught inter-
national attention not only
because of its length.

ÒThe bridge design was
adopted from the winning
design of an  international
competition in 2000 which
elicited participation  from
the best design and engineer-
ing firms in the world,Ó she
said.

The SCB is an important
part of Route 8 between

Tsing Yi and  Sha Tin. The
government will be adding
an east-west strategic route
linking the eastern part of
the New Territories to the
Airport upon completion of
this section of Route 8.

ÒThis new highway will

 WASHINGTON , 13 MayÑAnti-tobacco and other groups called on Tuesday for the
Bush Administration to push for quick US ratification of a global treaty to limit the
impact of smoking in public places.

RoveÕs former role as a Phillip Morris con-
sultant Ñ could thwart ratification, espe-
cially in an election year. The group also said
the Administration has a Òclear patternÓ of
signing treaties and abandoning them, such
as the Convention on the Rights of the Child
and the Convention on Biological Diversity.

 US officials said the tobacco pact in-
cludes a number of efforts the government
has already undertaken, including efforts to
prevent tobacco smuggling.

 ÒThe United States has long been a world
leader in anti-smoking efforts,Ó Health and
Human Services Secretary Tommy
Thompson said in a statement.

 Tobacco companiesÕ reaction was mixed.
RJ Reynolds spokesman Seth Moskowitz
said the United States already has Òample
authorityÓ to regulate the industry. Altria-
owned Phillip Morris has said it supports
most of the treatyÕs provisions.

 Smoking has been linked to lung cancer,
emphysema and other respiratory disorders.
Those who do not smoke but inhale it
secondhand can also suffer from cancer and
asthma. Ñ MNA/Reuters

 The World Health Organization accord,
which US officials signed on Monday, would
also ban tobacco advertising and increase
the size of warning labels on cigarette pack-
ages and other tobacco products.

 Consumer and health groups said the
United States must quickly submit the agree-
ment to the Senate for ratification.

ties to discuss a wide range of
issues, it said.

 As the regionÕs premier

Morgan has written to Liv-
erpool asking for talks over
a 73 million-pound (128.2
millionUS dollars) cash in-
jection, part of which would
come from a rights issue un-
derwritten by him.

 It is the second time this
season Morgan has offered
to invest in the club. Liver-
pool chief executive Rick
Parry met Shinawatra on
Monday.

 "In my view, the future of
Liverpool Football Club is
best served by the people
who love the club the most,
its supporters, of whom I am
proud to be one," Morgan
said in a statement on Tues-
day.

 "This proposal will not

only keep ownership of the
club with its supporters,
where it rightfully belongs.
It will also inject 73 million
pounds of new capital to
strengthen the playing squad
and help finance the pro-
posed new stadium."

 Morgan's proposal com-
prises a rights issue, which
is expected to raise 61 mil-
lion pounds, and a new share
issue directed at supporters
aimed at generating a fur-
ther 12 million pounds.

 Morgan, the former
owner of building company
Redrow, would underwrite
the share issue through his
company Bridgemere In-
vestments Limited.

 "This proposal would

keep the club under the con-
trol of its true supporters and
enable the ordinary fans to
participate in the fortunes of
the club for the first time,"
the statement said.

 "In addition, the club's
commercial rights to Asia
and indeed any other part of
the world would remain
where they belong Ñ in the
ownership of the club. This
would enable LFC alone to
benefit from the use of these
rights, which is essential to
generate future income."

 Liverpool are keen for
new investment to help fund
a move to a new stadium on
Stanley Park in time for the
2008 season as well as to pay
for new players following
another disappointing
season.  Ñ  MNA/Reuters

 Thaksin's spokesman, Jakrapob Penkair,
said an agreement would be announced
jointly by the Thai Government and Liver-
pool but he did not give a date.

 "It's almost 100 per cent," he told report-
ers. "Both sides are confident we will make
the announcement. As far as we are con-
cerned, we have finished the process."

 Thaksin, a telecoms tycoon before he
entered politics, met Liverpool chief execu-
tive Rick Parry in Bangkok on Monday and
said he wanted to buy a 30 per cent stake for
"more than" 100 million US dollars.

 "Thailand will buy it first and then we'll
discuss later whether the money will come
from the people or from the government or
the private sector," he told reporters.

 Liverpool chairman David Moores,

whose family has controlled the club for
more than half a century, hinted in January
he might relinquish some of his 51 per cent
share.

 Any deal would need to be approved by
the Liverpool board.

 "The Prime Minister told the Cabinet
meeting today that the negotiation was com-
pleted yesterday, but we have not announced
it because Liverpool needs to go through a
few more steps before it can make a formal
announcement," Jakrapob said.

 Thaksin, estimated by Forbes to be worth
1.4 billion US dollars, has said the deal
would inject cash into a new stadium.

 Liverpool want more seating than at their
45,000-capacity Anfield ground and even
considered a ground-share deal with city
rivals Everton.

 MADRID , 13 MayÑ Spanish media hailed Valencia and lambasted Real Madrid's

shortcomings on Monday after Rafa Benitez's side clinched their second league title
in three seasons.

Korea's Seongnam romp to  15-0 Asian
Champions League win

 Valencia made the most
of slip-ups by Real Madrid
and Barcelona to win the
Primera Liga with a typically
slick 2-0 victory over Sevilla
on Sunday.

 "Unlike Madrid, Valen-
cia are a complete team," said
daily El Mundo. "With fewer
stars and less glitter, Valen-
cia have more resources and
a greater ability to prevent
themselves being exposed
than Real."

 Rival daily El Pais high-
lighted Valencia's impressive
trajectory in recent seasons
saying that they had entered
a "golden age" of success in
the last five years.

 "Cup winners in 1999, fi-
nalists in the Champions
League in 2000 and 2001,
winners of the league in 2002
and this season, Valencia
have responded with enor-
mous efficiency to the chal-
lenges presented by modern
football."

 Valencia trailed Real
Madrid by eight points at the
beginning of March, but
fought back strongly in the
run-in while their illustrious
rivals folded under the pres-
sure.

 They took over at the top
on April 11 after Real
slumped to a 3-0 home de-
feat against Osasuna and re-

tained the leadership from
then on.

 There was universal
agreement that Valencia's
victory was a triumph for the
traditional footballing virtues
of a strong team spirit, care-
ful planning and good coach-
ing.

 "Valencia won their sixth
league title thanks to the hard
work of recent years," said
Valencia daily Las
Provincias. "The rewards
keep coming as shown by
the way they obtained the
new title by crushing their
millionaire 'galactico' rivals."

 The media's assessment
was supported by Valencia
captain David Albelda and
his team mates.

 "This title is a victory for
humility and hard work,"
said Albelda. "It is proof
that in this life money isn't
everything. We are deserved
winners. We have a very
down-to-earth squad, keen
to do things well and we
have worked full out all sea-
son."

 Fellow midfielder Ruben
Baraja, who scored Valen-
cia's second goal against
Sevilla, agreed with
Albelda's verdict.

 "Winning the league ahead
of an all-powerful team like
Real makes this triumph even
more valuable," he said.
