The short introduction of the booklet gives us basic
important facts about orchids in general and Myanmar
native orchids in particular. Myanmar word@ha-khwaD
for orchid literally means flowering plants that grow on
tree branches, though of course there are other species
which thrive on ground, on mossy stones and even on any
decomposed substances. English word OOrchidO derives
from Greek word OOrchisO meaning cup-shaped flowers.

There are about 725 orchid genera in the world and
according to orchid experts about 17,500 species exist in
the world. Some even guess up to 30,000 or 35,000 on
earth. Forest department has recorded 841 species in
Myanmar orchid family. These species are noted for their
colours, formation, and strange pollination. Size of
Myanmar orchids varies from tiny ones like platystcle
and Bulbophyllum to giant ones like Grammatophylum.

Except freezing polar regions and scorching deserts,
orchids are found everywhere in the world. Tropical rain
forests are the habitat of most orchid species. Most orchids
grow on trees but they do not take food from trees. Some
species grow not only on stones but also on telephone
