The opening of China-ASEAN Business
and Investment Summit was held in
Nanning, Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous Re-
gion, the PeopleÕs Republic of China, on 3
November afternoon, and  Prime Minister
Lt-Gen Soe Win delivered an dresses.

Prime Minister Lt-Gen Soe Win said
that in the rapidly-changing world, regional
cooperation is the only thing that can prom-
ise economic growth, attract foreign invest-
ment and create job opportunities. Integra-
tion is essential for the East Asia so as to
secure a position in the world market. Al-
though it is said that developed countries
are in support of free trade, it is regional
solidarity that matters as protectionism is
still in practice. ASEAN and China should
make greater cooperation to overcome chal-
lenges, he said.

ChinaÕs economic growth will lead to
creating opportunities for ASEAN nations.
Likewise, the Chinese practice of the open-
door  economic policy has provided a huge
market for ASEAN products.

With economic development between
ASEAN and China, the commercial and
trade links between them will become
broader.

There has been a gradual increase in
the economy and trade between ASEAN and
China in the past years with 15 per cent
growth in annual trade.

The trade between the two regions
reached US$ 45.8 million in 2002 and US$
78.2 million in 2003, an increase by 42.9 per
cent. By means of ASEAN-China integra-
tion, there will emerge a market for 1,700
million consumers, one third of the world
population. The prospect of economic
growth in Myanmar which is in the process
of transition to the market-oriented eco-
nomic system is encouraging.

As for foreign investment, altogether 27
countries have invested US$ 7.6 billion in
Myanmar.

NEAR FALLUJAH , 6  Nov Ñ  An attack on a US military convoy wounded 20 Marines in western
Iraq on Saturday, a Marine spokesman said.

He gave no details of
the incident in the Sunni
Muslim city of Ramadi,
68 miles west of
Baghdad for security
reasons but said all the

injured were from the 1st
Marine Expeditionary
Force.

The spokesman
could not confirm reports
a suicide bomber had

attacked a Marine
convoy near Ramadi, one
of two rebel-held cities
US forces hope to
capture in a military
offensive expected soon.

A police source in
Ramadi told Reuters a car
bomb had exploded near
a US military convoy at
2 pm on the main road
east from the city. The
source said a truck
carrying troops was
damaged in the blast.

Hospital workers also
said at least one Iraqi was
killed and 14 wounded in
clashes between guerillas
and US forces in Ramadi.

30 killed in spate of
guerilla attacks in Iraq
FALLUJAH, 6 NovÑ More than 30 people were killed and

more than 60 wounded in a rash of suicide bombings and
mortar and rocket attacks in the Sunni Triangle on Saturday,
as US Marines and soldiers prepared for a possible assault
on the rebel-held city of Fallujah. The wounded included at
least 16 US soldiers injured when a suicide bomber rammed
a car into their convoy in Ramadi, 60 miles west of
Baghdad, US officials said.

The deadliest violence occurred Saturday morning
in Samarra, a city about 65 miles north of Baghdad that
US and Iraqi forces retook from guerillas early last
month. A series of closely coordinated attacks killed
about 30 people, according to tallies by news services,
which canvassed hospitals. More than half of the
casualties were Iraqi police officers killed in mortar
attack or ground assaults on police stations.

At 9.30 am in Samarra, a car bomb hidden in a stolen
Iraqi police truck exploded after US soldiers fired on it
as it approached the office of the mayor, who was
installed with the backing of US troops last month. One
American and four Iraqi soldiers were wounded, the
military said. A half-hour later, a car bomb detonated
near a US-Iraqi patrol on the east side of Samarra and a
mortar shell hit an outdoor market.

A military spokesman said he could not confirm an
Associated Press report quoting a hospital official as
saying the fatalities included an Iraqi National Guard
commander, Abdel Razeq Shaker Garmali. Correspondent

 ÒThe President of Iraq
would like to see me and it
is with pleasure that I will
host him,Ó Chirac told a
news conference.

 Chirac left the EU sum-
mit early to attend a me-
morial for the late leader of
the United Arab Emirates,
Sheikh Zayed bin Sultan
al-Nahayan, but denied he
was avoiding the interim
Iraqi Prime Minister, who
has criticized FranceÕs
stance on Iraq.

 ÒI have never refused
to meet Prime Minister
(Iyad) Allawi. Moreover,
I met him at the G-8 sum-
mit in the United States,Ó

Chirac said.
 ÒPrime Minister

Allawi has his own per-
sonality, sometimes his
remarks are more or less
persuasive, but naturally I
have no problem at all with
the Iraqi authorities,Ó he
added.

 Allawi upset Paris by
saying in newspaper in-
terviews that FranceÕs
stance against the US-led
invasion of Iraq would not
spare it from terrorist at-
tack.

 He further angered
European states on Thurs-
day by describing states
that opposed the US-war
in Iraq as ÒspectatorsÓ. On
Friday he said his com-
ments were in the past now
and that he wanted to
Òforge a positive alliance
with EuropeÓ.

 EU leaders were to
meet Allawi at a lunch and

present him with a recon-
struction package.

 The relatively modest
package consists of 16.5
million euros (21 million
US dollars) for January
elections in Iraq, support
for developing the crimi-
nal justice system and the
prospect of help for a
United Nations protection
force for the elections.

 Chirac meanwhile said
France remained con-
vinced a political solution
was needed in Iraq, and
that deadlines set out in a
UN resolution on Iraq
must be met.

Bush Iraq adviser Blackwill
to step down

WASHINGTON , 6 Nov Ñ The Bush administration's lead official on Iraq policy has told the White
House he plans to leave in the coming weeks, US officials said on Saturday, ahead of Iraq's planned
elections.

Robert Blackwill had
been mentioned in
speculation about
President Bush's second-
term foreign policy team,
with some observers
pegging him as a
possible successor to
national security adviser
Condoleezza Rice.

Blackwill told Rice
several weeks ago he
would leave soon after
the US election, said a

White House official who
declined to be identified.

His departure was
first reported by The
Washington Post.

Blackwill, a former
US ambassador to India,
was tapped by the White
House in August 2003 to
be coordinator for strate-
gic planning to Rice and
manage the administra-
tion's Iraq policy.

He was widely
credited with reshaping

the administration's
policy by focusing on
ending American control
of Iraq and establishing
the temporary govern-
ment. Blackwill was
closely involved in
selecting the Iraqi
interim leadership.

Elections to select
Iraq's new government
are set for 27 Jan. But
there have been doubts
about them because of
the continuing battle with

insurgents there.
Before becoming

ambassador to India in
2001, Blackwill taught at
Harvard University's
John F Kennedy School
of Government. He also
held various other
government and diploma-
tic positions.

News of Blackwill's
departure coincides with
the resignation of another
key admini-stration
official. Cofer Black,
who was Bush's point
man for international
terrorism policy, has quit
after a botched terrorism

Police targeted in deadly
Samarra attacks

BAGHDAD , 6 Nov ÑFourÊcar bombs andÊattacks onÊthreeÊpolice stations in
the central IraqiÊtown of Samarra have left at least 37 people dead andÊ62
wounded.

A health official said 23 people,
including nine policemen, were killed
and 40 wounded, among them 17
policemen, in the first three bomb
explosions on Saturday in theÊtown north
of Baghdad.

The fourth blast occurred at 12:30 pm
(0930 GMT) when a bomber rammed a
car into a police station, killing 10 Iraqi
police officers and wounding five, police
said.

The local commander of the Iraqi rapid
reaction force, Brigadier Abd al-Razzaq
al-Jarmin, was among the dead in the
first two blasts near the town hall and a
nearby checkpoint.

Samarra's mayor, Major General Tariq
Uwaid, was wounded.

"I saw a car trying to reach the town

hall," bookshop owner Muhammad
Ahmad said. "When police stopped it, it
exploded."

US forces carried out simultaneous
attacks on three police stations in
Samarra, north of Baghdad, killing four
policemen, wounding 17 and capturing
10.Ê

Another car bomb exploded later,
targeting a US convoy that was trying to
reach the scene of the first two bombings,
police said. They had no word on
casualties in that attack.

Witnesses said US troops opened fire
amid chaotic scenes in the city centre,
hitting some cars. Rescue services could
not immediately reach them to evacuate
any casualties.

 Hassan, 59, head of
leading charity CARE In-
ternational in Iraq, is one
of the highest-profile vic-

tims in a scourge of
kidnappings that has
plagued Iraq.

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Two US Army soldiers face murder
charges in Baghdad

LOS ANGELES,  6 Nov Ñ Two US Army soldiers face murder charges in a military trial in Baghdad for
shooting and killing a badly wounded Iraqi teenager mistaken for a guerilla by US troops, the Los Angeles
Times reported on Thursday on its web site.

 The newspaper quoted
the two Army staff ser-
geants as saying they shot
and killed the Iraqi boy in a
Òmercy killingÓ as he lay
moaning on the ground in
an August incident in the
Baghdad slum of Sadr City.

 The two soldiers told US
officials that they killed the
teenager in order to Òput
him out of his miseryÓ, the
newspaper said.

  LONDON, 6 Nov Ñ  British house prices fell 1.1 per cent in October compared with the previous month
as successive hikes of interest rates continued to bite, showing a steepest fall in four years, Halifax bank
said on Thursday.

 The countryÕs largest
mortgage lender said this
is the steepest rate of de-
cline since October 2000,
but after a revised 1.3-
per-cent gain in the month
before.

 It said that on a quar-
terly basis, prices fell by
0.4 per cent between July
and October, the first
three-month fall since the

last quarter of 2000. But it
said the annual rate is still
at 18.5  per cent than a year
earlier although below 20
per cent for the first time in
six months.

 The average price of a
house in Britain now
stands at 160,857 pounds
or 289,542 US dollars,
down from 162,911
pounds or 292,239 US dol-

lars in September.
 The bank said recent

rate rises had raised mort-
gage payments as  a per-
centage of earnings, from
14 per cent to 19 per cent
for new borrowers over
the past year.

Industrial zones have been set up to relocate
numerous industries in large collections in single
places for rapid progress of the industrial sector.

Department designated the Thakayta industrial ward
as an industrial zone on 5 February 1999.

Chairman of Myanmar Industrial Development
Committee Minister for Industry-1 U Aung Thaung,
In-charge of the Thakayta Industrial Zone Minister
at the Prime MinisterÕs Office Brig-Gen Pyi Sone,
officials, sales agents and others attended the
ceremony.

Ministers U Aung Thaung and Brig-Gen Pyi
Sone made speeches. General Manager of the
company Dr Aung Thein explained the companyÕs
efforts to win the certificate. The company is
manufacturing and distributing quality electrical
apparatus. With the aim of penetrating the global
market in the long run, the company has been trying
to produce quality goods to win the satisfaction of
consumers, to manufacture goods of international
standard, to take part as a force in the StateÕs
economic and social sectors and to benefit the whole
nation. Timely distribution of goods to fulfil market
demands, production of quality goods, and ensuring
consumer satisfaction are its three basic policies.

As the company has continued to manufacture
TV antennas and accessories, boosters, safeguards,
inverters, voltage regulators, battery chargers and
other  electronic apparatus of high quality, it won
the ISC 9001:2000 certificate on 13 August 2004.

PHNOM PENH, 7 NovÑCambodian
Prime Minister Hun Sen on Friday
described the first China-ASEAN Expo
as very successful, saying it is very
important for the establishment of a free
trade area (FTA) between China and
ASEAN in 2010.

 The US military said an airstrike
after midnight smashed three Òbarricaded
fighting positionsÓ after a series of raids
the previous day hit anti-aircraft weapons
and an arms cache.

Air and artillery strikes, described
by residents as the heaviest in months,
rocked Fallujah well into the night, but
there was no immediate word on
casualties. One US soldier was  killed by
guerilla fire on the edge of the city on
Friday. US Marines are set to spearhead
an attack on Fallujah some 30 miles west
of Baghdad, and troops have used leaflets
and loudhailers to urge civilians to leave.
More than half the  population of 300,000
has already done so.

  Allawi, due back in Baghdad soon
after a trip to Europe,  told the BBC
AnnanÕs letter was confused and unclear
and offered  no alternative plan for
dealing with the rebels.

  ÒI donÕt know what pressure he has
to bear on the guerillas If he can stop the
guerillas from inflicting damage  and
killing Iraqis, then he is welcome,Ó said
Allawi. Ñ MNA/Reuters

More tourists flock to Middle East
 ABU DHABI , 7 Nov Ñ  The World Tourism Organization (WTO) has said

that international tourism arrivals in the Middle East increased by 24 per cent
in the first eight months of 2004, the Gulf News daily reported Saturday.

 The WTO projections from January
to August this year are over 23  million
international tourists visiting the region,
up four million compared to the same
period of 2003, and the number is
expected to be much higher by the end
of this year.

 The Middle East has overcome the
disruption caused by the Iraq   conflict
and is reckoned to have recorded almost
a quarter more international arrivals up
to August, said the WTOÕs bulletin for
the third quarter.

 During the first eight months, most
destinations in the Middle East with
monthly data available continue the good
performance, based on the continued
strong development of the intra-regional

market.  Various destinations in the
Mediterranean area continued the
positive trend of the last quarter of 2003,
attracting largely from the European
market, especially Russia.

 Meanwhile, Egypt, where the
largest market share belongs to Western
and Southern Europe, saw visitors
increase by 49 per cent up to August,
while receipts increased by 52 per cent
in the first half  of the year.

 The figures make the Middle East
the second highest growth region in
tourism this year after the Far East,
which recorded a 37-per-cent growth
and whose tourism industry was badly
affected by SARS last year.

surgery.

 India is an attractive
option because it com-
bines highly skilled medi-
cal care and facilities at a
fraction of what it would
cost elsewhere. It also
cuts down on long wait-
ing periods Ñ in Britain,
for instance, patients
could end up waiting for
two to three years for
treatment.

 At the moment, 20
patients from Tanzania are
in the country for  treat-
ment, Choudhury dis-
closed.

 Building on the 23 per
cent growth in foreign tour-
ist arrivals in 2003, India is
witnessing a 26-per-cent
rise in international arriv-
als and                     41-per-
cent rise in foreign ex-
change earnings this year.

Two thirds of the infected
were in the age bracket of
15-29.  She said the oil-rich
country of 15 million peo-
ple has the fifth largest
number of HIV carriers
among the Commonwealth
of   Independent States.
KazakhstanÕs HIV preva-
lence is attributable to the
influx of heroin from Af-

WorldÕs most advanced mily powers

BARCELONA  (Spain), 6 Nov Ñ  The worldÕs most advanced military powers
are using the Internet to spy on their enemies and prepare digital attacks
against rogue targets, a leading cyber security expert said on Friday.

Putin approves RussiaÕs
ratification of Kyoto protocol
 MOSCOW, 6 Nov Ñ President Vladimir Putin approved RussiaÕs ratifica-

tion of the Kyoto Protocol, the Kremlin said on Friday, which will make the UN
environment pact aimed at curbing global warming effective worldwide.

 A Kremlin spokesman said Putin
signed ParliamentÕs ratification of the
protocol late on Thursday. It will come
into law in Russia once PutinÕs
decision is officially published.

 Both chambers of RussiaÕs Parlia-
ment approved ratification of the pact
last month after Putin gave it his
blessing.

 The UN accord aimed at curbing
global warming is already backed by
126 countries. But it needed RussiaÕs
support to make it internationally bind-
ing after the United States, the worldÕs
biggest polluter, pulled out in 2001.

 The 1997 Kyoto Protocol obliges
rich nations to cut overall emissions of
heat-trapping carbon dioxide by 5.2 per
cent below 1990 levels by 2008-12 by
curbing use of coal, oil and natural gas
and shifting to cleaner energies like
solar or wind power.

 To come into force, the pact needed
to be ratified by countries accounting
for at least 55 per cent of developed

nationsÕ greenhouse gas emissions.
 Russia, which accounts for 17 per

cent, became the key to Kyoto after
Washington pulled out saying the pact
was too costly and unfairly exempted
large rapidly industrializing countries
such as China and India.

 Russia signed the Kyoto Protocol in
1999. But it agreed to ratify only in
exchange for European Union agreement
on terms for MoscowÕs admission to the
World Trade Organization.

 Putin signed the bill into law just
days before he was due to meet leaders of
the EU, which has urged RussiaÕs ratifi-
cation, at a summit in the Netherlands.

 Rising global temperatures have been
linked to extreme weather including
droughts, flooding and higher sea levels,
which some see as possible sparks for
regional conflicts.

 But critics of the pact say it will cost
trillions of dollars and have scant impact
unless countries like China get involved.

 Clarke said he suspects
Russia and China are the
most pervasive users of
Internet for intelligence-

gathering on suspected en-
emy states and plotting
ways to use the informa-
tion for military purposes.

 ÒMaybe the United
States too,Ó he told Reuters
at a security conference
here.

 Clarke worked for the
last three US presidents as
a White House national
security adviser. He re-
signed after the Septem-
ber 11, 2001 attacks on
America and has been a
vocal critic of the Bush
AdministrationÕs anti-ter-
ror and Iraq campaigns.

 His latest comments
come as network security
experts report a growing
sophistication of attacks
on business and govern-
ment web sites, either
knocking them offline for
long periods or cracking
their defences to steal trade
secrets.

 With more and more
of the worldÕs crucial na-
tional infrastructure Ñ
from emergency police
hotlines to power grids Ñ
connected, at times, to the
public Internet, the risk of
cyber attacks is growing.

 In addition, a new crop
of elaborate computer pro-
grammes has been un-
leashed on the Internet,
capable of snooping on
security networks for top
secret information.

 Experts agree there is
scant evidence so far of
state-sponsored efforts to
hack into military compu-
ter systems or compromise
national security net-

 Mwape said the visit
by Wu shows the impor-
tance attached to bilateral
relations by the Chinese
Government, and will fur-
ther boost the existing
friendly ties between the
two countries.

 He noted that the two
countries have just
marked three important
events in October, namely
the 55th anniversary of
the founding of the Peo-

pleÕs Republic of China,
the 40th anniversary of
ZambiaÕs independence
and the 40th anniversary
of the establishment of dip-
lomatic relations between
China and Zambia.

40 years.

 The Vice-President
expressed the hope that
two countries will work
together to explore oppor-
tunities in agriculture, min-
ing and tourism, where
there is a huge potential to
be tapped.

He noted that the
traditional friendship be-
tween China and Zambia

Britain in danger of exceeding
govt borrowing target

 LONDON, 6 NovÑ British Chancellor of the Exchequer Gordon Brown is in
danger of breaking his Ògolden economic ruleÓ on borrowing because tax
revenues are likely to fall short of Treasury forecasts, a new study said Friday.

A survey by Price
WaterHouseCoopers
(PwC) casts doubt on the
ChancellorÕs ability to
adhere to his rule that the
Labour government
would only borrow to in-
vest, not to finance its
spending plans, over an
economic cycle.

 PwC says corporate
tax receipts are likely to
be significantly lower
than the Treasury is cur-
rently forecasting and that
the Finance Minister may
be forced to break his
golden rule during the
current economic cycle
ending in the 2005/06 fis-
cal year.

 The rule requires a
rise of at least seven bil-
lion pounds (12.6  billion
US dollars) a year in tax
revenues. This will be im-
possible if economic
growth falls short of gov-
ernment forecasts made
in the budget report in

March, says PwC.
 PwC is forecasting

that government borrow-
ing wil l  increase to
around 40 billion pounds
(72 billion US dollars) in
2005/06 but says this
does not signal an Òim-
mediate crisisÓ in the
countryÕs public f i-
nances.

 It projects that the
British Government will
have to raise between
seven and 11 billion
pounds (12.6 billion US
dollars) in taxes unless
it cuts spending after
2007.

1.3 trillion by 2300

 NEW YORK, 6 NovÑ The Earth may be home to 1.3 trillion people by 2300
if couples overlook the two-child norm, but world population could be around
nine billion if they conform, a United Nations report said here.

 The report said, world
population would stabilize
around nine billion, a best
case scenario, if fertility
level continues to decline
and every woman in every
country had two children.

 Even small variations
in these projections will
have enormous impacts in

the long term. As little as
one-quarter of a child un-
der the two-child norm, or
one-quarter of a child
above it, would result in
world populations rang-
ing from 2.3 billion to 36.4
billion.

Given progress in ex-
tending life expectancy,

the UN says, people could
expect, on average, to live
more than 95 years by
2300.Japan, which is the
global leader in life ex-
pectancy today, is pro-
jected to have a life ex-
pectancy of more than 106
years by 2300.

Japan sees first crimes
drop in 8 years

 TOKYO,7 Nov Ñ JapanÕs crime
cases, except those involving traffic ac-
cidents, in 2003 dropped 2.2 per cent
from the previous year to 2,790,444,
declining for the first time in eight years,
a Justice Ministry white paper said Fri-
day. Thefts accounted for the bulk of the
crimes at 2,235,844, down 60 per cent,
the white paper said, attributing the de-
crease to reinforced measures against
street crimes, such as purse snatching.

 However, frauds jumped up by 21.9
per cent. The so-called ÒItÕs meÓ phone
fraud cases took up around 10 per cent,
involving some 4.3 billion yen (40 mil-
lion US dollars).

 Most of the victims in such kind of

cases were the elderly, who fell for calls
from swindlers claiming themselves as
family members, relatives or acquaint-
ances and asking for money transfer.

 Murders and robberies also grew by
40 per cent and 9.7 per cent respectively.
The document also said that prison in-
mates reached to 61,534 people, not only
exceeding 60,000 for the first time in 43
years, but also overrunning prisonsÕ ac-
commodation capabilities by 16 per cent,
the worst since 1972.

 Besides the growing number of the
indicted, the situation has also been exac-
erbated by longer penalties against felo-
nies, the white paper said.
