The State Peace and Development Council
has been simultaneously implementing the devel-
opment plan for border areas, the 24-region de-
velopment plan and the five rural development
tasks to ensure harmonious development of states
and divisions throughout the nation.

In doing so, the Government, the people
and the Tatmadaw have been working in concert.

Besides national development tasks, the
project for greening dry and arid regions includ-
ing Magway District is also being implemented in
accordance with the guidance by Head of State
Senior General Than Shwe. As a result, the re-
gions in the up-country has now begun to be lush
and green.

Macao's first cable-stayed bridge named ÒSai VanÓ
 MACAO, 8 DecÑ MacaoÕs first cable-stayed bridge was Monday named ÒSai VanÓ meaning West

Lake, which was selected from over 1,000 entries in a contest.
Construction of the 2,200-metre bridge has been

the largest public project since Macao returned to the
Motherland at the end  of 1999. The project was
scheduled for completion before the fifth anniversary
of the founding of the Macao Special Administrative
Region (SAR) on December 20.

 Since the unveiling of the bridge will be an impor-
tant part of the anniversary celebration, Macao people
have paid a special  concern to the naming of the
bridge. A five-member judging  committee was set up
in August to receive proposals for the name  of the
bridge. The selection result has been submitted to the
SAR  government to make the final choice.

 Designed with double deck carriageways, the ca-
ble-stayed bridge adopted the worldÕs first design of

pylon type. It starts from the Sai Van Lake on the
Macao Peninsula linking it to Taipa Island.

An important feature of the bridge is that cable of
the bridge stays at 10-metre intervals and arrays in a M-
shaped arch that  signals the capital letter of ÒMacaoÓ.

Construction of the bridge started in 2002. The
double-deck design allows six lanes in the upper layer
and four lanes in the lower, which is shut down in
common days and opens only when a  typhoon hits the
city.

As the third bridge linking the Macao Peninsula
and Taipa Island, the bridge has also left room for the
installation of a light rail. The bridge is important in
infrastructure to accommodate an economic take-off
of the  Macao SAR. ÑMNA/Xinhua

Situation in Iraq unlikely to improve
NEW YORK, 8 DecÑ The situation in Iraq is unlikely to improve anytime

soon, according to a classified cable and briefings from the Central Intelli-
gence Agency, the New York Times reported on Tuesday.

The assessments are
more pessimistic than the
Bush AdministrationÕs por-
trayal of the situation to the
public, government offi-
cials told the newspaper.
The classified cable Ñ sent
last month by the CIAÕs
station chief in Baghdad
after the completion of a
one-year tour of duty there
Ñ painted a bleak picture
of IraqÕs politics, econo-

mics and security and reit-
erated briefings by Michael
Kostiw, a senior CIA offi-
cial, according to the
Times.The station chief
cannot be identified be-
cause he is still working
undercover, the Times
added.

The cable, described as
Òunusually candid,Ó cau-
tioned that security in the
country is likely to dete-

riorate unless the Iraqi
Government makes sig-
nificant progress in assert-
ing its authority and build-
ing up the economy, the
paper said.

Spokesmen for the
White House and the CIA
told the Times that they
could not discuss intelli-
gence matters and classi-
fied documents.

Iraq calls for tight controls on
compensation to neighbours
GENEVA, 8 DecÑ Iraq on Tuesday called for tight

controls on billions of dollars due to be awarded its
neighbours for environmental damage from its 1990
invasion and seven-month occupation of Kuwait.

 One per cent of funds should be used to monitor
compensation payments and ensure they are spent
appropriately on environment projects, according to
IraqÕs speech to the United Nations Compensation
Commission (UNCC), obtained by Reuters.

The UNCCÕs Governing Council, a subsidiary of
the Security Council, began three-day, closed-door
talks on 23 billion US dollars of environmental claims
lodged by six countries, diplomats said.

But the Governing Council is expected to award
only a small portion of the 23 billion US dollars
claimed by Kuwait, Saudi Arabia, Iran, Jordan, Turkey
and Syria, they added.

IraqÕs neighbours are seeking a total of 87 billion US
dollars to clean up oil lakes, restore coastlines and fish
stocks, and address public health issues dating to the
occupation and 1991 Gulf War. ÒIraq is suggesting a
mechanism to control the money,Ó Iraqi diplomat
Mukdad Hadi-Salman, who addressed the UNCCÕs Gov-
erning Council, told Reuters. ÒIt would be a committee
between Iraq, the states that get the money and the UNCC
to discuss how to fulfil the environmental projects,Ó he said.

No decision was expected this week on the pro-
posal Ñ which for the first time would give Iraq a say
in how funds derived from its oil exports would be
spent by successful claimants.Ñ MNA/Reuters

Only by means of Noble Eightfold
Path, the fire of defilements can be extinguished. ÒExcept in my Sasana, there
could not be any arahats who realized the Dhamma,Ó so preached the Buddha
in the Mahaparinibbana-sutta. Even the Buddha attained Enlightenment and
obtained Buddhahood only as a result of following the Middle Way or Noble
Eightfold Path. The Noble Eightfold Path can be compared to pure cold water,
which can put out the fire of defilements.

The people in the world are afflicted with the fire of lust, anger and
delusion and face with different kinds of problems and dangers. Peace cannot be
achieved just by propagating. The degree of success for getting peace depends
on how much we can control lust, anger and delusion. Therefore to establish a
peaceful and prosperous world, the fire of lust, anger and delusion should be
controlled not only by individuals, but also by making a great effort to propagate
Noble Eightfold throughout the world.

Sakyamuni Gotama Buddha recommends in the Mahaparinibbana-
sutta that if the Sangha meet frequently to work for the Sasana there is always
prospect for success. Therefore by holding World Buddhist Summits frequently
Buddhist leaders should discuss and draw plans for promoting and propagating
the Sasana. All Buddhists should actively cooperate in this great endeavour to
implement the plans for the promotion and propagation of the Sasana.

We, Bud-
dhists, are taught to abide by Sila (the precepts), the first of which is to
refrain from killing. We are also taught, among other things, to observe the
four divine abidings, namely the loving-kindness (Metta), compassion
(Karuna), sympathetic joy (Mudita) and equanimity (Ubekkha).

I am therefore very pleased to see that we, Buddhists, have made
efforts, by holding this World Buddhist Summit, which, among other things,
aims to encourage Buddhists to help build lasting peace in the world, through
the observance and propagation of the Lord BuddhaÕs teachings. This is great
and most valuable contribution from Buddhists at the critical juncture of the
world. I wish you all a success in this quest of peace and happiness for all

The following are the five objectives for holding
the World Buddhist Summit:

(1) To promote friendship, mutual understanding
and cooperation among the Buddhist
countries

the following:
(1) To preserve Buddhism as the original teaching

and to keep its pristine purity
(2) To disseminate the original teaching of the Bud-

dha effectively
(3) To apply the modern method and technique in

preservation, teaching, learning
and research of Buddha Sasana

(4) To protect Buddhist historical sites, ancient pa-
godas, Buddha images, Buddhist literature and
cultural heritage from natural disaster and de-
struction by opposition forces.

There are four essential requirements for preserva-
tion, protecting, promotion, propagation, teaching, and
learning of the BuddhaÕs Dhamma. They are as fol-
lows:

(1) Man Power
(2) Money Power
(3) Material Power
(4) Mind Power
When we talk about manpower, we need to mobi-

lize the power of monks, government, educated
persons,technicians and people from all walks of life
for the promotion of Buddhism. Just as different na-
tions with different political outlooks united in forming
the United Nations, we Buddhists should try to unite
our Buddhist nations and form United Buddhist Na-
tions. In order to reach that stage, we need a powerful
spirit of Buddhist brotherhood. The foundation of that
spirit is friendship, understanding, forgiveness and
patience. Added to these qualities are virtue and wis-
dom. I believe the present conference will contribute a
great deal to friendship and mutual understanding among
Buddhist leaders.

Without money power, we cannot undertake great
religious projects effectively. During the BuddhaÕs life-
time, a wealthy man named Anathapindika built the
Jetavana monastery for the Buddha at the cost of 540
million. In this monastery the Buddha with his disci-
ples spent their days for twentyfive years. The Buddha
also preached many Suttas and many people became
Arahats after listening to the BuddhaÕs sermons. About
300 Buddhist Era, Emperor Asoka spent millions to
build monasteries and pagodas and to send missionary
monks to nine regions. The venue of the World Bud-
dhist Summit, the Maha Pasana Cave, was built at the
cost of 9 million Kyats (Myanmar currency) in 1952.

Nowadays the renovation of this great Cave cost
900 million Kyats. The sponsor of the World Buddhist
Summit, the Government of the Union of Myanmar
spent millions of money for this conference. There is
no doubt that without money power, these grand projects
cannot be implemented.

kinds of power, mind power is the main power for
successful promotion and propagation of Buddhism.

By using these four essential powers
judiciously,Emperor Asoka had done a great service to
Buddhism. As a result of Emperor AsokaÕs missionary
efforts, Buddhism spread to Greece, Turkey and Rus-
sia in the west and to the whole of Southeast Asia. It
was recorded in the history of Buddhism that Emperor
Asoka built thousands of Padogas and monasteries.

Today since these four powers were not combined
well and used in Indian continent, land of the birth of
Triple gem became the land of death of Buddhism. The
big area of Buddhism has been reduced in size. Em-
peror AsokaÕs temples and monasteries became heaps
of broken bricks. Therefore, at this World Buddhist
Summit I would like to urge my brothers and sisters to
safeguard, maintain and disseminate Buddhism to the
best of their ability.

When we look at the international situation, we
will find everything is in ferment lacking stability in
political, economic, social and military situation. The
instability of the world starts with unstable state of
each individual, whose unfulfilment of desires pave the

Let me go further to give you historical flashback
of the BuddhaÕs advice at a Sangha conference in his
lifetime. His advice will be very a useful guideline for
our meetings.

Nine months after his Enlightenment,even the Bud-
dha held the First All Sangha Order Conference at
Veluvana Monastery in Rajagaha. At the Veluvana
Sangha Conference, the Buddha approved Ashin
Sariputta as first monk leader and Ashin
Mahamoggallana as the second monk leader to super-
vise the Sangha Order.

The main points of BuddhaÕs Ovada (Admonition)
at the conference were as a follows:

  (1) Patience (Forbearance) is the best virtue
  (2) The monk must not ill-treat the others.
  (3) The monk must not accuse, abuse, and

blame the others.
 (4) Control your bodily, verbal and mental

action.
 (5) The monk must be content with the food,

residence and his sleeping place.
 (6) The monks must keep on practicing medi

tation.
 (7) Avoid all evil actions.
 (8) Avoid all evil speech.
 (9) Avoid all evil thoughts.
(10) Try to purify the mind.
Therefore, following the BuddhaÕs advice at the

above meeting, we, the sons and daughters of the
Buddha, should earnestly discuss the propagation of
Buddhism for the benefit of mankind with patience,
contentment and optimism at this conference.
Four Big Tasks

There are two main points in Dhamma preached by
Buddha, namely, Noble Path and Noble Truth. Bud-
dhaÕs sons and daughters have been carrying the mes-
sage of Noble Path and Noble Truth from generation to
generation and preserve them for 2500 years. Although
different Buddhists practice different traditions, there
has been no dispute over the Noble Path and Truth.
This is one of the significant features of Buddhism.

The BuddhaÕs sons and daughters who live during
the age of Buddha Sasana are all servants of Buddhism.
Because of carrying over of Buddha Sasana, which the
Buddha preached for fortyfive years, by generations of
our brothers, sisters and teachers, we come to possess
this Sasana. For the younger generations of our broth-
ers and sisters to continue to work over the Noble path
to realize Noble truth and to enjoy the bliss of Nibbana,
we must carry out four big tasks effectively. They are

The same is true of material power. To make the
Buddhist Summit a success, new audio-visual system,
computers, mobile phones, transmission equipment,
electrical appliances and printing press had to be in-
stalled and used.

Moreover, the most important prerequisites for the
promotion and propagation of Buddhism is mind power.
However much money, material and manpower we
have, without knowledge, character, and virtue, we
cannot implement any plan effectively. Virtue means
disciplining of mind, body and speech. We as Bud-
dhists have to keep the common virtue recommended
by the Lord Buddha. We should store virtue of pa-
tience, loving-kindness and compassion, spirit of uni-
versal brotherhood spirit of selflessness within our
hearts. At the same time, the kind-hearted person also
must have good sense of virtue. Therefore, out of four

way for tensions and war. The history of the world is
full of wars waged by persons of unfulfilled desires.

To dominate other peoples, to confiscate other peo-
plesÕ property, to kill other peoples are the basic fea-
tures of international society. Moral man seems to be
creating immoral society and we seem to be back to
the law of the jungle. Peace is the scarce commodity
only few people can afford to consume. In the words
of the Buddha ÒThe whole world is burning: the mind
is burning, mental objects (idea etc.) are burning, burn-
ing with the fire of lust, with the fiire of hate, with the
fire of delusion; it is burning with birth, aging and
death, with sorrows and with lamentations.Ó Beautiful
world environment with mountains, forests, rivers and
snow is defaced by factories which produce weapons
for death and destruction. The earth which is full of
precious gems became graveyard as result of continu-
ous wars. From the point of view of law of nature, the
root of these evils are cravings and desires.

Underneath the appearance of human being lie de-
lusion, lust and anger. If we can identify the problems,
we can now look for the solutions. In the same manner,
if we know the cause of illness, we can find out the
medicine to cure the illness. In other words, the Bud-
dha is a great Physician who can heal the suffering of
mankind.

Tipitaka texts are like books for prescription for the
cure of human mentaw illness. Noble Truth and Noble
Dhamma is the most effective medicine for patients of
the world who are suffering from mental illness. It is
the prime responsibility of the BuddhaÕs sons and
daughters to fulfil the needs of mankind by teaching
them Dhamma. In order to educate the world which
cannot comprehend the objective reality and to cure
the world which is burning with lust and delusion, I
strongly recommend to open more Buddhist centres
around the world.

In many World Buddhist Conferences, world Bud-
dhist leaders have tried every possible effort towards
Buddhist unity and cooperation. Because of these world
conferences, the Theravadins, the Mahayanists and
Tibetan Buddhists came to learn more about each other.
Personal friendship and ties have also been forged. We
need to take further steps towards drawing a concrete
action plan to translate our words into action.

FAO says world tea production
hits record high in 2003

Dubai opens First Film
Festival

ROME, 8  Dec Ñ
World tea production
in 2003 reached 3.15 mil-
lion tonnes, 75000 tons
more than in 2002, largely
as a result of favour-
able weather conditions,
according to a report
released on Tuesday by
the Food and Agri-
culture Organization of the
United Nations (FAO) in
Rome

According to the re-
port, India accounted for
27.4 per cent of world
output, followed by China
(with 24.6 per cent), Sri
Lanka (9.75 per cent), and
Kenya (9.4 per cent). Pro-
duction in India reached
857,000 tonnes in 2003,
from 829,000 tons in the
previous year.

In China, production
was estimated at 791000
tons, with green tea ac-
counting for about 73 per
cent. In Kenya, produc-

tion in 2003 was higher by
8000 tons as compared to
the previous year, due to
favourable weather con-
ditions, FAO said.

A significant indica-
tor shows IndiaÕs organic
tea production still on the
rise reaching 3500 tons in
2003, with about 75 per
cent of it being exported
to France, Germany, Ja-
pan, the United Kingdom
and the United States.
World tea exports reached
1.4 million tons in 2003, a
2.6 per cent decline from
the quantities shipped in
2002.

Global tea imports
reached 1.39 million tons,
about one per cent more
than 2002, reflecting the
3.2 per cent gain by devel-
oping countries, where
importers took advantage
of low prices and rising
domestic demand.

Tanzanians eat
less fish

 DAR-ES-SALAAM , 8
DecÑ Fish consumption
among Tanzanians has
declined by almost 50 per
cent in the past two dec-
ades due to a rapid popu-
lation growth and influx
of illegal anglers.

The Tanzanians now
consume an average of 5.9
kilos of fish annually per
person as against 10.5 ki-
los in the early 1980s, lo-
cal newspaper Daily News
reported Tuesday.

The paper quoted
Godfrey Nanyaro, the
countryÕs director of fish-
eries, as attributing the
decline to the countryÕs
population growth that has
surpassed the growth rate
of fish resources, and to
the illegal anglers who
have over-tapped the fish
resources with such
banned methods as the use
of dynamite, seine and
small- meshed nets.

British manufacturing output
dips in 3rd quarter

The Office for Na-
tional Statistics (ONS)
said that between Septem-
ber and October manufac-
turing output fell by 0.1
per cent, with production
declining in six of the 13
manufacturing sub-sec-
tors.

OctoberÕs output slid
0.5 per cent from the same
month a year earlier, the
biggest annual fall since
August 2003. The de-
clines were not expected.

Analysts had previously
predicted a 0.4-per-cent
monthly rise and a 0.1-
per- cent annual increase.

The ONS said output
from the transport equip-
ment industries fell 2.6 per
cent and the paper, print-

ing and publishing indus-
tries shed 1.0 per cent.

The only significant in-
crease was in the chemi-
cals and man-made fibers
industries, where output
rose 2.1 per cent.

Liverpool rout Olympiakos to advance with
GerrardÕs late goal

 L IVERPOOL  (England), 9 DecÑ Steven GerrardÕs stunning late goal capped a remarkable Liverpool
comeback as they beat Olympiakos Pireaus 3-1 on Wednesday to qualify for the knockout stages of the
Champions League.

 The four-time Euro-
pean champions were set
the tough task of scoring
three times at Anfield af-
ter Brazilian Rivaldo had
fired a free kick through
their badly organized wall
in the 27th minute.

 But goals from sub-
stitutes Florent Sinama-
Pongolle and Neil Mellor
set up a dramatic finale
before England
midfielder GerrardÕs
fierce strike sealed their
progress.

 Liverpool finished on
10 points in Group A
along with Olympiakos
but took second place
thanks to their better head
to head record. Monaco
topped the standings

while the Greek side go
through to the UEFA Cup.

 Liverpool manager
Rafael Benitez had prob-
ably feared the worst when
Milan Baros and Gerrard
had goals disallowed and
Mellor was denied a pen-
alty.

 But the spirit of his
side, led with passion by
local boy Gerrard, saw
them through against an
Olympiakos side that had
not won in 24 away games
in the Champions League.

 Liverpool suffered an
early setback when they
succumbed to a moment
of magic from Rivaldo.

 Picking up the ball in
his own half, he shrugged
off the challenge of Xabi

Alonso to skip past Jamie
Carragher, and it needed
a trip from Sami Hyypia
on the edge of the area to
halt his progress.

 The BrazilianÕs free-
kick went through a gap
in the wall between Baros
and Antonio Nunez to
leave Chris Kirkland mo-
tionless as the ball hit the
net.

 By then Baros had
been unlucky to have his
headed goal ruled out and
Gerrard was denied by the
upright with a cheeky
flick from AlonsoÕs free
kick.

 Benitez introduced
Sinama-Pongolle at
halftime and the move
paid instant dividends as

he slotted home follow-
ing a good run by Harry
Kewell.

GerrardÕs volley was
then disallowed for a foul
on Gabriel Schurrer by
Baros in the 63rd minute
as the game became frac-
tious.

 Mellor gave the home
side renewed hope when
he scored within seconds
of being sent on as he re-
acted quickest to tuck
home the rebound from
NunezÕ header.

 With three minutes
left, MellorÕs intelligent
header teed-up Gerrard to
unleash a powerful drive
past the despairing dive of
Antonios Nikopolidis.

Brazilian Ronaldo put
them ahead in the ninth
minute.

 Apart from a scare
when RomaÕs French
midfielder Vincent Can-
dela hit the top of the post
with a free-kick in the 31st
minute the nine-times Eu-
ropean Cup winners had
little trouble against a
weak Roma.

 Real go through with
Germans Bayer
Leverkusen who beat Dy-
namo Kiev 3-0 to force
the Ukrainians, who went
into the final game lead-
ing the group, into third
place and the UEFA Cup.

 Roma, already out of
Europe, had nothing to
play for and fielded a
weakened side without
striker Francesco Totti

and Vincenzo Montella in
an empty Olympic sta-
dium.

 The 70,000 venue was
deserted as Roma served
the second of two matches
they were ordered by
UEFA to play behind
closed doors after trouble
at their opening group
game against Dynamo
where Swedish referee
Anders Frisk was hurt by
an object thrown from the
crowd.

  In such a strange at-
mosphere, Real settled in
quickly and Ronaldo had
a decent chance in just the
second minute but he
headed over a Figo cross
from the right flank.

 But the Brazilian
made no mistake when
after a lengthy passing
move, Zinedine Zidane
slipped the ball into his
path and Ronaldo lifted
the ball past the advanc-
ing Roma keeper Ivan

Pelizzoli to put Real
ahead.

 With the pressure hav-
ing eased, Real were con-
tent to push the ball around
in midfield without much
in the way of disturbance
from the Italian side
although in the 22nd
minute Ronaldo had an-
other half chance, firing
wide under challenge from
French defender Philippe
Mexes.

 Roma created nothing
in the first half hour but
then went close to an
equalizer when Candela
struck the woodwork with
a free kick.

Then on the stroke of
halftime, RomaÕs Argen-
tine defender Leandro
Cufre forced Real keeper
Iker Casillas into action
with a powerful long range
drive that Casillas opted
to punch out.

After that Real were
clearly taking no risks af-

ter the break and they were
somewhat fortunate to
extend their lead in the
61st minute when Ronaldo
was judged by Dutch ref-
eree Rene Temmink to
have been fouled inside
the area by Greek defender
Traianos Dellas.
