 SEOUL, 2 May  Ñ South Korea's trade surplus rose
in April compared to the previous month as global
demand for locally-made products remained strong
despite the won's appreciation against the dollar, the
government said Sunday.

 April's trade surplus came to 1.96 billion US dollars,
compared to 1.45 billion dollars in the previous month,
the Ministry of Commerce, Industry and Energy said
in a preliminary report. The figure, however, represents
a 690-million drop from the 2.65-billion-US-dollar
surplus tallied for April 2004.

 "Exports and imports grew on an annual basis last
month, but compared to the record-high numbers posted
in March, both have gone down," said a ministry official.
She added that the rise in the country's surplus was
caused by the fact that exports fell 880 million dollars,
while those for imports dropped 1.39 billion dollars
compared to the month before.   Ñ MNA/Xinhua

Turkey ready to
assist Mideast
peace efforts

 JERUSALEM, 2 May Ñ
The visiting Turkish Prime
Minister Recep Tayyip
Erdogan arrived in Israel
Sunday for a tie-mending
visit, saying the Muslim
country was ready to assist
Mideast peace efforts.

 "Turkey was always
committed to peace and
always will be committed
to peace and security in
the region," Erdogan said
upon his arrival in Israel
for the first time.

 The visit is being
viewed by Israel as a return
to "business as usual"
between the two countries
following a period of
tension, media reports
said.

 "In our meetings with
the sides, we will remind
(them of) our readiness for
a possible go-between role
or to host conferences in
our country," Erdogan said
in Ankara before his
departure for Israel.  "I
hope our contacts will help
carry our relations with
both Palestine and Israel
to new frontiers," he said.

 Relations between Israel
and Turkey were strained
last year after Erdogan
called Israel's assassination
of Hamas heads "state
terror". Ñ M NA/Xinhua

 The Japanese
Government announced
the resumption of yen loan
to Islamabad which was
suspended in 1998 when
Pakistan conducted
nuclear tests and said it
would continue to provide
support for future projects
for the enhancement of
the welfare of the
Pakistani people, said
the declaration. Japan
welcomed the composite
dialogue process between
Pakistan and India
including confidence
building measures aiming
at peacefully resolving
their differences and
hoped for its success.

Both countries
recognized that the
stability and development
of Afghanistan was vital
for regional stability and
would continue this
support for that country,
said the document.

 Both countries, it
added, had common

interest in the future of
Asia with special focus on
counter-terrorism, non-
proliferation, economic
cooperation, rule of law
and market economy.

 Pakistan and Japan also
reaffirmed their
commitment to strengthen
international disarmament
and non-proliferation
framework. The two sides
shared the serious concern
regarding international
black market networks for
the proliferation of
technologies and
equipment related to
weapons of mass
destruction and under-
scored the need for all
countries to identify and
dismantle such networks
through cooperative
efforts, said the
declaration.

 They also underlined
the need for com
prehensive reform of the
United Nations to enable
it to effectively respond to

the challenges of this
century and both sides
spelt out their position
respectively.

 Pakistan was of the
view that reform of the
UN Security Council
could be achieved through
an appropriate expansion
in the non-permanent
category, the declaration
stressed.

 Koizumi arrived in
Islamabad from New
Delhi on Saturday
morning on a two-day
formal visit. He held
formal talks with Pakistani
President Pervez
Musharraf and Prime
Minister Shaukat Aziz and
exchanged views on
bilateral ties, nuclear
proliferation, terrorism
and the UN reforms.

 Koizumi visited India
and kicked off his four-
nation tour Friday. He will
also visit Luxembourg and
Netherlands.

      British soldier killed in Iraq
           roadside bomb attack

LONDON, 2 May ÑA British soldier was killed by a roadside bomb that
exploded during a routine patrol in southern Iraq, the Defence Ministry
announced in London.

The death of 24-year-old Anthony
John Wakefield brings to 88 the number
of British military personnel who have
died in Iraq since the US-British-led
invasion in March 2003.

Wakefield and another soldier were
driving on a road south of Al-Amarah,
near Basra in the south of Iraq patrolled
by British troops, when the bomb went
off.

"He was acting as the top cover sentry
in the second of a two-vehicle patrol
when what appears to have been an
improvised explosive device detonated,

disabling the vehicle and injuring another
soldier," said Lieutenant Colonel
Andrew Williams, the commanding
officer of 1 Staffords, another division
serving alongside the Coldstream
Guards.

"Despite receiving first aid at the scene
and in the helicopter that evacuated him,
he died of wounds shortly after being
attended by the doctor at the battle group's
base just outside the town," Williams
said. The second soldier was not
seriously injured, the defence ministry
said.ÑInternet

India, China discuss climate
change related issues

BEIJING , 2 May  Ñ India and China, the fastest developing nations with spiralling energy needs,
have recognized the importance of sustainable development and innovative technologies in addressing
the issue of climate change, a key topic for discussion at the upcoming G-8 plus Five Summit in
Britain.

Joint Secretary,
Ministry of Environment
and Forests, S K Joshi,
and Deputy Director-
General, Department of
Treaty and Law under
the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of China, Gao
Feng, held in-depth
consultations on climate
change here on Friday,
official sources said here
on Sunday.

The aim of the
bilateral consultations
was to discuss ways in
which India and China
could coordinate their
stands at the G-8 Summit
in Gleneagles, Britain, in
July where climate
change has been
identified as a major
topic for discussion, the
sources said.

The two sides also
exchanged views on their
respective activities
relating to climate change
since the Tenth
Conference of the Parties
to the United Nations
Framework Convention
on Climate Change

(COP10 to UNFCCC)
held in Argentina.

 They recognized
the importance of sus-
tainable development
and innovative techno-
logies in addressing the
issue of climate change
and discussed ways to
enhance bilateral
cooperation in areas
related to climate
change, the sources
said.

The two sides also
focussed on issues like
technology transfers,
clean development
mechanisms and post-
Kyoto issues, the sources
said.

Under the Kyoto

Protocol, only industria-
lized countries are
required to meet specific,
binding targets for
curbing output of carbon
gases.

However, fast-
growing countries like
China Ñ now the second
biggest single polluter
after the United States Ñ
and India are excluded
from any binding
commitment.

British Prime
Minister Tony Blair, host
of this year's G-8 Summit,
has invited the leaders of
both India and China to
attend the meeting from
6-8 July.

Climate change is

a priority during the
Britain's G-8 Presidency
this year, the website
of G-8 Gleneagles
Summit says, adding that
the G-8 hopes to engage
countries which have
growing energy needs,
such as China and
India, both on how
these needs can be
met sustainably and how
they can adapt to the
impacts which are
unavoidable.

The G-8 comprises
the United Kingdom,
France, Russia,
Germany, the United
States, Japan, Italy and
Canada.

Beijing to set up animal epidemic
disease prevention centre

BEIJING, 2 May  Ñ Beijing will establish an animal
epidemic disease prevention and control centre together
with an animal disease information management and
early-warning system, sources with the municipal
agriculture bureau said on Sunday.

 The move is to strengthen the supervision over
animal epidemics and improve emergency handling
abilities for any exotic animal epidemic diseases, said
an official of the bureau.

 According to the official, Beijing will enhance the
management for animal epidemics prevention, improve
the animal epidemic prevention and supervision system
and integrate the veterinary technical resources.

 The city also plans to establish an animal quarantine
farm and two isolation and disposal stations for sick
animals or contaminated animal products, while
promoting the experiments of chain distribution for
pesticides, improving the archive management for the
use of pesticides and animal remedies in plantations
and fish breeding and poultry raising bases.

 In Beijing today, several animal epidemic disease
checking stations have been established in the Beijing
Zoo, Badaling Wild Animal World and other zoos.

China wants to enhance dialogue,
communication with Germany

 BEIJING , 2 May   Ñ  Chinese President Hu Jintao told  German Parlia-
ment members on Saturday that China wants to enhance dialogue and
communication with Germany to increase understanding  and trust be-
tween the two countries.

 In a meeting with
Wolfgang Thierse, presi-
dent of Germany's Federal
Assembly, Hu said China
is ready to expand coop-
eration with Germany in
all fields and upgrade the
bilateral strategic  partner-
ship.

 Hu said despite differ-
ent domestic situations
and historical  back-
grounds, China and Ger-
many are both countries
with important  influence
in the world.

 He said under the new
situation of economic glo-
balization and mutli-po-
larization, China and Ger-
many should view bilat-

eral ties from a global and
strategic perspective. This
view is in the basic inter-
ests of the two peoples
and also helps promote
world peace,  stability and
development.

 Thierse said the fre-
quent high-level visits
between the two coun-
tries helped promote po-
litical trust and coopera-
tion between the two
countries.

 He congratulated
China on its great
achievements in economic
and social development
during the past years and
wished China great suc-
cess in the future.

 Thierse is the first
German Federal Assem-
bly president visiting
China. He and his delega-
tion arrived in Beijing
Wednesday evening after
visiting Shanghai and the
Tibet Autonomous Re-
gion in  southwest China.

 On Wednesday,
Thierse met with China's
top legislator Wu
Bangguo. They signed a
joint statement formally
establishing an exchange
mechanism between the
two parliaments.

 Thierse is scheduled to
conclude his nine-day
China tour on  Sunday.

Turkey calls on Iraqi neighbours
to jointly fight terrorism

 ANKARA , 2 May  Ñ Turkish Foreign Minister Abdullah Gul called for
more cooperation among Iraq's neighbour countries to crack down on ter-
rorist groups including the outlawed Kurdish Workers' Party (PKK), semi-
official Anatolia news agency reported on Sunday.

 Gul made the appeal at a Press con-
ference after the eighth meeting of the
Foreign Ministers of Iraqi neighbour
countries which ended on Saturday in
Istanbul.  Gul put specific emphasis on
the need for stronger cooperation to
reinforce border security control and
intelligence sharing to fight against
terrorism.

 "It is apparent that the issue of se-
curity has become a matter of concern
for Iraqi neighbours. More and more
terrorist activities are being carried out
by a few terrorist groups," he said.

 Turkish Prime Minister Recep
Tayyip Erdogan has likened Iraq to a
"training ground for terrorist groups".

 A final communique issued after the
meeting said Iraqi neighbours were de-
termined "to increase cooperation in the
overall border security with Iraq with

the priority to stem terrorist and other
illegal infiltrations to and from Iraq".

 Gul also voiced Turkey's anxiety over
the activities of some PKK members
hiding in northern Iraq. Ankara fears
these PKK members might infiltrate back
into Turkey and incite violence.

 Turkey has asked Iraq and the United
States to help crack down on the activi-
ties of the PKK in northern Iraq.  The
organization, sworn to establish a
Kurdish state covering southeastern Tur-
key, northern Iraq and parts of Iran and
Syria, is outlawed by Turkey as a terror-
ist group. Representatives from Iraq's six
immediate neighbours Ñ Turkey, Iran,
Kuwait, Saudi Arabia, Jordan and Syria
Ñ as well as from Egypt and Bahrain
took part in the meeting which was held
after Iraq formed a new government.

 US military misses recruiting
goals amid Iraq war

WASHINGTON  , 2 MayÑ With the Iraq war straining the all-volunteer
US military, the Army has missed its recruiting goals in April and expects
to do so again in May, while the Marines also fell short, officials said on
Monday.

The Army and Marines provide the
ground forces fighting rebels in the two-
year-old Iraq war that has killed nearly
1,600 US troops. At least 51 American
troops died in April.

The active-duty Army missed its
April recruiting goal and was 10 percent
behind its year-to-date target, officials
said. An internal forecast indicated the
active-duty Army and part-time Army
Reserve and Army National Guard also

will miss their May goals.
The active-duty Army, striving to

attract 80,000 recruits in the 2005 fiscal
year that ends 30 Sept, has now missed
its recruiting targets for three straight
months.

The Marines also missed their goal
for signing up new recruits in April for
the fourth straight month, said Marine
Corps Recruiting Command spokesman
Maj David Griesmer. ÑInternet

BAGHDAD, 2 MayÑThe US military
said it had lost contact with two F/A-18
fighter jets over Iraq.

"Contact was lost with two US Marine
F/A-18 Hornet jets flying over Iraq," said
Nick Minecci, a staff sergeant at the US
military's press center in Baghdad. There
was "no initial indication of hostile fire"
involved in the incident, he said. The
military lost contact with the aircraft
Monday at 10:10 pm local time (1810
GMT), Minecci said.

In a separate statement, the US military
said a search effort was under way to
locate the aircraft, which were from the
aircraft carrier USS Carl Vinson.

NBC News, citing US Navy officials,
reported that the jets had been involved
in a midair collision. The F/A-18 Hornet
jet has different versions, one of which is
flown by a single pilot while another
version of the aircraft carries two crew
members.

weeks, IndiaÕs foreign exchange reserves rose by one billion US dollars to
142.54 billion US dollars for the week ended 22 April, 2005.

 The countryÕs foreign exchange re-
serves now stand at 1,42,546 million US
dollars, an increase of 1,001 million US
dollars over last weekÕs reserves of
1,41,545 million, according to the Re-
serve Bank of IndiaÕs (IndiaÕs central
bank) of weekly statistical supplement
released here on Saturday.

 For three weeks up to 15 April, for-
eign kitty accretion was of the order of

less than 300 million US dollars every
week as against high level of inflows
seen in March. The marginal rise was
mainly due to revaluation of interna-
tional currencies and some inflows
including remittances, analysts said.

 The foreign currency assets were up
by 985 million US dollars to reach

Thai current account record
deficit in first quarter

 BANGKOK , 2 May   Ñ  ThailandÕs current ac-
count recorded a deficit of 1.5 billion US dollars in
the first quarter of this year, due to growing trade
deficit, said the Bank of Thailand.

 The 1.5-billion-dollar
deficit was the first quar-
terly one since the 1997
financial crisis, reported
newspaper Nation on
Saturday.

 Even as the service
account recorded a sur-
plus of 1.7 billion dollars,
it was not enough to offset
the trade deficit of 3.2
billion dollars accumu-
lated in the first three
months of this year.

 The Central BankÕs
data showed that imports
had grown 28.5  per cent
to 27.9 billion dollars in
the first quarter, while

exports expanded only
12.4 per cent to 24.7 bil-
lion dollars.

 Climbing oil prices are
quoted as the main reason
for increased imports.

 Imports of oil pro-
ducts, bulk of all imports,
jumped 63.9  per cent year
on year to 4.41 billion
dollars, according to the
Central Bank.

 While the price of oil
imports rose 37.4 per cent,
the volume  also surged
19.3 per cent. In March
alone, oil imports soared
82.4  per cent in value.

India contemplating amending
Foreign Contribution Act

 NEW DELHI , 2 MayÑ  In a bid to keep a strict watch on the overseas funding
of anti-national organizations, Indian Government is contemplating amend-
ing the Foreign Contribution (Regulation) Act, 1976 to ensure that the funds
are used for the right purpose.

 The proposal to this
effect is likely to be placed
before the Union Cabinet
soon after which it would
be tabled in Parliament,
official sources said.

 They said the meas-
ures were being taken
amidst reports of massive
diversion of foreign funds
by non-governmental or-
ganizations (NGOs).

 Among the likely
changes would be review-

ing of licence of such
NGOs, which receive
funds from foreign agen-
cies, they said.

 The government plans
at least half-a-dozen
FCRA offices, which
would directly monitor
organizations receiving
funds and would also au-
dit their accounts to estab-
lish the end use of the
money.

  Under the new law, it

would be mandatory for
the banks to report huge
transactions failing which
they will be liable for
prosecution.

  The Home Ministry
has proposed that banks
will report all transactions
related to foreign funds
received in India in a speci-
fied manner to the FCRA
regional office directly,
the sources said.

The aim of the motto is to systematically
immunize children or give children oral vaccine
against infectious diseases which could plague the
lives and health of children.

The third motto stressing child health is ÒA

Healthy Child, A Sure FutureÓ. It was adopted in
1979. The motto means and highlights the need for
everyone who wants to live with peace of mind in
future to give a special priority to child health.

ÒChildrenÕs Health, Tomorrow WealthÓ is the
fourth motto depicting child health. It was adopted
in 1984. It highlights and emphasizes the need for
those who want to live in peace and prosperity in
future to pay serious attention to the health of chil-
dren of today.

ÒImmunization A Chance for Every ChildÓ is
the fifth motto on child health. It was adopted in
1987.

Africa is TotalÕs
leading growth region,
accounting for production
of 813,000 barrels of oil
equivalent per day in
2004, of which 271,000
in Nigeria, a key con-
tributor to the firmÕs
strategy to strengthen its
presence in the deep off-
shore Gulf of Guinea.

Nowadays, integrated and well-coordinated efforts

are being made in a practical and effective way for
successful implementation of the first five-year plan
of the 30-year national education promotion pro-
gramme.

In this connection, the higher education sector is
striving in accord with its objectives while develop-
ment programmes capable of creating community
development are being launched in different regions
of universities and colleges.

More universities and colleges, which are a pre-
requisite for human resource development, were
opened and upgraded in all parts of the nation. Hence,
the number of those higher institutions has increased
from 32 in 1988 to 156 up to date.

In the higher education sector, more subjects are
being introduced through the cross-disciplinary and
inter-disciplinary means in addition to its conven-
tional subjects.

Therefore, the number of teaching programmes
has increased from 79Ñ45 for pre-graduates and 34
for post-graduates in 1988 to 192Ñ84 for pre-gradu-
ates and 108 for post-graduates so far.

Human resources development centres were
opened in different regions of universities and col-
leges for development of human resources and com-
munity development. At present, altogether 173 teach-
ing programmes on master degree, bachelor degree
and diploma are being introduced at those centres.

In relation to the higher education sector, includ-
ing 173 teaching programmes of the Centre for
Development of Human Resources, the number of
teaching programmes has mounted to 365, up from
79 in 1988.

The Ministry of Education conducts the doctorate
course for professors, associate professors and expe-
rienced scholars in addition to the doctorate course
(regular). Now, 2,728 students are attending and 298
students have completed the regular doctorate course,
and 421 students are attending and 13 persons have
completed  the doctorate course for experienced

scholars.
The ministry launched the e-Education system in

2001, and now it has opened 622 e-Education learn-
ing centres across the nation.

With respect to the progress of the education
sector, the ministry has been capable of systemati-
cally implementing the objectives for the nationÕs
education standard to be on a per with international
level, and speedy production of qualified human
resources.

Now is a time when the entire national people are
making combined efforts for all-round development
of the nation, and the government has recognized
the vitality of the science and technology sector and
the role of the scholars, while making all-out efforts
with national determination for promotion of the
education sector.

Only if the national people are trained and nur-
tured starting from today to be well versed in mod-
ern science and technology, will they be capable of

discharging nation-building tasks and national de-
fence duties in future. The governmentÕs drive for
better education sector will contribute towards na-
tional development and perpetual existence of the
nation.

For the time being, the government is translating
the StateÕs seven-point Road Map into reality for
ensuring smooth transition to a peaceful, modern
and developed discipline-flourishing democratic
nation, and perpetual existence of the nation as a
consolidated Union.

According to the political programme, there still
remain tasks for successful completion of the Na-
tional Convention, approving of the State Constitu-
tion through a referendum, and holding of free and
fair elections in accord with the State Constitution.

As the people will have to take part in the voting,
high intellectual power and vast knowledge of the
people and Union Spirit is the fundamental factor
for proper emergence of a new nation that conforms
with prevailing situations and historic evidences.

 UNITED NATIONS, 2 MayÑ The United Nations has
admitted that its peacekeepers sexually exploited and
abused women and girls in Liberia.

 "The allegations range from the exchange of goods,
money or services for sex to the sexual exploitation of
minors. The peacekeeping department at the head-
quarters as well as the mission on the ground are taking
appropriate follow-up action," an embarassed UN
spokesman Stephane Dujarric said on Friday.

 "Preliminary fact-finding by the UN Mission in
Liberia (UNMIL) indicates that some charges are
substantiated and some are not," he added.

 "The United Nations treats this issue with the
utmost seriousness," Dujarric said. "As we continue to
clamp down on misconduct throughout all peacekeep-
ing missions, it is likely that the number of allegations
will increase."

 Some of them had come to light because of a
hotline set up by the United Nations, he said, while
others came up as the UN followed up on media
reports.

 Though Secretary-General Kofi Annan has often
said that UN has "zero tolerance" policy to sexual
abuse cases, the world body cannot do much except to
send the offenders back home with request to their
governments to prosecute them. But in most cases,
governments do not take any action.ÑMNA/PTI

Satellite-based mobile TV service begins in S Korea
 SEOUL, 2 May Ñ

Satellite-based mobile TV
service went into
commercial operation in
South Korea Sunday for
the first time in the world,
said its operator, TU Media
Corp. The satellite digital
multimedia broadcasting
(DMB) transmitted the first
mobile TV services to cell
phones at 10:00 in the
morning, the unit of SK
Telecom said. SK Telecom

is the countryÕs largest
mobile phone operator.

The DMB service is ex-
pected to allow customers
to view real-time digital
television programmes on
handheld devices such as
mobile phones.

 As of Saturday, there
were about 28,000 mobile
phones and palm-size
monitors in cars nation-
wide which could receive
the service.

 TU Media plans to pro-
vide seven video and 20
audio channels for the time
being, and later expand the
total number of channels
to more than 40 when it
can relay terrestrial TV
programmes.

 The new service re-
quires consumers to buy
handsets equipped with the
antenna and chips needed
to receive the satellite sig-

Detroit star Ben Wallace wins
Defensive Player award

DETROIT, 3 MayÑ American Ben Wallace of the
Detroit Pistons was named the NBA's Defensive Player
of the Year for the third time in four seasons.

Wallace, the only player to finish the season among
the league's top five in both blocks and steals, became
just the second player to win the award three times
when balloting was revealed on Monday.

After averaging 12.2 rebounds, 1.43 steals and 2.38
blocks, Wallace received 339 points, 92 more than
swingman Bruce Bowen of the San Antonio Spurs.

He claimed 45 of 125 first-place votes from a panel
of sportswriters and broadcasters throughout the United
States and Canada.

"I don't really set out to win the award," Wallace
said. "I set out to be the best player I can be."

The 30-year-old Wallace also won in 2002 and
2003. Forward Ron Artest of the Indiana Pacers ended
his run last year.

Wallace and Artest engaged in a shoving match that
precipitated a fight November 19 at The Palace of
Auburn Hills that spilled into the stands and led to
Artest's suspension for the rest of the season.

Wallace and Dennis Rodman, who won in 1990 and
1991, are the only Pistons to claim the award since its
inception in 1983.ÑInternet
