US military deaths rise
to 1992 in Iraq

WASHINGTON, 21 OctÑAs of Friday, 21 Oct, 2005, at least 1,992 members
of the US military have died since the beginning of the Iraq war in March 2003,
according to an Associated Press count. At least 1,547 died as a result of hostile
action, according to the military's numbers. The figures include five military
civilians.

The AP count is nine higher than the Defense Department's tally, last
updated at 10 am EDT Friday.

The British military has reported 97 deaths; Italy, 27; Ukraine, 18; Poland,
17; Bulgaria, 13; Spain, 11; Slovakia, three; Denmark, El Salvador, Estonia,
Netherlands, Thailand, two each; Hungary, Kazakhstan, Latvia one death
each.

Since 1 May, 2003, when President Bush declared that major combat
operations in Iraq had ended, 1,853 US  military members have died,
according to AP's count. That includes at least 1,438 deaths resulting from
hostile action, according to the military's numbers.

US oil tycoon, two Swiss
charged in Iraq oil scandal

NEW YORK  22 Oct Ñ  US prosecutors have charged a Texas oil tycoon and two Swiss executives
and their companies with paying secret kickbacks to Iraq in the UN oil-for-food programme.

Tycoon Oscar Wyatt,
the former Coastal Corp
chairman, was arrested in
Houston, Texas, on Fri-
day, prosecutors said, be-
coming one of the high-
est profile figures en-
snared so far in the scan-
dal. The two Swiss na-
tionals are being sought
for extradition.

The US Attorney for
the Southern District of
New York charged
Wyatt along with
Catalina del Socorro
Miguel Fuentes, alias
Cathy Miguel, and Mo-
hammed Saidji.

All three face up to
62 years in prison
and heavy fines if con-
victed.

"Mr  Wyatt has vio-
lated no laws and will
vigorously defend
against these charges,"
said Wyatt's lawyer Carl
Parker in Houston.

Three companies
were also charged, in-
cluding the Cyprus-based
oil trading companies
Nafta Petroleum Com-
pany Ltd and Mednafta
Trading Company Ltd,
collectively known as the

Wyatt Foreign Compa-
nies.

Those firms were op-
erated by Miguel and
Saidji in close consulta-
tion with Wyatt, the
statement said.

Also charged was

Sarenco, a Swiss consult-
ing firm operated by
Miguel and Saidji, pros-
ecutors said in the state-
ment.

"Wyatt, Miguel and
Saidji obtained oil under
the United Nations' oil-
for-food program by pay-
ing millions of dollars in
secret kickbacks to
Saddam Hussein's re-
gime.

Virginia oil firm admits
kickbacks to Iraq

 NEW YORK, 21 Oct Ñ A Virginia oil trading com-
pany pleaded guilty on Thursday to charges of schem-
ing to pay more than 400,000 US dollars in kickbacks
to Iraq for oil purchases made as part of the defunct UN
oil-for-food programme for Iraq.

 Midway Trading, a Reston, Virginia-based firm,
agreed to pay a 250,000- US-dollar fine in a plea deal,
according to the Manhattan District attorney's office.

 The kickback scheme also involved one of its
trading partners, Bulf Oil, the office said. But it pro-
vided no details on Bulf Oil. The case grew out of an
investigation into the scandal-ridden 64 billion US
dollars oil-for-food programme launched by District
Attorney Robert Morgenthau's office this year.

 Also investigating corruption in the programme,
which was shut down in 2003 after the US-led invasion
of Iraq, are the federal US Attorney's office in the
Southern District of New York, several congressional
committees and a UN-appointed commission led by
former Federal Reserve Chairman Paul Volcker.

Floods maroon thousands,
kill 10 in eastern India
KOLKATA , 22 OctÑTens of thousands of people

were marooned by flooding in eastern India on
Saturday after three days of torrential rains that killed
at least 10 people, officials said.

The unseasonal rains came after the June-Sep-
tember monsoon, which this year triggered severe
flooding in other parts of the country such as the
states of Gujarat and Maharashtra in the west and
Assam in the northeast.

ÒThe situation is bad in four southern districts,
but we are doing everything necessary,Ó West Ben-
gal state Finance Minister Asim Dasgupta said.

Officials said at least 10 people had died in the
coastal eastern state due to wall collapses and elec-
trocution in the rains and some 50,000 people were
cut off by floods.

Relief officials warned the situation could get
worse for hundreds of thousands of people living in
the Sunderbans region, where two rivers were close
to bursting their banks.

Rains also hit life in Kolkata, eastern IndiaÕs
main trading hub, which was flooded for a second
day after the cityÕs century-old drainage system
failed to cope with the water.Ñ MNA/Reuters

 LONDON, 21 OctÑ Some British schools are offering "nothing better than mediocrity" and are merely
coasting, the chief inspector of schools said on Wednesday.

Divers discover hijacked
tin off Indonesia

 SINGAPORE, 21 Oct ÑIndonesian Navy divers have
discovered a shipload of refined tin worth 4.7 million
US dollars that was hijacked by pirates late last month,
and the owner Ñ PT Koba Tin Ñ is salvaging the
cargo, officials said on Thursday.

 The vessel MV Prima Indah, which was carrying
660 tons of tin produced by Koba when it was attacked
en route to Singapore, was spotted last week on the sea
bed off Bangka, the Indonesian island where it began
its journey.

 Crew members were unharmed but the incident
was the second tin seizure in Indonesian waters this
year. On the same route in April, pirates hijacked a
cargo of at least 575 tons, estimated to be worth about
4.6 million US dollars and since retrieved by its owner.

 "We don't understand why the pirates sank the ship.
There are a lot of questions but we cannot speculate,"
said Noel Choong, who manages the International
Maritime Bureau's Southeast Asian piracy reporting
centre in Malaysia. A Koba Tin official on Bangka,
where most of Indonesia's tin is mined and smelted,
confirmed the cargo had been discovered but declined
to give more details.

 Koba Tin is owned by Malaysia Smelting Corp.
Bhd. and is Indonesia's second-largest producer of the
metal used in electronics and as a lead-free substitute
in solder. State-run PT Timah, the country's top pro-
ducer, has a     25-per-cent stake in Koba.  "The
company is now in the process of salvaging the ship
and the cargo," said Choong, adding it was unclear
whether the cargo was damaged.Ñ MNA/Reuters

 David Bell said there
was an "encouraging pic-
ture" overall, with many
schools showing improve-
ments, to the general sat-
isfaction of parents and
pupils.

 But he added that he
was determined to tackle
those schools that had not
used inspections by the
Office for Standards in
Education (OFSTED) to
bring about changes for

the better. "There are
schools that, while not in
a state of crisis, are pro-
viding nothing better than
mediocrity," Bell said in
the watchdog's annual re-
port. "While on the sur-
face all may appear to be
well in these schools, if
we dig deeper we find ...
that these schools are fall-
ing way behind in terms
of providing the sort of
education we find in our
best schools.

 "In short, they are
underperforming or
'coasting' schools."

 Bell said a more regu-
lar inspection system in-
troduced this year, which
will see inspectors visit-
ing schools twice as often,
would help tackle the is-
sue. However Bell's de-
scription brought criticism
from teaching union lead-
ers. "Mediocrity is a word
which is as damning as
failure," said Steve
Sinnott, the National Un-
ion of Teachers general
secretary.

 "It is a small jump for
those hostile to maintain
schools to ascribe failure

to the whole system.
Building on success
should be the message of
the Chief Inspector's re-
port, not mediocrity."

 On a positive note, Bell
said the percentage of
schools in special meas-
ures had fallen from 1.5
per cent in 2003/4 to 1 per
cent in 2004/5. Behaviour
of pupils in classrooms
had also shown an im-
provement from 2003/4.

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Deceiving the world with propaganda
weapon (or) the introduction written by

eminent writer Zaw Gyi 36 years ago
Ko Lay Thu (Myingyan)

Thirty-six years ago in Myanmar, U Ko Lay
(Zeya Maung), a highly respectable writer, translated
the book ÒKing Thibaw and the New York TimesÓ
into Myanmar. In the book was the introduction
written by Zaw Gyi, saying that the book was a
treatise to read and keep. And it was in the introduc-
tion that Zaw Gyi, who was also a well-respected
writer, described the destructive force of the colonialist
propaganda weapon for the Myanmar readers. To-
day, the world sees the neo-colonialists trying to push
small nations under their domain, using advanced
propaganda machine (the media) as the offensive
weapon.

U Ko Lay (Zeya Maung) was a former Vice-
Chancellor of Mandalay University. In 1950, he won
the scholarship award jointly presented by the UN
and American Chemistry Association to pursue fur-
ther studies at Connel University in the US.

With the help of the in-charge of the universi-
tyÕs Pitaka Library, U Ko Lay copied the news reports
on Myanmar featured in the New York Times in the
years 1789, 1880 and 1885. The news reports were
believed to be fabrications hatched by and sent to the
daily by the then British government. Except  week-
ends, he spent his spare time every day copying the
news reports, and in a period of three months, he
completed copying over 100 pages of the reports
featuring till the time King Thibaw was taken away to
India.

U Ko Lay translated the copies of the news
reports into Myanmar and compiled them into the
book ÒKing Thibaw and the New York TimesÓ.
Bagan press published the book on 16 December
1969. We have read in the introduction the correct

and profound political views of Zaw Gyi, a doyen man
of letters, written from the political point of view
concerning the book as follows:

ÒIn my view, if a reader can have the awareness
to see the steps of todayÕs colonialists, who are same as
the colonialists of that era, and ward off and if neces-
sary counter their schemes; the will to enhance his
knowledge bank; and eagerness to get on well with the
global community, instead of renewing his sense of
intolerance,  the anger and discouragement, he will
have invaluable benefit from the book.Ó

development project in order to develop the Union
and to narrow the development gaps between one
region and another.

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Forecasters urge Britain to prepare
for winter freeze

 LONDON, 21 OctÑBritain was warned on Wednesday to prepare for its
coldest winter in a decade, with icy winds from the east threatening to put a
strain on transport and health services.

 Consumers were
braced for higher energy
bills as the Meteorological
Office said its latest pre-
dictions indicated a colder
than average winter for
much of Europe, with
southern Britain especially
likely to suffer plunging
temperatures.

 ÒThe important thing

 ÒWe are working with
the Department of Health
and what weÕre finding is
that admissions to hospital
increase dramatically and
mortality goes up dramati-
cally in cold weather.Ó

 McCallum said the
forecast of a big chill this
winter was two-thirds
likely to be correct. ÒWe
donÕt want to cause a scare,
this is really just forward
planning to make sure that
government departments
and business utilities have

got their act together,Ó he
added.

 WednesdayÕs warning
raised the prospect of en-
ergy bills rising as cold
weather stretches gas sup-
plies, which are historically
tight as North Sea reserves
start to run out.

 Dropping North Sea
output has already helped
push bills up sharply this
year.  Energy regulator
Ofgem has warned that
some businesses could
have their gas cut off if the
weather gets extremely
cold, though households
are unlikely to be hit.

BALCO figures get less prison than
drug dealers

 SAN FRANCISCO, 21 OctÑThe head of the BALCO lab at the centre of a global
sports steroid scandal was sentenced to four months in prison on Tuesday, a
punishment the judge said was less than drug dealers get in less significant cases.

 US District Judge
Susan Illston approved a

plea deal that will send
BALCO head Victor Conte,
55, to prison for four months
and home for four months
of confinement. She then
sentenced Greg Anderson,
39, baseball superstar Barry
BondsÕ trainer, to three
months prison and three
months home confinement
for distributing steroids.

 ÒThey were cheating on
those rules and you helped
them do that,Ó Illston told
Conte, referring to profes-
sional athletes.

 BALCO owner Conte,
his deputy, James Valente,
50, and Anderson admit-
ted guilt to steroid distri-
bution in July in pleas that
knocked out almost all of
the original charges.
Valente was given three
years probation and fined
3,000 US dollars.

 News two years ago
that BALCO was the source
of a previously undetectable

steroid prompted an effort
across many sports to clamp
down on performance-en-
hancing drugs.

 The scandal sullied top
sports names and raised
questions about achieve-
ments such as new baseball
home run records.

 The judge appeared to
express frustration with the
plea deal that gave Conte
only four months behind
bars, punishment she said
was Òway less significant
than the consequences that
I mete out every single day
for crimes that are far less
significant.Ó

 The US Government
unveiled the case with a
splash in February 2004
with a news conference by
then US Attorney General
John Ashcroft. At the time,
officials said the 42-count
indictment could result in
years of prison time.

Japanese Empress muses on wedding
of ÒMiss Never MindÓ

 TOKYO , 21 Oct Ñ JapanÕs Empress Michiko said on Thursday she would
miss support from the daughter nicknamed ÒOur Miss Never MindÓ when she
marries and leaves the imperial household next month.

 Princess Sayako, 36, the youngest
child and only daughter of Emperor
Akihito and his wife, is set to marry
Yoshiki Kuroda, a Tokyo local govern-
ment worker, on 15 November, a move
that will transform her from an Imperial
Highness into an ordinary Japanese citi-
zen. ÒSayako was a child who would
come over to me serenely and say ÔNever
mindÕ whenever I was disappointed
about a mistake I made or about some-
thing that happened unexpectedly,Ó
Michiko said in a written statement is-
sued to mark her 71st birthday.

 ÒHow fondly we will remember and
miss this tender and heartwarming
ÔNever mindÕ in the days to come,Ó she
said, adding that the phrase had led to
SayakoÕs nickname.

 The Empress, who met her hus-
band-to-be on a tennis court, was the
first commoner to marry an heir to the
throne and is reported to have suffered
much mental distress as a result.

 Bullying by courtiers and her
mother-in-law was reported to have

pushed her to the brink of a nervous
breakdown at least once.

 The imperial couple broke with tra-
dition and won popular acclaim by bring-
ing their three children up at home rather
than sending them to outside tutors. They
transformed the image of the monarchy
by allowing television cameras to film
them taking par  in ordinary family ac-
tivities, such as picnics.

 Akihito and Michiko plan to breach
the customs of what some say is the
worldÕs oldest monarchy once again next
month, by attending their daughterÕs
wedding at a Tokyo hotel. The emperor
and empress have historically avoided
the weddings of female family mem-
bers, symbolizing the fact that they no
longer have imperial status.

 The Empress said she may be lost for
words on SayakoÕs wedding day.

 ÒI would like to tell Sayako just what
comes to mind on the morning of the
wedding, but like my mother before me,
I may not be able to say anything at all,Ó
she wrote.   Ñ MNA/Reuters

Heart surgery not a major cause of dementia
NEW YORK, 21 OctÑ Coronary artery bypass grafting (CABG) is not a

major risk factor for either short-or long-term cognitive decline or dementia,
according to two reports in the journal Neurology. The widespread assump-
tion that a decline in cognition occurs after CABG is apparently based on
studies that did not include comparable control groups.

 To rectify this limita-
tion, researchers at Johns
Hopkins University in
Baltimore, led by Dr Guy
M McKhann, prospec-
tively followed patients
who had undergone
CABG. One hundred forty
had conventional bypass
surgery, in which the heart
is stopped and a heart-lung
machine is used to circu-
late blood during the op-
eration; and 72 patients
underwent Òoff-pumpÓ

bypass surgery, during
which only a portion of
the heart is immobilized.

 In addition, 99 pa-
tients with similar degrees
of coronary artery disease
were treated with drugs,
and 69 were healthy Òcon-
trolÓ subjects, matched to
the treatment groups by
age, gender and education
level.

 McKhannÕs group ad-
ministered a battery of
neuropsychological tests

before the study began, at
three months and at 12
months after treatment.
Before treatment, the three
groups with coronary ar-
tery disease scored signifi-
cantly lower than the
healthy controls in all eight
cognitive categories.

 All four groups exhib-
ited similar degrees of im-
provement in cognition
after three months and 12
months, but those with
coronary artery disease
remained proportionately
lower compared with the
healthy controls.

 ÒThus,Ó the authors
write, Òduring this 12-
month follow-up, there
was no statistical evidence
of cognitive decline in any
of the coronary artery dis-
ease groups as compared
to each other or the heart-
healthy controlsÓ.

 The perceived decre-
ments in cognition can
therefore be attributed to
cognitive impairments as
a result of cerebrovascular
disease before surgery,
they suggest.  In the sec-
ond paper, Dr D S Knop-
man and colleagues at the
Mayo Clinic College of
Medicine in Rochester,
Minnesota, performed a
study that included patients
with dementia and healthy
controls individually
matched by age and gen-
der (557 subjects in each
group). ÑMNA/Reuters

WorldÕs oldest first-time fathers
are Italians

 ROME, 21  OctÑ Italian men become fathers at a later age than any other
nationality, and do little or nothing to help their wives once their babies are
born, statistics office Istat said on Thursday.

 Italian men have their
first child at an average
age of 33, against less
than 31 for fathers in
Spain, France and Fin-
land, Istat said.

 Part of the problem
was that many Italian
men lived with their par-
ents for longer than else-
where in the world, with
40 per cent of 30-34 year-
old Italian males still

staying at home.
 When they eventually

become fathers, Italian
women need not expect
much help around the
house, Istat said, adding
that  Italian menÕs dedica-
tion to domestic duties
was Ònon-existent or un-
satisfyingÓ.

 Istat said men who
married at the age of 35
were 80 per cent less likely

to want a child than those
who married at 25, while
women were only likely
not to want children if
they were older than their
husbands.

 By contrast with the
men, Italian women have
their first child at an av-
erage age of 27, six
months before their Finn-
ish counterparts..

Study shows early retirement
not linked to longer life

 LONDON, 21 OctÑ Retiring early may give peo-
ple more time on the golf course or with the grand-
children but it is not associated with living longer,
researchers said on Friday.

 They found that peo-
ple who retired at 60 and
65 years old lived to simi-
lar ages but those who
stopped working at 55,
some for health reasons,
had higher mortality rates.

 ÒThe long-term sur-
vival of people who retire
at ages 55 or 60 is no bet-
ter than that of those who
retire at 65, especially for
those who retire at 55,Ó
said Shan Tsai, an epide-
miologist with the Shell
Oil Company in Houston,
Texas, in a report pub-
lished online by the Brit-
ish Medical Journal.

 The researchers stud-
ied 3,500 employees at the
companyÕs Texas plant

who retired at 55, 60 or
65. They monitored their
health for 26 years to see
if people who stopped
working early lived
longer.

 ÒOn the contrary, mor-
tality improved with in-
creasing age at retirement
for people from both high
and low economic
groups,Ó Tsai added.

 Deaths were nearly
twice as high in the first
10 years after retirement
for people who left work
at 55 years old compared
to those who worked
longer.

 The findings confirm
the results of earlier re-
search.Ñ  MNA/Reuters

 "These are senseless
inexplicable things that are
beyond the pale of imagi-
nation," San Francisco
Mayor Gavin Newsom
told reporters at the wa-
terfront where the crime
occurred.
